As a mineral 
claim is now a small ranch in itself, 
under Ihis system which does not per­
mit of the land being pre-empted, two 
or three claims, though they do not 
carry surface rights, arc as good ns a 
pre-emption. A man should be given 
some means of legally acquiring a title 
to land suitable for settlement, even 
though veins of mineral do run through 
it. As things are at, present it evi­
dently cannot be pre-empted, and Ihe 
miner can acquire no rights to surface, 
This matter needs looking into, as 
there are dozens of pre-emptions al­
ready located, with veins running 
through I hem. Every place cannot be 
a second Three Forks.
