3 In all races, when a yacht requires a throw of six or less 
to win, the actual number must be thrown. Notwithstanding 
that should any lesser number be thrown the yacht will be 
moved accordingly, 

4 Betting—'4 Pari-Mutuel " System for win only. Tickets 
25 cents each or equivalent, no limited to number of tickets 
purchased. Betting will open for each race on the sounding 
of the gong and close on the second sounding—five minutes 
before kt the Off." During the running of the race the Odds to 
be paid will be advertised.
