Hon, Dr. King, tho guest of tho even­

ing, wus groetod with rousing cheers 
and the hearty singing of "For He's 
a Jolly Good Fellow". In bis response* 
ho spoke briefly but very feelingly, 
expressing his appreciation for tiie 
kindness and good wishes tendered to 
liim und his deep regret nt leaving 
rranbrook, and said; "Although my 
residence may be In Victoria my home 
will be in Cranbrook. I have many 
regrets, in fact I get homesick every 
time I think that I have to leave Cran­
brook." Dr. King spoke of Ills first 
entry Into politics in the early days, 
and coming to the present said he 
proposed to devote all his energy and 
ability to making a success of the posi­
tion lie now holds. "I have many 
friends in both parties, and though 
I liave taken an active Interest in 
politics 1 liave never allowed politics 
to interfere with my personal friend­
ships. I will use ray interests to bring 
about development in the district, and 
you have my support in any effort 
along that line." He referred in 
eulogistic terms to his medical con­
freres. Dr. Green and Dr. McKinnon, 
and felt hc was leaving Ida medical 
work In the hands of men whom the 
people have confidence in. He referred 
particularly to the St. Eugene Hospi­
tal, which was the best hospital In 
any town of similar size In Canada 
or the United Stales. 

Dr. King strongly urged upon his 
hearers tlie Importance of assisting 
tlie Qovernment in their efforts to win 
the war, and just at the present time 
it was the duty or every citizen to 
sign the National Service cards to help 
the Government In obtaining an in­
ventory of the man.power of the coun­
try The provincial Government pro­
poses to do its utmost in every way. 
and particularly to see that the boys 
are taken care of when they come 
back from the front, but the people 
can and Bhould do all they can to as­
sist by employing returned soldiers. 
Before concluding Ids remarks the 
speaker touched upon liis connection 
with the railway people of this dis­
trict and their influence and import­
ance to the district. His last words 
wcre "Au Revolr, not Good-bye."
