Mt. Lehman Road and Landing. 
A meeting of the settlers of this 

settlement was held at the school 
house on tho 31st ult. K VV. King 
was elected chairman, and said the 
object of the meeting was to discuss 
the advisability of impressing on the 
minds of the government the great 
need of improvements in the way of 
better road and a landing at the river, 
the present rond being almost im­
passable owing to slides and steep 
grades, The road waa cut through 
steep side hills, and the water flow­
ing from the banks running over the 
rond and freezing into ice makes the 
steep grades impossible for teaming 
in winter. The chairman called on 
a large number present to express 
themselves on the matter. M. D, 
Morrison said that it was a fact 
that the present road had been im­
passable all winter for teaming and 
dangerous even for foot travel, The 
present road could never be made a 
suitable road, and applying for 
money for repairs wns only wasting 
public funds, and the sooner the 
money was put in a proper place 
the better. He said $800 had al­
ready been spent on it, and we are 
not able to take a team down it ex­
oept in summer. In the event of 
building a new road grent care 
should be taken to select the best 
possible site, which would be most 
beneficial to the settlement in gen­
eral. 8. J. Westcott also expressed 
himself in similar words, John 
Long said that he was convinced 
tho present road could never be 
made a decent road, therefore the 
sooner the government ceases to ex­
pend money on it for repairs the 
better. A great mistake has been 
made in locating the present road 
in the first place, and he favored the 
adoption of what was formerly 
known as Benson's Landing, it be­
ing well known to be the best loca­
tion for a landing anywhere along 
the front of our settlement. Hugh 
Ross said it was a waste of money 
to try to do anything with the pre­
sent road, and that Benson's Land­
ing was the best and only easy 
grade to be found for a landing any­
where along the front of the settle­
ment. 8.11. Lehman, R. Coghlan, 
J. Lehman and J. A. Lee expressed 
themselves briefly in support of the 
adoption of the proposed landing. 
Wm. Thomson said it was useless to 
think of establishing a landing at 
the proposed place, and opposed it 
bitterly, stating that he knew the 
steamboats could not land at it. 
Some 5 years ago he had to beg of 
the O.P.N. Go's, boats to get thein 
to land there for $13 worth of 
freight, and they would not laud 
thero now without extra charges. 
£ J. Thomson, our merchant, ex­
pressed himself of the opinion that 
the adoption of the proposed land 
ing would increase to a great uie.is-
um tho prosperity and advancement 
of the surrounding country, and that 
in the event of the landing being 
adopted and the trade centered 
there, and also the removal of his 
stock of goods lo that point, he did 
not think the boats would hesitate 
to call regularly and would, in the 
event of that channel being clearod 
of snags, abandon the old channel. 
A. McCalland spoke at length in 
opposition, declaring it folly to es­
tablish a landing there, and referr­
ing to the C.P.N. Co's. steamers in 
proof. He said he had some 4 or fi 
years ago waited for days at a time 
for steamers, as they refused to cal. 
at this point, and that ho had seen 
them charge $9 a ton for freight 
from Westminster to that point, 
which is only one mile above the 
present landing to which freight 
charges are only £2 per ton. Ohas. 
Nicholson said that the meeting was 
one of great importance. It wns 
well known that the present land­
ing is almost useless. He know 
that the hilly and slippery road at 
Mt. Lchmun landing was dreaded 
far md near, and that it wns a great 
detriment to the advancement of the 
settlement. He thought the mat­
ter was ono which ought to receive 
serious consideration, as we now 
could see what we hnd lost through 
luck of consideration. He intended 
to support the adoption of the loca­
tion which would be most beneficial 
to the settlemenc in general for the 
future as woll as the pr esent.nnrl that 
he considered was Benson's Landing. 
Ho wns glad to see steps taken to 
ask the government for assistance, 
aud as our district member, Hon. J no. 
Robson, had onco walked up and 
down this hill he was sure he would 
do something for us in the way of a 
new lauding. In the event of this 
proposed binding luting adopted," it 
would benefit the settlement in 
mnny ways. He was sure thnt if 
we had a good grado to tbe river, so 
that teaming could be done at all 
seasons of the year, all the freight 
forthe dealers on the Yale road 

who now havo to haul from Lang­
ley or Westminster would be landed 
here. The people of Upper Sumas 
would also use it in the summer sea­
son to reach the river with stock 
when their roads to Miller's and 
Wude's landings were flooded. He 
was extremely sorry to think that 
there were those amongst us who 
opposed this point by trying to muke 
themselves ns well as others believe 
that the steamers would not land 
there because they would have to 
use the south channel to do so. Ho 
said that because they had refused 
to do so whon the trade was in the 
hands of a monopoly, they should 
not harbor the belief that they would 
do so now. There had been quite a 
revolution in steamboat accommoda­
tion since the organisation of the 
settlement, and they now depended 
chiefly on tbe south side of the 
Fraser for their trade. Now they 
wero only too glad to call for freight 
and passengers wherever they could 
get them, and it was absurd to think 
that the boats would refuse to call 
regularly at a place comprising up­
wards of 50 settlers, and with the 
certainty of an increase of trade in 
the event of a better road and land­
ing. If one boat would not land, 
tho other would, and the one that 
would was the one we should pat­
ronize. Moved by Wm. Thomson, 
seconded be L. Pogue, and carried, 
that we petition the Hon, John 
Robson to have placed ou the esti­
mates a sufficient sum of money to 
construct a new rond and landing 
at tho river. Moved by Hugh 
Ross, seconded by Charles Nichol­
son, and carried, that we petition 
the Dominion government, through 
the Hon. Jno. Robson, to have the 
snags removed in tlie south channel 
of Fraser River from Mt. Lehman 
Lnndiug to Riverside Landing. 
Moved by Wm. Thomson, seconded 
by Charles Nicholson, and carried, 
that a committee comprising E. W. 
King, M. D. Morrison, and Hugh 
Ross, be appointed to draft and cir­
culate petitions and to correspond 
with steamboat companies. The 
meeting then adjourned.

LAST NIGHT'S DESPATCHES. 
A TRIBUTE TO CANADA. 

LONDON, Feb. 9.—In the course of 
the debute in the House of Commons 
to* night, in reply to the speech from 
the Throne, the Imperial support to 
Canada in the fisheries dispute was 
generally approved.

A WAR OF RATES PROBABLE. 

N E W YORK, Feb 10.—The Canadian 
Pacific road haa reduced second-olata 
passenger rates to the Pacific coast, and 
its agents have been authorized to 
meet competition on all rival routes. 
Some weeks ago the transcontinental 
roads made an agreement on passenger 
traflic which secured to the Canadian 
Pacific a deferential rate of ( 1 0 on 
first-class and $5 on second-class pas­
sengers under the rates of the direct 
American routes. The rates were to 
be advanced on February 1st, and the 
Canadian Paoific advanced its rates aa 
had been arranged, but it claims that 
the American roads did not do so. The 
Canadian Pacific after finding for sev­
eral days it done none of the business 
resolved to ignore the February tariff. 
The subject will probably come before 
the trunk lines passenger committea at 
an early date. 

BRUTAL PRIZE FIGHT. 

BOSTON, Fob. 10.—Paddy Duffy, of 
Boston, and Jack McGinty, of N e w 
York, last night fought nine brutal 
rounds, with two ounce gloves, for a 
purse of $500 and the feather-weight 
championship of New England. When 
the sixth round was concluded the men 
presented a terrible appearance, being 
covered with blood from head to foot. 
McGinty was knocked out in the ninth 
round by two body blows in the neigh­
borhood of the kidneys. H e broke 
his right thumb in this round and he 
was allowed to give up the fight on the 
ground of disability. I t wai, however,-* 
Duffs fight from the first. 

ALBERT EDWARD ON A BUST. 

LONDON, Feb . 10.—The "Bond of 
Wedlock" was produced at tha 
Opera Comique last night. The per­
formance had proceeded some t ime 
without any notable incident when 
some linos were spoken indicating the 
necessity for improving the morale of 
the upper classes. Then a loud guffaw 
aud shouting from one of the o o i e i 
caused wonderment in the house, and 
the offender was the Prince of Wales. 
He leaned out of ihe box talking in a 
voice louder than the perfomers on the 
stage and then withdrawing himself 
he Kept up a din for fully a quarter of 
an hour, amid half suppressed raur* 
mere of impatience from various parte 
of the building. After a while the 
prince's staff persuaded him to retire.
