LONDON, Jan. 9,—The physician 
who examined the body of Archibald 
McNei l l , tho reporter from the Sports­
man w!io waa found dead on Boulogne 
Sands, agree that he waa beaten with 
brass knuckles tu a state of insensibi­
l i ty, then robbed and drowned. The re­
latives of McNeil l complain bitterly 
of the apathy of the French police in 
the matter of searching for his murder­
ers. The body will arrive in London 
to-morrow. 

Tho Maharajah of Mysore, desiring 
to share in the defence of India, as he 
say.--, has placed his entire military re­
sources at the disposal of tho viceroy, 
Lord Dufferin, Large bodies of 
Thibetiana are entering Sikltim and to 
prevent further movements of this 
kind, it is expected that the Indian 
government will be compelled to make 
an immediiito display of military 
force on the frontier. 

THE FISHERIES COMMISSION. 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 9.—Sir Clwrlra 
and Ludy Tuppor arrived iu Washing­
ton late last evening and wont at once 
tu the Arl ington Hotel. Lady Tupper 
has quite recovered from her recent 
serious i l lness that summoned Sir 
Charles tu Winnipeg. Before the 
telegram announcing Sir Charles' in­
abil ity to reach Washington on Satur­
day was received, i t was decided by the 
other members uf the fishery commis­
sion already iu town to, postpone the 
arranged meeting of the conference 
from Stturday unti l Monday at two 
o'clock. The meeting was not post­
poned because of the telegram. The 
conference will meet Bemi-wcekly. 
None of the commissioners will haznrd 
a guess as to the time of the final ad­
journment, but indications point to 
the conclusion that the conferences 
will continue several weeks.

CANADIAN DEFENSES TO BE STRENGTH 

ENED. 

OTTAWA, Jan. 10.—The Brit ish 
government has renewed ita request 
that the Dominion government in­
crease the small amount annually ex­
pended on the defenses of the country 
which now amounts to only 25 cents 
per capita of tho population. In the 
event of uny really military operations 
Canada would bo almost entirely de­
pendent upon Great Britain. Im­
mediate action will be taken on the 
demand which comes from Croat Bri­
tain, and parliament will be asked to 
vote alargely increased sum for military 
purposes during iho coining session.
