During two or threo years, beg'iu-
uing nix or sevon years ago, the 
Rural New Yorker gave much time 
to an endeavor to find out what 
sized pieces and how many eyea to 
the piece would give the best orop 
of potatees. The result was in favor 
of largo pieces with from two to 
three strong eyea, and this is the 
kind of seed wo hnvo used ever 
since, Tho seed is selected from 
medium or large, sized potatoes;' the 
seed end is sliced off nnd the potato 
cut into two or three pieces accord­
ing to size and number of oyes. * If 
the eyes ore close together we some­
times cut out several eyes, so ns to 
give the remaining two or three a 
large proportion of flesh. Given a 
strong eye or so it is deemed of im­
portance that the eyes and resulting 
shoots should be supplied with ample 
food until roots from the shoots en­
able them to seoure food from the 
soil. Wo regard the flesh aa hold­
ing much the aame relation to the 
shoot as the first leaves or cotyledons 
to the tiny root of the seedling 
plant. Thoy nourish the root until 
it con act for itself, Tho shoot is a 
stem or plant eutting and from it 
issuo both mots and other stems, 
and it is from the latter alone that 
the tuber (itself a stem) forms. Now 
how many shoots should grow on a 
hi l l ] In other words, how many 
eyes should be planted I In the 
Bural't experiments above alluded 
to, as wiU appear from an examina­
tion of baok numbers, as high as ten 
eyes (separate) wero planted in a 
hill; The yield .in weight was, in 
many trials, as great as when fewer 
eyes were planted, but the quantity 
of marketable potatoes was much 
less, the number of small potatoes 
being far greater. We also tried 
whole aeed both of largo and small 
tubers, and, going to the other ex­
treme, separate eyes of small pofa-
'.oes, and evon the peelings each 
having an oye or so. As above 
stated, the results led us to prefer 
from two to three strong eyes, cut 
from fair-sized potatoes, dividing 
tlie flesh as equally as might be. 
We want strong eyes and strong 
shoots supplied with all needed nour­
ishment until they oan support 
themselves, If s shoot from a small 
piow of flesh ia broken off or frost-, 
bitten or injured in any other Way 
before roots have IXKBI formed, the1 

shoots perish because tho supply has 
lioeii crxliimsti'-d, not having made 
on,, connection with the soil, and a 
missing hill is the consequence. 

Cklaeu Muauato. 

A couple of these niagnifioont 
game birds can be aeen at Mr. W, 
Whittaker's, Johnson street, having 
been mounted for a gentleman in 
thia oity. Die birds were brought 
from one of the islands of Washing­
ton territory, where they have be-
ooine so plentiful as to lie almost a 
nuisance. The Ohinese pheasant is 
a game bird of brilliant red and or­
ange plumage, about the site of Uie 
English malo pheasant, and vi l l i 
even a longer tail. I t ia very pro­
lific and increases rapidly. In Ore­
gon and Washington Territory, al­
though the birds have only been in­
troduced during the past few yeara, 
they have multiplied to an enormous 
extent. Being a fine game bird, 
would it not be worth while to intro­
duce them into this province 1 In a 
few yean they would provo splendid 
sport, and the ooat of introducing 
the breed would bo trifling.—Colon­
ist. Tho suggestion of our ootem­
porary ia an excellent one, and i t 
might be worth while for the people 
of the mainland to consider whether 
it would not bo worth while to get a 
lot of these birds into thia part of 
the oountry.
