What Is to* be Done. 

A. t r i p through the settlements 

recently devdatatnd by the unprece­

dented floods oannofc 'fail to impress 

one with the necessity of doing 

something towards alleviating pre­

sent distress and averting future dis­

aster.

But it would seem us if no 

more attention was paid to the mutter 

than if the Hooded districts had been 

in the South Sea Islands. The ques­

tion now is, What shall be dono to­

wards alleviating the present condi 

tion and, if possible, guarding against 

recurrence of similar disaster? There 

•probably aro instances iu wliich 

direct persorai Velief otiglib to be 

extended to individual Bottlers, And 

careful enquiry should have bee'i 

"made long ngo, with a view to ascer­

taining the exact state of affairs in 

this respect.
