An Important Decision. 

At the suasion of the county 
court held at Nauaiino last week, 
Mr. Justice Gray gave a decision 
on n point affecting a municipal re­
gulation, which is of considerable 
importance. Sain Hing (a China­
man) entered an action against 
Samuel GOURII. city, «'•"'•; - r a 

j Humus U'uoimell collector, for the 
recovery of three boxes of tea seized 
by those officials for non-payment of 
the road tax. A small pass-book, 
containing tho names of persons 
liable to pay road tax in tho muni­
cipality for the year 1887, was put 
in the evidence: His Lordship anim­
adverted strongly on the practice of 
keeping a roll of taxpayers in a 
small book like that, which was 
evidently intended to be carried 
about by the collector, and was very 
liable to be lost. The roll should be 
kept in a proper book, and left in 
the offices of the corporation for pub­
lic inspection, but as the law did 
not say whether tho list should be 
kept on a long or short piece of 
piper or in a large or smnll book, 
he would admit that as the list of 
persons liable to pay tax. Mr. Mc-
Elmen raised the objection that the 
list could not be admitted as the Bead 
Tax Assessment Boll inasmuch as 
it had not been revised and correct­
ed by the municipal council and 
certified by the proper officers, as 
called for by sections 117 and 118 of 
the municipality act, 1881. His 
Lordship said that he considered the 
road tux a fair and equitable tax, 
and he would personally like to take 
the same view of the matter as the 
defence hod urged, and sustain the 
corporation in the collection of tax, 
but there was the law as passed by 
the legislature, and he was bound 
to carry out its provisions. To his 
mind it was clear that sections 117' 
and 118 called for an annual revi­
sion of ths assessment roll, including 
the road tax, and as no such revision 
had taken place, he could not como 
to any other decision than a verdict 
for the plaintiff. "He"considered the 
city officers were not to blame in 
the matter, it appeared that all the 
corporations had drifted into the op­
inion that it was not necessary to 
annually revise any roll except the 
real and personal property roll. On 
the broader principal ho considered 
it absolutely necessary that each 
taxpayer should have a public op­
portunity of seeing whether is name 
was on the list or not, and also 
have the right of objecting to being 
rated if he considered he was not 
legally rated. By the system that 
appeared to be in vogue the col­
lector took his memorandum book 
and put down the name of every 
person he could find, and asked for 
the rood tax, and if ho refused to 
produce the road tax receipt, seized 
upon his goods. That was not 
right for a man should have an op­
portunity of knowing whether he was 
legally liable to be taxed, nnd if not 
for appealing, and it would open the 
door of endlessoonf usionand for gross 
corruption. His Lordship then de­
cided that the goods be returned to 
the plaintiff, 816 damages to recov­
er the expenses of the bond and the 
taxed costs.—Times.

There 
are evil disposed and "low down" 
persons in nil communities who will 
stop at nothing which promises 

f rrolit, but for this open and de-
ibomto prostitution of a public in­

stitution it is necessary to look to 
China for an instance. It is quite 
in harmony with the average moral 
and social development of the coun­
try, which some philanthropists 
would risk transplanting in our soil.

LAST NItiUT'S DESPATCHES. 

TIIE LOBD MAYOR'S 8IIOW, 

LoNUOK, Nov. 0 — A heavy downpour 
of rain rendered great assistance to the 
police in preserving order to-day, und al­
most completely drowned the demonstra­
tion of idle workmen, which has becomo 
a feature of the Lord Mayor's day exer­
cises. Trafalgar Square was cleared at 
an early hour with little difficulty, and

attendants on such occasions. Speaking 
at the mayor's banquet, Lord Salisbury 
said the aspect of foreign affairs wns 
growing more pacitic overy day. Ho es. 
pcoially pointed to tho amicable and 
satisfactory settlement of the Afghan 
frontier, the New Hebrides and the Suez 
Canal questions in confirmation of his 
assertion, and aunounced that tho gov­
ernment was in receipt of advices to the 
effect that Ayoub Khan had surrendered 
himself to the Indian Government. Re­
ferring to the Canadian fisheries question 
Lord Salisbury said he hoped that a 
specrly adjustment of that ancient dis­
pute might be accomplished. The task 
of settling i t had been undertaken with 
great patriotism by one of the most em­
inent statesmen of the day and with the 
almost unanimous good wil l of his coun­
trymen, who hope that the result of his 
work wi l l prevent furture difficulties from 
arising. 

THE KMl'lillOR AND THS FKINOK. 

LONDON, Nov. SI.—-It is understood 
that the emperor of Germany is really 
dying. Tho prospect of a regency of 
Prince William with Bismarck at his 
elbow, is already canvassed. Very 
littlo doubt is entertained hero of tho 
cancerous naturo of the new growth in 
tho crown prince's throat. Dr. Mac­
kenzie U blamed for his early optimis­
tic views of the case. 

BERLIN-, Nov, 9.—Drs. Schroeter 
and Krnuso made a thorough examina­
tion of the crown prince's throat to­
day, after which they consulted with 
Dr. Mackenzie. All the three agree 
that the patient's symptoms indicate 
that his troublo had assumed a most 
serious phase. Tho emperor has ex­
pressed his desire tlmt tho operation 
.upoiiMtUe throat of the crown princo, 
'if one is'to be mnde, shall be per­
formed in Berlin. 

LONDON, NOV. 9.—The Standard's 
correspondent at San Remo telographs 
that the result of tho consultation of 
the physicians does not indicate that 
U,e vuudtcun.-al-Mw-an.Nrn pnnoa M> 
serious. Dr. Mackenzie's treatment 
will be continued. The previous re­
ports concerning the condition uf the' 
patient, and the result of tho consul­
tation, havo apparently come through 
Vienna. Nothing that can be regarded 
as official has yet been received. 

m e ANARCHISTS' APPEAL. 

SriUNirHELir, 111., Nov. 9. —This 
morning Capt. Black opeued the pro­
ceedings in presenting the petition of 
clemency for the anarchists to Gov­
ernor Oglesby by reading the petition 
signed by Spies, Fielden and Parsons. 
Oapt. Black said that for years pre­
vious the petitioners had openly and 
publicly delivered the same addresses 
and uttered the doctrines aud advo­
cated the identical mode of agitation, 
in language equally inflammatory to 
that used on the night of tho Hay-
market riot, with the complete and 
acquiesced knowledge of tho city au-
thoritioB. "Do 1 understand you to 
say," interrupted the governor, "that 
at no previous meeting of this kind 
thero was any police interference, that 
thiB was tho lirst time)" There was 
evidently a deep impression made 
upon hia excellency by Capt. Black's 
reply, in which ho assured the gover­
nor that such rvns the case. Captain 
Black continued the reading of the 
petition, which concludes us follows: 
"Therefore your petitinuors, knowing 
your lovo of truth and justico, ask for 
tho exercise of your prerogative of 
pardon." This afternoon numerous 
petitions for clemency wore presented. 
Ilcprosoiitrittvcs of different trades 
unions in nil parts of the country wore 
present, nnd made earnest appeals to 
tho governor for clcinoncy. S. Goin-
pers, president of the fedentted trades 
of the U. S. nnd Oaliudn, WOB then 
called to address the governor! '*I am 
peculiarly situated in risking yrrur ex­
cellency for clemency fur these inon," 
said Mr. Gompcrs, "because thoy and 
myself hnve differed ull our lives. I 
havo differed from them in theories, 
principles, pmctiees and methods." 
This evening tho wives and relatives 
of tho condemned woro received by 
tho governor. The sceno was one 
whioh the governor will nover forget. 
Mrs. Schawl) pleaded for tho life of 
her husband. Sho was calm at lirst, 
but approached nlmost to hysterios 
before tho interview wus over. Miss 
Kngel trior! to say n word for her ob­
durate father, but broke down and 
could not givo uttcrniico to her feol-
iiigd. Mrs. Spies begged for inorcy in 
words, but her pretty daughter had 
probably the most offect upon tbe gov­
ornor by her tears and sobs. Mrs. 
Fischer pleaded for hor busbriiiil. At 
tlio olose of tho interview, Miss Krificl 
signed a petition uu behalf of her 
father. Elsie Trundel has signed one 
for Lingg nnd scaled tho document 
with her tears, which fell fast nnd hot 
upon the paper ns she wroto hor name. 
Mrs. Fisohor signed the paper on be­
half of her husband, and Capt. Black 
signod for Parsons, so that tho peti­
tions aro boforo the governor in tho 
namo of all tho condemnod men. 

CHICAGO, NOV. 8.—Should tho gov­
ernor declino to intercede in behalf of 
the nnarohists in any way, thore will 
remain two other avenues of possible 

escape for them from the gallows, and 
the certainty of a delay for the con­
demned. A few days of grace may be 
obtained by habeas corpus proceedings, 
and should that fail recourse i » y » 
had to a commission de lunalico _mr-
endo. Dr. Josoph G. Kiernan, a far­
mer physicirn of the Cook County 
hospital for the insane, Died a petition 
in court to-day, charging the fact to be 
thnt Louis Lingg, the anarchist bomb 
maker, is insane.

INTEK-l'EOVINOIAL CONFERENCE BESO-
IATTION. a 

TORONTO, Nov. 10.—Resolutions ad­
opted by the inter-provincial confer­
ence are made pnblio throughout Oan- ' 
ada to-day. It is propoaed that tke 
veto power possessed by the federal « 
authority over provincial legislation ba 
entirely removed; that some judicial 
tribunal decide on constitutionality 
with federal and provincial legislation, 
and that veto power over both be 
given to the Queen in council. It is 
proposed to reform the senate by -
making one half of the delegation froo 
each province to be appointed bv the 
province itself.. It ia asked that liout.-
governors bB given the same power as 
colonial governors; that' the federal 
franchise be the same as for provincial 
elections; that power be given on a 
two-thirds vote of the popular body to 
abolish the provincial second chambers; 
that provinces be given the control of
