NOTES AND COMMENTS. 

It is probable that the opposition 
raised in Canada by tho press to the 
wholesale importation of pauper 
children Irom England has had its 
cfl'cct. At any rate, the returns ol 
the English Local Government 
Board show that only 411 children 
havo been exported to CanacY this 
season. Tho London 7'«n« in com­
menting upon the fact says that 
England may make up hor mind 
that she will have to keep her own 
paupers, a remark the appropriate-
noss of whioh will be appreciated by 
Canadians. 

The London Spectator speaks of 
President Cleveland's having still 
'Ifivo months to reign." Thit is an 
TO|jliBltfli*^ijieeptiBn of wh*t t h 
American president does. He never 
reigns, and when his successor has 
been elected tho remaining months 
of his term are spent in the saddest 
of all earthly occupations, that of 
packing up. In all the world there 
is no more mournful spectacle than 
that of a president preparing to va­
cate, except that of a president who 
has vacated being ordered to "keep 
off the grass" by a supercilious park 
policeman,—America. 

The statistical abstract of India 
which has just been issued contains 
an estimate of the population of 
India in March, 1887, namely: Brit­
ish territory, 207,764,678; the native 
states, 60,382,466; giving a total 
population for all India of 268,137,-
014, Both in British territory and 
tlie native states the number of 
males is much larger than that of 
females. In 1881 in British terri 
tory there were 101.2 males to 97.4 
females, and in the native states 
28.7 males to 26.4 females, and in 
all India there were in that year 
just 6,013,419 more males than 
females. 

; An onstern exchange says: They 
actually tried to interview Mr. 
Chamberlain at New York, but the 
impatient bridegroom refused to 
talk politics and hastened on to 
Washington. The New York repor­
ters aro positively aghast at the 
statesman's temerity in declining to 
tell them all he knew. They are 
equal to requesting tbe olergyman 
who performs the marriage ceremony 
to substitute for the usual questions 
a few queries on leading topics, 
such as "What do you think of the 
Sackville ineidenti" "Are you inter­
ested in the Parnell commission 1" 
and so forth. 

Bonjamin Hareison will be 66 
years 6 months and 14 days old 
when he is inaugurated president of 
the United States. His distinguished 
grandfather was 68 years old at the 
time of taking the oath of office 
forty-seven yeara ago, Three other 
presidents were 66 years old at the 
beginning of their administrations. 
They wero Martin Van Burcn, 
Zaohary Taylor, and Rutherford B. 
Hayes, Lincoln became president 
at 62. John Tyler and Chester A. 
Arthur were 61. Millard Fillmore 
was 60. Franklin Pierce and James 
A (Jarfield were 49. Grover Cleve­
land was 48. Grant was 47. AU 
the other presidents were older than 
General Harrison. 

The Princess Louise has been pay­
ing a visit to Glasgow. Lord Lome 
and the Princes* had been spending 
somo days with tho Duke of Argyle, 
at Inverary castle, and went thence 
to Glasgow to see the exhibition. 
Although the visit wat a private 
one, the municipal authorities wero 
on hand to give the Princess an un­
official reception, and to bid her wel-
coino to the northern metropolis. A 
visit was also paid to Queen Mar­
garet's college, of which Princess 
Louiso is president, nnd there an 
address from tho eouncil, lecturers 
and students was presented. The 
party during their stay in the vicin­
ity were the guests of Sir Archi­
bald Campbell, of Blytheswood. 

Says an exchange: A sensation 
has been created in Woodstock by a 
sor'mon preached by Rev. Mr. Farth­
ing, of the Episcopal church there, 
in denunciation of gambling. Mr. 
Farthing condemns the practice as 
tending to deprave the community, 
and to divert men from honest toil 
to spcculativo means of making a 
living, The practice is a tremen­
dous deception in more ways than 
one. Whenever a man falls a vic­
tim to the gambler* the popular 
feeling is one of regret. But a due 
regard for the circumstances will 
show that the man has really made 
a fool of himself by deliberately 
walking into a trap. Nobody but 
the professional gambler makes mon­
ey at gambling. The games of 
chance are not devised with a view 
to giving the greenhord an equal 
opportunity with his gambling ac­
quaintance. Even if the appliances 
aro not fixed so as to prevent the 
novice from winning, the superior 
knowledge of the game possessed by 
the professional renders los* to the 
beginner a certainty.

The 
province of Quebec wus represented by 
counsel. Mr, Blake observed that 
the question involved is simple in 
character and was whether any work 
or undertaking was under the exclusive 
legislation of the federal parliament by 
this reason whether the provincial 
legislature''assuming to authorize it 
was ultra vires by the legislature and 
therefore void. He considered that 
the legislative authority, which other­
wise would have belonged to the pro­
vince, was removed from them by 
clause 10 of the 92nd section of the 
British North American act. The test 
question to be applied in any caia 
was not whether the work mentioned 
was one for the general advantage of 
Canada, but whether the parliament 
had declared it to be so. The declar­
ation by the federal parliament iu such 
a matter was indisputable. He charged 
that tbe clauses of the British Nortb 
Ameiican act must be treated in the 
broadest possible way. Sections 306 
and 307 of the railway aot, he con­
cluded, took away from the provincial 
legislatures the right to grant charters 
for a railway which would cross or 
connect with certain railways declared 
by the Dominion parliament for the 
general advantage of Canada.
