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An attempt is to bo mado to 
amend, in some Important partiou 
lars, the libel law of the United 
Kingdom, says an exchange. 
Mr. Algernon Borthwick, M, 
P., has introduced in the 
imperial house of commons a bill 
which has the support of Mr. John 
Morley, Mr. L. J. Jennings, Sir 
Wilfred Lawson, Dr. Cameron and 
other prominent journalists and re­
formers, having for its object the 
indemnification of editors and pub­
lishers against prosecution for crim 
inal libel in cases where the libellous 
matter was published without their 
knowledge or consent. The princi­
pal clause of Mr, Borthwick's meas­
ure proposes to enact that no person 
shall be found quilty upon the trial 
of any indictment for the publica­
tion of u libel if it be proved that 
suoh person was not privy to the 
publication of the libel and that the 
publication did not arise from want 
of due care or caution on his part. 
If the British newspaper men suc­
ceed in getting this measure passed 
they will have a more just and lib­
eral libel law than any ir. existence 
in the colonies or the United States. 
I t appears but simple justice that 
the person whose malice may have 
prompted the publication of a libel, 
and not the innocent publisher, 
should be the one punishable. Let 
the law be framed so as to reach 
the real offender, the originator of 
the libel, and there will be fewer 
libels and fewer libel suits. It is 
obviously unjust that a newspaper 
publisher should be liable to be sent 
to prison at any time for a libel 
which he has never seen or heard 
of, but wliich lias been received in 
the ordinary way, by telegraph or 
otherwise and printed without 
malice. In addition to securing the 
newspaper proprietor from prose­
cution on account of statements 
published without his knowledge, 
Mr, Borthwick proposes to give 
power to a judge or court to con­
solidate the cases, in instances 
where suit is brought against two 
or more publishers for the publi­
cation of the same on substantially 
the same libel, with the view of 
curtailing expense and preventing 
individuals from making hauls out 
of libel suits, The bill has been 
passed by the house of commons 
and in the house of lords. An 
amendment has been inserted mak­
ing guilty of libel the person who 
repeats a libellous statement pub­
lished in the house. This is not 
likely to meet with favor with the 
members of the popular chamber, 
and when the bill comes baok for 
consideration the amendment will

probably be expunged. In explain­
ing the object of his bill Mr, Borth­
wick says he does not aim at giving 
the press too much power or im­
munity ; but statements which tbe 
law will construe as libellous fre­
quently creep into the columns of 
the most carefully conducted jour­
nals, and while decent people are 
usually satisfied with an explanation 
and an apology made in the proper 
spirit, there are others, small at­
torneys and scheming individuals, 
who victimize the newspaper and 
merely look upon a libel as a good 
chance for them to make money. It 
is against unscrupulous persons 
such as those mentioned that pub­
lishers and proprietors of newspa­
pers seek protection. 

A good many people are wonder­
ing, says an exchange, what caused 
the insurrection in Hayti. l t would 
probably puzzle even the best in­
formed people of the republic to 
give any reasonable answer to the 
question. Insurrections are events 
in the lives of other nations; in 
that of the republic of Hayti they 
aro the ordinary condition of things. 
There never was a king or president 
of that state who lived out the term 
of his rulership in peace. The peo­
ple are mostly negroes or French 
mulattoes, from whom stable self-
government is hardly to be looked 
for. They are, practically speaking, 
wavering and passionate, easily 
aroused, and there are never want­
ing vain men, possessed of the mis­
erable ambition of making them­
selves prominent, to appeal to tho 
worst elements of their character. 
General Solomon, the late president, 
was elected in 1879 for a Beven 
years' term of office, most of which 
was spent in putting down an in­
surrection which was only ended by 
the death of the leader in 1884. 
Just as he had succeeded in putting 
down this rebellion, an insurrection 
broke out in the capital, Fort au 
Prince, which had hitherto been 
loyal to him. His troops and the 
insurgents after fighting some days 
ut last joined in sacking the city, 
and foreign consuls gave the united 
insurgents, who had made attacks 
upon the consulates, a few hours to 
quiet down or be bombarded by the 
foreign men-of-war in the port. 
They quieted down immediately, 
and President Solomon resumed con­
trol of affairs. Since then, how­
ever, Port au Prince has never been 
quite loyal to President Solomon, 
and on his re-election to another 
term of office in 1887 there were 
signs of rovolt. Early this year 
President Solomon went to Paris 
and the insurrection broke out, In 
September General Legitime, the 
leader, seized the government of 
Hayti at Port au Prince, whether 
with little .or much bloodshed is not 
really known to outsiders. A Ja­
maica piper says that he "ascended 
to the presidential chair through 
oceans of blood and over innumer­
able corpses," but as there are only 
balf a million people in the country 
this expression is hyperbolic. Gen­
eral Solomon had died in Paris, and 
Legitime's government being in ex­
istence with no other claimant of 
the chair, it was generally regarded 
as the "provisional government." 
Of course, there was an insurrec­
tion against this government and 
the garrisons of the ports Gape 
Haytien, Port de Paix, Govaines, 
and St, Marc, refused to recognize 
him, Legitime therefore proclaimed 
a blockade of these four ports. An 
Amerioan steamer, the Haytien Re­
public, which had been conveying 
troops between these ports, was 
seized by Legitime who had got po­
ssession of the five or six vessels 
which comprise the Haytien navy. 
The captain of the vessel declared 
that he had not heard of the estab­
lishment of the blockade. The 
American company owning the 
vessel appealed to the United States 
government, and the latter sent two 
steamers, the Galena and tbe Yan-
tic, to Port au Prince and demand 
the surrender of the steamer, which 
was promptly given np, The French 
and American consuls and other 
neutrals have done their best to 
patch up the quarrel between Legi­
time's government and its oppo­
nents, but the two parties so deeply 
distrust each other that their dele­
gates cannot be got to meet together. 
As our readers know, by the daily 
despatches, the trouble is becoming 
fast and furious, three battles hav­
ing been fought in the tropical Isle 
within the last few days, the ad­
vantago so far being with the rebels, 
and a final decisive battle is ex­
pected. . 

Pitcher's Castoria. 
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LONDON, Jan, 8.—A grand banquet 
and reception was given in tho Birming­
ham town hall this evening in honor of 
Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Chamberlain. Mr. 
Chamberlain and his wife entered the 
hall in oompany with a number of othor 
distinguished persons and wore greeted 
witn cheers and other expressions of 
welcome while a select orchestra dis­
coursed appropriate music. Tho hall was 
magnificently decorated and the floral 
display was grand and costly. Mrs. 
Chamberlain gracefully bowed her thanks 
for the ovation. An address was pre. 
sentcd to Mr. Chamberlain accompanied 
by several valuable presents, and to Mrs. 
Chamberlain was given a brooch fashioned 
In the form of a star containing 65 dia­
monds, tho gift of the women of Bir­
mingham. Mr. Chamberlain thanked 
those presort for the honor conferred 
upon him, and in the course of his 
speech alluded to his wife's English 
ancestry. Whilo,sho would not ceaso to 
love America, he said he knew that Bhe 
was prepared to take up life in England. 
He referred to the friendliness of the 
peoplo of Birmingham for Amerioa, and 
quoted the utterances of Mr, John 
Bright in testimony thereof, A serious 
quarrel with America would be the 
greatest national calamity. Differences, 
he said, were bound to arise, but the 
Democratic spirit of both countries 
would always compel aa amicable ad­
justment. 

BERLIN, Jan. 9.—Commander Leary, 
of the American cruiser Adams, and 
Consul Blucklack nre accused by the 
German newspapers, both official and 
unofficial, of instigation rebellion in 
Samoa and furnishing Mataafa with 
guns and other arms. 

LIVERPOOL, Jan. 9.—Tho British Btr. 
Lualaba, from the west coast of Africa, 
ran into and sank lhe British str. Lo-
vcrington to-day, while the latter was 
lying at anchor in the Mersey. The 
Lualaba was badly damaged and had 
to bo beached. 

QUEENSTOWN, Jan. 9.—Tho National 
Line steamship Egypt, whieh arrived 
horo to-day from New York, reports 
that on the 31st a fire was disoovered 
among the cotton that formed part nf 
her cargo. After several hours work 
work the fire was quenched. 

OLEAN, Jan. 9.—A roport received 
here says that a terrific cyclone 
struck the city of Pittsburg about 
one o'clock this afternoon and 
that two large buildings on Wood st. 
were wrecked. Up to this hour, 2 p. 
in., the report says 19 people have 
been taken from the ruins, 14 of whom 
are dead. It is estimated at least 21 
pecple remain buried in the ruins. 
At 1:45 p. in. 20 dead bodies had been 
taken from the wrecked building. 
The accident which resulted so fatally 
was caused by the collapse of a seven 
story building on tno corner of Dia­
mond and Wood sts. It fell on throe 
smaller ones which were crushed* by 
its weight. An enormous crowd gath­
ered near the scene of the accident and 
the excitement was intense. 

PITTSBURG, Jan. 9.—There was an 
awful catastrophe at 12,30 this afternoon. 
High winds struck tho city at that hour 
and completely demolished a large brick 
building. The building was in process 
of construction in Diamond alloy, im­
mediately in the rear of Welden it Co.'s 
storo. The building had bceu completed 
to the seventh story. It is a complete 
wreck, and as it went down crushed a 
barber shop next to it. Tho falling 
debris fell against Welden & Co.'s store, 
the front of which was knocked out. 
Five men aro known to be kilted and ten 
to fifteen injured. There were at loast 
twenty men working on the now building. 
The rear of all tho stores on Wood 
stroet as far up as the storo of Paulson 
Bros, was wrecked. Six men were in 
the barber shop, and two were rescued 
alive and two dead. The other two aro 
still under the debris. There were at 
least fifteen printers in the rear of 
Welden & Co.'s storo on the second floor, 
and many of them are badly injured. 
As fast as they could bc brought out, 
thoy wore carried ou stretchers to tlio 
various hospitals. One man on the top 
of tho now building fell into tho basement 
and fractured his skull and had both 
legs broken. 

2.45 p.m. At this writing thu firomen 
antl polico aro working hard to rescue 
the vicims or thoir bodies frotn the ruins. 
Tho latest estimates by tho chief of tho 
fire and polico departments places tlio 
number of killed at twelvo, and about 
thirty injured. Several persons aro 
known to bo in the debris, somo of whom 
aro still alive ns their frenzied shrieks 
for aid can be plainly hoard. A largo 
number of physicians are nt tho scono 
rendering all possiblo assistance to tho 
injured who aro promptly removed to 
hospitals by patrol wagons and am­
bulances. 

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—Judgo Bnnctt, 
of the supremo court oircuit, to-day 
decided in favor of the attorney-gen­
eral and against the sugar trust, The 
suit was brought by the people of the 
state of New York against the North 
Biver Sugar Boiining Company, by 
Attorney-General Tabor, to forfeit the 
oharter of the North Itiver Ketinning 
Oompany of this city on tho grounds 
it had virtually pnased out of oxistance 
by selling all its stock to a sugar trust 
combination and closing up ils work. 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 9. — Clous 
Spreckles appeared beforo tho tariff 
sub-committee of the senato this morn­
ing and advocated a proposed bounty 
on sugar. 

GLOUCESTER, MOBS., Jan. 9.—Sev­
eral vossols whioh left hero on experi­
mental voyages aftor Pacific coast hali­
but have returnod heavily laden and 
report a greater success than was anti­

cipated. Capt. Sol Jacobs, who took 
tho fleet of vessels out to Tacoma and 
Seattle reports that ho hat been so suc­
cessful that a «f***r<Miy has been form­
ed in Seattle to lake all the halibut he 
can catch, at a uniform price of 4 cents 
per pound. Tho company will in turn 
deliver them in the western, middle 
and eastern States. Two Gloucester 
vessels brought together 12,000 pounds 
of fish, which were sold to wholesalers 
at 15 cents a pound. By the time 
these fish reach the consumer, the 
added profit will have made the retail 
price from 25 to 35 cents per pound. 
With an apparently inexhaustible supply 
for the next 20 years, at least, along tho 
Pacific coast, selling to tho company at 
the uniform price of 4 cents per pound 
throughout the year, and taking into 
consideration that the Paoific is free to 
a great extent from thoso fierce gales 
that play tuch havoc on the Atlantic, it 
looks as though tho halibut business 
along the New England coast ia doomed, 
and will shortly be transferred to Seattle 
and other Puget Sound ports. 

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—Requiem mass 
over tho remains of Father James Croke 
was celebrated this morning at St. 
Joseph's church, Sixth avenue, Arch­
bishop Corrigan presiding. Many promi­
nent clergy and laity were present. 
The body was taken to Calvary cemetery 
and placed in a vault to await orders 
from Archbishop Croke, of C'ashel, whon 
the remains will be taken to San Francis­
co or Ireland. 

RuwiERronD, N. J., Jan. 9.—The 
business portion of this town, including 
the post office, Allendale Mills and 
Tempest News Co.'s establishment, was 
burned early this morning. Loss 875,-
000. Many families had narrow escapes 
but no one was killed so far as known. 

ALBANY, N. Y., Jan, 9.—There were 
reported to the state board of health to­
day six cases of small-pox in Wyoming. 

Los ANGELES, Cal., Jan. 9.—The 
Times to-day publishes a letter whioh 
has been sent to Gen. Harrison by 
Editor Otis of that paper and Judge 
Fitzgerald, of the republican state 
contral committee, giving tho history 
of the Murchison letter to Lord Sack­
ville and stating that tho same wus 
writton by George Osgondo, a pro­
minent citizen of Pomona, on his own 
volition. Gen. Harrison is requested 
not to bestow patronage on the strength 
of it, 

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—This morning 
City Marshal George levied on goods 
belonging to Gustav Simon in East 56th 
Btreet. Simon resented intrusion of 
the marshal and shot him twice dan­
gerously. 

NEW YOBK, Jan. 10.—Tho tornado 
latt evening destroyed the entire cen­
tral and eastern part of Brooklyn navy 
yard marine barracks. Tho few men 
in the building at the time jumped and 
ran, some even leaping from windows. 
Capt. WilliamB was struck by a closing 
door nnd was badly hurt. A few 
minutes before the tornado nows came 
of the big fire in south Brooklyn and 
all the marines, about 80, crowded up­
on the balcony to see the glow,or more 
men might have been hurt. 

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 10.—Twenty 
buildings in Camden were unroofed 
by the storm. Two churches were nl­
so unroofed, One child was killed by 
a falling roof. 

BOSTON, Jan. 10.—A severe gale 
prevails along the coast and through' 
out New England. Telegraph wires 
are down in every direction. Glouces­
ter, by telephone, reports a schooner 
on shore on the rooks. Ono body haB 
beon washed ashore. 

CHICAGO, Jan. 10.—The storm is 
still prevailing. Dispatches from Wis­
consin, Iowa, and Ohio report a heavy 
snowfall. 

NIAGARA FALLS, Jan. 10.—Tho storm 
raged here last night with great fury. 
The suspension foot bridge, spanning 
the Niagara river below the falls was 
torn from its cables at 3 o'clock this 
morning and lies at the bottom of tho 
river. The structure was cut clean 
from the lower tower at Brundago's 
elevator. On the American side of tho 
whirlpool rapids a 2-story building was 
blown into tho rapids and swept away. 
At Buttery's elevator, on the American 
side, Detterick's photograph gallery 
wns swept into the whirlpool. Part of 
Manning's elevator, on tlio American 
side, was swopt awny and tho lowor 
part of tho Rapid's View olovattrr is 
gono. Tho tin roof of a hotel was torn 
oil' nnd several buildings un the reser­
vation woro blown down and many 
trees destroyed. Tho bridge connect­
ing Goat and Sister Islands is in dan­
ger. Tho dock at the inclined railway 
has been swept away. The water in 
tho rivor it very high ond many build­
ings on the Canadian shore are in dan­
ger. The storm still continues. 

BUFFALO, N. Y., Jon. 10.—The wholo 
thirteenth ward is under water. Six 
houses owned by fishermen nre gono. 
It is reported several lives are lost. 
Tho suspension bridge, orossing the 
Niagara rivor below the falls, is swopt 
away. 

NASHVILLE, Jan. 10 —The bloodiest 
prizo fight ever witnessed in this state 
occurred at midnight between Merlin 
Thompson and Bert Schiller, heavy 
weights. The fight was won on a foul 
by Schiller in the 28th round. Both 
were covered with blood from head to 
foot. 

S>N FiiAvcisoo, Jan. 10.—Tho ship 
M. P. Graco has arrivod from New 
lorkaftera prolonged voyogo of a 
hundred and fifty-nine days. During 
a storm on Sept. Ilth two of her sea­
men, who were furling sails, were 
thrown into the tea and drowned, 

READING, P., Jan. 9.—A cyclono 
struck this oity shortly after 5 o'olook 
thit aftornoon, demolishing a numbor 

of buildings including Grimeshaw & 
Baother's large silk mill. In the lat­
ter were upwards of 200 operatives 
who were buried in the ruins and 
many have been killed. At 9:30 p.m. 
about 100 persons had been taken out, 
many of whom were dead. The num­
ber of the killed and injured will ex­
ceed 160. The storm swopt down the 
Lebanon Valley and many barns and 
other properties are reported wrecked. 
The telegraph wires in tho traek of the 
storm are badly mixed and it is impos­
siblo to get details but it is known 
that the damage has been great. When 
the oyclone lirst struck Reading the 
Philadelphia & Beading Company's 
paint shop was unroofed. In less than 
ten minutes the entire structure was 
enveloped in flames. Several of the 
gas chambers underneath the passen­
ger cars exploded and four persons 
were killed and seyeral others badly 
hurt. 

SAN FHANCISCO, Jan. 10.—The fight 
between Billy Mahan, of this city, aud 
George Mulholland, of Australia, for 
the light-weight championship of the 
Pacific coast and a purse of $500, which 
took place at the Golden Gate Athletic 
Club last night, was declared a draw 
at three-thirty this morning, eighty-
seven rounds having been fought and 
neither man being badly punished. 
The duration of the fight was nearly 
six hours. 

Los ANGELES, Cal., Jan. 10.— Dr. 
D. T. Kellogg, a physician of Alham-
bra, a small place near here, was beaten 
into unconsciousness on Tuesday night 
and robbed of a hundred dollars and a 
gold watch, and tied hand and foot to 
the railroad track from which he freed 
himself after a hard struggle. Tho 
affair is supposed to have been the 
work of tramps. 

PITTSBURG, Jan. 10.—The official list 
of thoso affected by yesterday's accident 
swells the total number to 67. Eight are 
fatally injured, 25 seriously injured, 
15 slightly injured and 8 missing. It is 
known positively there are other bodies 
under the ruins and all possible efforts 
are being made for their rescue, but 
scarcely a hope is entertained that any 
more will be removed alive. Two bodies 
were removed from the roar of tho Wel­
den building since 4 o'clock this morning 
but have not yet beeu fully identified. 
Chief Brown, together with his assistant 
remained at the scene of the accident 
throughout the night, directing the fire­
men and police in the search for the 
missing. A long line of wagons and 
carts carried tho debris away as rapidly 
it could be loaded. Early this morning 
the number of searchers increased and 
the work of excavating the debris was 
progressing favorably. Throngs of peo­
ple line the streets eager for the latest 
information. At tho hospitals last night, 
particularly the Homeopathic, whero, 29 
of the unfortunates were provided With 
accomodations, it was found necess' ' to 
station police oflicers at the doors t. -Id 
the throngs of anxious inquirers in 
check. The coroner begins investigation 
this afternoon. 

READING, Pa., Jan. 10.—The work 
of clearing away tho debris at the 
wrecked silk mill continued through­
out last night. This morning a large 
addition was made to the working 
force and some twelvo additional bodies 
wore removed. Mr. Grimshaw, one of 
the owners of the mill, this morning 
gives the number of missing and killed 
at 120. The loss to tho mills is a hun­
dred und ten thousand dollars. 

READING, Jan. 10.—About 30 bodies 
have been removed and it is thought at 
least 60 are still in the ruins. Dwellings 
in the track of the storm present a terri­
ble sight. Fortunately, howover, no one 
was injured in any of these. The 
storm did considerable damage in 
the northern part of the county but the 
wires are down and it is impossible to 
furnish details. Mayor Kecuey this 
morning issued au appeal to the sufferers. 

NAPLES, Jan. 10.-Vesuvius con­
tinues active. Another cone has been 
rent opon. 

LONDON, Jan. 9.—The board of trade 
returns show that British trado with 
Canada for 1888, liko the British 
foreign trado generally, wns less satis­
factory than it was expected to be. 
The exports to Canada aro £5,162,144, 
a decrease 10.91 per cent, compared 
with 1887. The imports from Cnnnda 
nro £7,017,720, a decrease 11.65 por 
oent. The largest decrenso in tho ex­
ports occurs in cotton, woollen and 
and worsted goods, probably duo to 
tlto enlarged Canadian homo manu­
facture. Iron exports are about 
stationary at £1,036,269; oattlo de­
creased from £45,470 in 1887 to £40, 
364; sheop increased from £45,738 lo 
£89,272; wheat and flour largely de­
creased from £2,045,846 to £886,785; 
butter from £139,566 to £40,797 [cheese 
from £1,552,764 to £1,523,833; n»h 
increased from £336,657 to £367,692; 
lumber increased from £2,645,883 to 
£3,012.581. 

AMSTERDAM, Holland, Jan. 10.—Tho 
race for the amateur 2-mile skating 
championship, to-day, won by Don-
oghue, of Newburg, N.Y., in 6 min­
utes and 24 seconds, beating Von Hau-
schen, of St. Petersburg, by 7 seconds.

LONDON, Jan. 11.—Despatches from 
the Congo bring news ot a sanguinary 
revolution in Uganda. King M'Wangn 
has been overthrown and expelled and! 
his elder brother, Kiwewa, enthroned 
in his place. The English and French 
missions in tbe kingdom have been de­
stroyed and the missionaries barely es­
caped with their lives. There haa been 
a general massacre of native converts 
and all the immense stores accumulated 
by Stanley and Emin Bey have been 
destroyed. Christian influence, whicli. 
had obtained such a strong hold in 
Uganda through the efforts of Stanley 
and others, has been swept away, 
while the Mohammedans' power ha* 
been, fully restored. The Arabs 
threatened to exterminate the mission­
aries in Central Africa and they declare 
Christianity shall be swept from the 
face of tho land in revenge tor the 
English efforts to abolish the slave 
trade. Nothing further has been hoard 
of Stanley and it is not known where 
he wns when the revolution took place. 

ZANZIBAR, Jan. 11.—NewB of a re­
volt and murder has been received here 
from Ungnnda, King Mewanga coun­
try, on Lake Albert Nyanza, south of 
Emin Boy's province. In October lost 
King Mewanga plotted to destroy his 
entire bodyguard by enticing them to 
an island in Lake Tuen and abandon­
ing them to starve. The men of the 
guard wero forwarned, however, and 
refused to do Mewangas bidding, bnt 
instead returned to the capital and at­
tacked Mewanga. Mewanga fled in 
alarm and his brother Kievewa was 
proclaimed king by the tribe. Kieve­
wa, however gave great offence by ap­
pointing Christians to the principal of­
fices in the in the kingdom. This on-
raged the Arabs who murdered many 
of tho Christian officers and forced the 
king to replace them with Moham­
medans. The Arabs then completed! 
their work by burning the English and: 
French mission stations and killing1 

many of the nativo converts. The 
missionaries who fled from Uganda 
reached Gambois in safety. An acci­
dent happened to the mission boat near 
Eleanor. The boat was overturnect 
and sunk by a hippopotamus and live-
French converts were drowned and « 
number of letters for Bmin Bey and 
Stanley destroyed. Mewanga is now 
a prisoner at Mags, from which he has 
appealed to the English missionaries-
for assistance. The Arabs are rejoic­
ing over the whole occurrence and 
have written a letter to Missionary Mc­
Kay exulting in their triumph and 
prophesying the extinction of all mis­
sionaries in Central Africa in revenge 
for England's slavery policy. Ugatda 
has been proclaimed a Mohammedan: 
kingdom. 

MONTREAL, Jan. 11.—Particulars of 
a bloodthirsty and barbarous duel, 
fought neor Louisville, Que., have 
been received here. Two young men 
named Charpentier and Frochette, 
who were aspirants for the hand of 
Mile. Chimene, quarrelled and agreed 
to settle tho matter by going to a 
point on the river bank and fighting 
with any weapon which came to hand, 
fire-arms or cutting weapons to be ex­
cluded, until one of them was kiliod or 
insensible, Yesterday the meeting 
took place. The battle lasted about 
10 minutes, both using their fists at 
first, nfter which thoy took to stones. 
The end came when Chnrpentier's 
skull wns crushed in by a blow from an 
iron bar which Frochette had picked, 
up. Tho lattor then escaped. Chnr> 
pentior is still alive, but the doctors-
say he cannot livo. Mile. Chiinoue has 
boen out of her mind since the tragic 
affair happened. 

WINNIPEG, Jan. li.—The crossing 
at Fort Whyte, where the Portage ex­
tension of the Northern Pacific road 
crossed tho C. P., hns boen effect­
ed. It was put in by the C. P. road 
men, who cleared away the dead en­
gine and other obstructions, thus 
ending the rudway war and giving 
Winnipeg a complete victory. 

PITTSBURG, Jan. 11.—This morning 
two more bodies wore taken out of the 
foundation of the Emily building, 
orushed beyond recognition. They 
are supposed to be two workmen who 
were sitting by a stove eating dinner 
at the time of the accident. Five 
bodies in all, viotims of the Wood and 
Diamond street disaster, were removed 
during the night. It is known six, 
and probably many more, are yet-
buried thei-. 

BUTTE, Jan. 11,—A Montana Union 
train, while coining from Garrison to 
Butte with delayed Northern Pacifio 
passengers, had passed Deer Lodge when 
the orank pin suddenly flew out ot » 
driving wheel and the driving rod flaw 
back, striking tho cab, causing an escape 
of steam and hot water. Engineer Howe 
was thrown into the water tank and from 
there fell to tho ground. Fireman Lacey 
jumped out, fracturing his skull on n 
sharp substance and dying instantly. No 
accident occurred to the Whi whicli 
came to a standstill, the engine not even, 
leaving tho track.
