DEATH BY DROWNING 

Julius Vogel Is Drowned 
on Third Escape From 

tbe Asylum.

Vancouver, Aug. 15.—Death by 
drowning has put an end to the 
nnhappy oareer of tbe rich but 
eccentric Vogel, who thrice esoaped 
from the asylum at New West­
minister. 

Twice he was taken back, but 
the third time he put it beyond the 
power of the keepers to get him 
again within those sad walls 

Last week he made his third at­
tempt, whioh led to his death, 
through it was sucessf ul. With the 
keen mind of a quickwitted man, 
Vogel know that search would be 
hot after him, so he performed the 
audacious trick of olimbing up the 
penitentiary walls. Thnl .building 
adjoins the asylum, and he hid in 
the grounds, realizing full well that 
nobody would look for him there. 

When the search had died down 
somewhat he mads off into tbe 
woods, and was evidently trying to 
oroBB Pitt river when he met his 
death. 

Knowing tbat the bridge would 
be watched, he probably tried to 
swim or wade the stream, and, 
failing, was drowned. Pleasure 
seekers found the body of a cost­
less man floating on the waters of 
Pitt lake, whither it had drifted, 
and the remains have been iden­
tified as those of the unfortunate 
Rosslander who had muoh prop­
erty but -little peace of mind.

That last year the United Btates1 

total imports were $1,025,751,538, 
an increase of $112,530,590 over 
the preceding year, or about 8 2-5 
per cent. That Canada's imports 
increased, roughly speaking, 5 per 
oent, or nearly $24,300,000. That 
the United States' total exports 
Were $1,392,231,637, and increase 
of but $36,749,776, over the pre­
ceding year, or leas than 3 per cent. 
That Canada's exports home pro­
ducts were $211,640286, about

year, or nearly 10 per cent. That 
the United States export of manu­
factures increased only $4,545,806, 
or a little over 1 per cent.
