SHIPPING TRUST 
British Shipowners are up 

in Arms. 

GIGANTIC SCHEME IS PROPOSED 

Embraces the Indian as Well as 

the Atlantic and Pacific 

Oceans. 

London, May 30.—The daily 
papers are full of a scheme to 
counteract the Morgan shipping 
combine and are of the opinion that 
it is extremely likely to succeed. 
It is asserted that the negotiations 
between the British and the Cana­
dian governments in this regard are 
far advanced with reference to the 
establishment of a transatlantic 
Bervice. Sir Christopher Furnees 
is the head, it is asserted, of the 
great .shipping combine, which, if 
all tbe reports are true, will com­
pletely dwarf the Morgan scheme. 

The Cunard line, one of the old­
est and the beBt on the Atlantic, is 
stated to form a part of this new 
plan. Furness' scheme is said 
to be to establish a fleet of steamers 
in conjunction with the Great 
Western railway and the C. P. R. 
which will run between Milford 
Haven and Canada. These boats 
are to have an average speed of 25 
knots and to be magnificently 
equipped. 

Mii.Vti T,laveu is splendidly situ­
ated for thiB trade, and ships mak­
ing this their port of clearance will 
eseape the difficult navigation of 
the narrow seas. 

The Cunard line, however, favor 
a line from Liverpool to Canada. 

In conjunction with this scheme 
it is proposed to have a triweekly 
service between Australia and Van­
couver sailing via Hongkong, and 
another service between some east­
ern Canadian port and Australia 
via the Cape. The trade between 
Australia and England, via the 
Suez canal and India, is already 
thoroughly covered by some of the 
most magnificent and largest fleets 
of the British mercantile marine, 
notably the P. & 0., the British 
India and the Blue Funnel line of 
Alfred Holt. Lamport and Holt 
own another splendid fleet trading 
principally to South American 
points. 

None of the fleets here mentioned 
have been approached by the" 
Margan combine, and any real ap­
prehension is scouted by shipping 
journals which state that the Brit­
ish mercantile marine, even with­
out government interference, is 
more than able to hold its own. 

Canadian shipping circles are, it 
is stated, in favor of no rebate on 
British goods which come into 
Canada otherwise than through a 
Canadian port.
