Members of the Notre Dame de 
Grace C.C.F. Club at a meeting 
held last night unanimously adopt-
ed a resolution declaring them-
selves in sympathy with the move-
ment to boycott goods made in Ger-
many. 

The resolution was adopted on a 
motion by S. L. Magid, seconded by 
Miss M. Sheridan, a f te r several 
members of ,the club denounced 
the t rea tment accorded Jews, Cath-
olics, Protes tants and the people 
of Germany under the Nazi regime. 

The question was brought belore the meeting by the chairman, R. N. Elliot, secretary of the club, who called pie atten^jon of the members to a decision taken by a large group of non-Jews who decided to boy-cott German coal. The resolution, as adopted, however, applied to all German-pigdfe Mods. Ralph Gro$sno6n, chairman of the f inance committs^ of the club, first opposed the resoluticfei on the grounds that the CJerman coal-min- ! er was not responsible for the con- | ditions which existed in his country j and that such a boycott would di- : r eedy affect his earning power. Ml.
