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Nelson Is Becoming the Shop­

ping Centre of the 

Kootenays. 

Great Changes In the Current 

of Retail Trade In Three 

Years. 

In regard to shopping in town or 
sending east for anything that car 
he purchased nt tbe department 
stores of Toronto or Montreal, si 
many misconceptions are current in 
Nelson, as well as other western 
cities, that a few facts concerning 
conditions past and present in this 
particular line of trade are given. 

A great many people are under thc 
impression that the one and only 
cause of money being sent out ol 
town to procure articles that are for 
sale here is that of economy. This 
nowever, is only one of the causes 
and not the jhief one, which at 
tho piesent time is custom, Wlien a 
workingman hears, for instance, that 
a certain article, be it clothing, gro­
ceries, cr what not, that he needs, can 
be purchased thirty or forty per cent, 
cheaper in Toronto, including freight 
or expr.ssage, than he can get it ir 
Nelson, he is hardly to be blamed for 
sending away for it. If he thinks at 
all of the action of sending money out 
of town as being an injury to the 
merchants and the town, he probablv 
says that charity begins at home, and 
that the mercbunts arc not l ikely to 
put themselves out to help bim along. 
When, however, the goods sent for 
au ive nnd the freight charges some­
how amount up away higher than fig­
ured on, some of the articles not up 
to the standard he expected (or would 
have demanded in town) and probably 
a mistake in .omething that wil l cost 
a l i t t le to rectify, It Is a different 
'natter. 

One business man in town about 
three months ago received some sam­
ples from nn eastern tailoring firm 
with prices that seemed marvellously 
cheap. He studied the samples well 
and the prices and then visited a loeal 
firm and enquired how much a suit 
would cost if made of either of two 
kinds of cloth that he saw in the 
st?re. In one case the price was dou 
ble aud in the other there was five 
dollars difference in favor ot the east-
cm firm's samples. He immediately 
sent for the cheaper suit advertised, 
nt fifteen dollars, and received it, the 
express charge being two dollars. He 
then weut to the tailor to show it, 
but when compared with the Suiting 
be hnd previously examined, admitted 
that they were not exactly slinilur, 
the eastern goods being of a consider­
ably cheaper texture,although the dill! 
erence was not noticeable until the 
two pieces of cloth were laid side by 
Bide. On comparing the secol d sam­
ple, in which there was the five dollar 
difference it was found that the goods 
were of equal quality. After a rath­
er warm discussion the buyer sont 
east for the second suit, to cost $25. 
It arrived—expressnge 88—When it 
was found that alterations were 
needed that cost 92 more; the cheaper 
suit needed slight changes also. He 
bad saved, perhaps, 92 on the suits. 
If spent in town the making of the 
clothes would have given a journey­
man tailor a week's employment, 
two-thi ids of whose wages would 
have been spent in Kelson. Though 
a lnrge per centngc of men WIIOBC in­
terests are principally In town send 
away for their clothing this dollar or 
so saving on a suit can hardly be re­
garded as clear profit. 

From al l enquiries made it was evi-
cnt that the tailors suffered most from 
the custom of sending money out of 
town, as In other lines some most 
gratifying 'nets were elicited. In the 
tailoring it is difficult, with the best 
of manngement, for a western employ­
er to pay living wages and stand com­
petit ion'with eastern sweat shops, 

In drygoods, house furnishings, 
etc., the balance of trade iB.turning 
slowly but surely in the right direc­
tion. As nearly as could bo calculat­
ed about the sume amount of money 
goes east for these lines of goods as 
was sent three years ago, but fully 
threo times as much is spent in town 
as was done at the earlier period 
mentioned. Three years ago there j 

stores have mill inery departments. 
Nelson merchants are not as much 

.lit by the effects of the "sending 
.way' ' habit as those In any of the 
•urrounding towns, for probably as 
much trade comes from other towns 
to Nelson as some of the cit izens here 
end to the east. The following 
ines of business here have been the 
nost successful in competition with 
eastern dealers; stationery and books, 
jewellery, drugs, furniture and house 
urnishings, mill inery, dressmaking 
ind dry goods. In these lines, i t 
.peaks for the enterprise and business 
ibil ity of the various firms that they 
iave been able to not only hold their 
iwn but to regain much of the trade 
hat bad been going east, and sti l l 
nore tbat in competition with the 
iastern houses so much retail trade 
tomes to Nelson from tbe KootenayB 
feudal ly . In hardware, groceries 
cobaccco and several other lines 
.astern competition for various rea­
sons is not much felt. 

Nelson is bound to become the shop­
ping centre of the interior, and each 
/ear brings th is out more strongly. In 
Toronto and Montreal, strange as it 
may seem, many of the dealers com­
plain of the amount of trade that goes 
to New York from thOBe cit ies. In 
New York people, that if tbey were 
in Toronto would send to New York, 
forward their cash trade to London, al­
though tbat has teen checked greatly 
of late.

Mr. W. F. DuBoIs, of the Arllghton 
mine, Is at the Phalr. He said that 
work waB going on as usual at the 
mine. The very backward season has 
kept prospectors from gett ing to the 
hi l ls, but the snow IB now gone from 
all but the higher summits. Mr. Du-
Bois also stated that the people of 
Slocan City were making great pre­
parations for the celebrations today 
and tomorrow. 

L. A. Campbell, of the Bonnington 
Falls Power plant, is in town and 
stopping at the Phair. To a reporter 
of The Miner he gave an interesting 
account of whnt Is being done by the 
company at present towards enlarg­
ing i ts already immense plant. 

At present there are two generators 
of 1,000 horse power each and one of 
2,000 horsepower. When the altera-
tions-now under way are completed 
there wi l l be one setting of water 
wheels with a capacity of 4,000, and 
a space left for two more of equal 
strength, to he completed when need­
ed, which would give a total capacity 
of 16,000 horse power. 

There are_ now 100 men at work, 
75 of whom are engaged on rock worn 
and 25 at r igging derricks and get­
t ing the construction plant in posi­
tion. On July 1st 75 additional men 
wi l l be added to the force, and work 
will be prosecuted night and day till 
all is finished, which is expected to 
be in about eight months from now. 
It is now abont two months since the 
undertaking was corameunced, and a 
good showing has been made. The 
construction machinery now being put 
In place consists of ono 10-drill Rand 
compressor and three 4-ton derricks 
operated with double drum hoisting 
engines with swinging gear attach­
ment, also four air drillB. 
' A canal is being cut through solid 

rock three hundred feet in length, 
fifty feet wide and with an average 
depth of cut of thirty-six feet. Thi_ 
canal wil l commence at a point on 
the river bank almost parallel with 
the beginning of the present lluiue, 
discharging some forty feet further 
down river than the other. I t wil l 
be between the railway track and the 
present power plant. 

This canal wil l furnish power tc a 
setting of water wheels of 4,000 
horse power, leaving space for two 
similar settings of equal power. In 
the new power liouse room wi l l also 
be left for ma'hinery of the capacity 
allowed by the wheels, to be put in 
as occasion may demand. All hy­
draulic work in^conn. ction with the 
further addition wil l be done now, 
as i t is not expected that i t w i l l be 
very long before the whole wil l be 
completed. The immensity o* the 
workings must be seen to be appreci­
ated, and wi l l make one of the finest 
water power systems in existence. 

The falls are only twelve miles from 
Nelson and are one of the muny scenic 
attractions to be reached from heie 
easily. Eveu the great demands made 
upon the strength of the fulls wil l not 
effect to any noticeable degree the 
volume Of the immense body of water 
that rushes to i ts wild leap over the 
rocky brink.

Winnipeg, June 21.—An early settle­
ment of the strike is looked for. The 
company state that they have enough 
men to keep the track in good order. 
In fact, Mr. Leonaid stated that on 
Superintendent James' division there 
are more men that he knows what to 
do with. A report was received from 
Revelstoke this morning that men on 
that section had all quit work and 
that there was none to be had by the 
company. It is on this section and 
through the mountains that the com­
pany ha"e most to fear from the track 
not keeping in good condition. 

The repoit thai the engineers would 
go out does not seem to have any 
foundation. Engineers sny that the 
track so far is in very _ood condi­
tion and as long as that is the case 
they would not go out. 

Victoria, 11. C., June 21.—A quar­
tette of bylaws submitted to ratepay* 
ers today were carried. One provid­
ing for a new Point Ellice bridge 
took, the lead wilh a big majority fol­
lowed by the James Hay mud dats re­
clamation, government street paving, 
and high school by-la.vs. in the order 
named. Tho latter was only carried 
alter a sharp fight. Three-fifths of 
the total votes polled for each by law 
was required to pass it. 

Ottawa, June 24.—Charles T. Ileui-
ter, an expert, has been appointed us-
sayer of the new assay olliee at Van­
couver. J. B. Fuiquhar, Vancouver, 
lias been appointctd his assistant. 

The department of finance received 
yesterday the sum of one thousand 
dollars, conscience money deposited 
by a priest with the Bunk of Mon­
treal, 

Victoria, H. C , June 24.—The 
steamer lioscowizt, fiom the north, 
brings continuation of thu news of 
the smallpox outbreak. Dr. GibbB, 
who was sent north hy the Provincial 
Government bus discovered six cases 
and has been sent for by residents of 
Skeena, who believe they have the 
disease there. 

Victoria, II. C-, June 24.—The 
friends of R. P. Rithet are anxious lo 
havo him contest thiH constituency up­
on the resignation of Turner. Rithet 
lias lived iu San Francisco a number 
of years but is winding up his busi­
ness there, and has kept house here 
and intends, so it is said to return 
here to reside permanently in a Blunt 
tune. Formerly he represainted Vie-
toria and would bu easily elected 
should he run. 

It is reported here that there are 15 
oases of smallpox in Seattle and that 
a quarantine of the city is contemplat­
ed by the adjoining county nf Skagit, 

Frank Morrison, who arrived from 
Spokane on Saturday last hus had 1111 
uneasy time during his brief visit to 
the city. He came as 11 cripple and 
was doing a seini-beggiiig-triiding 
business when he wus sui~ed hy the 
police. The local arms of the law are 
evidently intent on keeping theno gen-
tleiuun moving BO on Sunday he was 
arrested, 011 Monday he was brought 
to appear at the police court and giv­
en the chance of getting out of town 
on Tuesday with tlio probability of 
being brought hack to the police court 
on Wed nn sc lay in the event of not 
having taken the hint. 

The pound keeper has some fifty 
names on bis list, of persons in the city 
who have not paid their dog lax. 
These people have all been seen and 
had promised to pay in a few days.

All the available seating capacity of 
the council chamber was filled last 
evening when the city fathers assem­
bled at their regular meeting and the 
business of the influential deputations 
who waited upon the city Council 
practically monopolized the time. 

The first deputation to interview 
the fathcis was one from the school 
board, consisting of Hr. Arthur and 
Geo. Johnstone. Or, Arthur, as the 
spokesman, remarked that during his 
visit to the Coast he had interviewed 
the superintendent of education, who 
gave him the assurance that block III 
would be t'ransfened to thc school 
authoiit ies when the city was prepar­
ed to supplement the government 
grant dollar for dollar. The object of 
their visit to thc meeting tonight was 
to ascertain from the council the in­
tentions or wishes In regard to the 
preparation of plans for the proposed 
school building. It ia tlie intention 
of the board to have the plans and 
specifications piepared locally but thoy 
will have to be submitted to the de­
partment at Victoria before the work 
can be jroceeded with. Hence it waa 
important that they should get to 
work as soon as possible to have the 
proposed increase of accommodation 
immediately after the summer vaca­
tion if it could be managed. It would 
also he advisable that the couuell 
notify the department at Victoria that 
they hud made this appropriation 
officially, 

The mayor said thut the matter of 
supervision was one of tlie matters 
in connection with the question on 
which he was somewhat at sea. 

Dr. Ar'.hui remarked that Hie school 
board would supervise tlie work as 
they wore m much Interested in the 
financial pint as anyone. He also 
stated that the Government grant 
would be available during the con­
struction of the building on the archi­
tect's estimate. He suggested that the 
council act in conjunction with the 
school board 111 the matter of procur­
ing the necessary plans. 

Gil lett asked if the council 
should not act on the committee'.' 

The mayor suggested that the school 
committee Bhould secute thu plans and 
the council would have tu accept 
whatever they gave them. 

The mayoi said they must go ahead 
at once or pnt the matter off until 
another year. 

Aid. Patterson suggested that the 
school trustees interview the archi­
tects in icgard to the plans as they 
were in a better position to know tho 
requirements of the situation than the 
council were. 

The mayor with the consent of tho 
council appointed a committee consist­
ing of Aldermen Hamilton, NUIOUN 
and Patterson as a committee to con­
fer with the trustees on the question 
und to ieiuuin us a school coin ml'tee 
until the end of the year.
