Cotton lias shown more strength, 
tho government ginning report, and smal­
ler receipts- hav ing more than balanced 
poor t rade reports at homo and abroad.

RETURN OE SURVIVORS. 

Remaining Members of Crews of Koriota 
and Var lag Arr ive at Odessa. 

Odessa, April l . - T h e Russian Bteamer 
Malaya, from far eas tern ports, with tlio 
survivors of the crews of tbo Korietz and 
Varlag on board, arr ived here today nnd 
were accorded nn enthusiast ic reception 
by the enormous crowds which lined tho 
streets and joined In the procession. The 
foreign vessels in port dressed ship and 
their crews cheered as the Malaya entered 
the harbor escorted by 11 flotilla uf steam­
ers and other craft, wi th bands of music 
on board and crowded with people, who 
had gone out ti* meet hor. As .soon as tiie 
Malaya was signalled tho commandant of 
tiie port boarded tho steamer and pinned 
crosses of St. George on the breasts of tlio 
rescued. 

When commander Stepbenoff of llie 
Varlag, walked down the gangway, lie ie-
ceived a blessing from a priest, and a 
hearty embrace from baron Kaulbaw* 
commander of the troops. When the 
troops with their wounded came ashore, 
tlio police could hardly restrain the people 
so eager were they to get lu closer tutu' i 
with the men. A parade was fjinu-n, 
headed by the clergy and llie survivor-i, 
and tho march was taken up to the city. 
The st reets were draped with Hags rml 
bunting, and thoro were arches in.vcril.ed 
"To the heroes' of Chemulpo." 

An Immense crowd thronged Hie s t reets 
They carr ied some of the su-vivors on 
their shoulders while others ware se izd 
and kissed and upon nil wero showered 
rough but kindly at tent ion. At tho d ry 
hall a pavilion had been erected. Horo Un­
ci ty fathers offered captain Stephorioff 
bread and sal t upon a silver platter in­
scribed Willi the words "The welcome of 
Odessa to tbo heroes wbo astonished (be 
world." * 

The soldiers woro then conducted to the 
bar racks whero the dinner was served 
while trie mayor announced tha t ho had 
received from tbo residents IJI various 
flections, of Russia, money for distribution 
among the survivors, A gala performance 
was given tonight a t the city theatre. 

ALL EQUAL B E F O R E T H E LAW 
Odessa, April 1.—The police here havo 

again warned the Inhabi tants against Iho 
dissemination of lies calculated to arouse 
race hatred. Offenders will be liable to 
three months ' Imprisonment and a lino of 
$250. The warn ing reads: "All the em­
peror's subjects, to whatever faith or race 
thoy belong, enjoy equal r ights aud pro­
tection under the laws nf Russia, Only 
enemies of Russia will st i r up strife."

IOWA COAL MINERS QUIT 
EVERY COLLIERY IN THE STATE 

WAS IDLE YESTERDAY. 

UPWARDS OF FOURTEEN THOUS­
AND MEN AFFECTED. 

Des Moines, Iowa, April 1.—Every coal 
mlno In Iowa waa Idle today as a result 
of failure of the miners and operators 
to agree as to wago schedule. The 
strike affects upwards of 14,000 miners. 
The split, resulted from a refusal on the 
part, of the operators to raise the wages 
of the unskilled and to lower the price 
of blasting powder demanded by the 
miners. The refusal to Increase the 
wages extended only to certain districts 
where unskilled labor Is unusually ex­
pensive, but at the close of the confer­
ence tbe operators demanded that it 
should be universal and apply to every 
district of the state. 

The miners demanded a reduction In 
the price of powder from $2 to $1.76 per 
can. They demand a uniform advance 
in tlio scale of wages paid topmen and 
drivers in districts Nos. 1 ami 4, who 
shall receive the same pay as in districts 
Nos. 2 and 3. 

The operators claim that they are 
standing by the Indianapolis agreement 
and In doing so cannot submit to gen­
eral increases in wages paid unskilled 
labor throughout, the district. Tbere is 
no dissatisfaction with the scale paid 
skilled workmen in any district. 

Telegrams have been sent to John 
Mitchell asking him io come here and 
aid a readjustment of the difficulties. 
President Whllo, of the Iowa miners, 
says: 

"Tbe miners have made every at­
tempt to arbitrate and were unable to 
reach nn agreement. There is nothing 
else now to do but to fight it out to tho 
end. I shall never sanction an agree­
ment, under tiie present conditions." 

Leading operators say Ihe position of 
the miners is untenable. It Is believed 
the lockout may be t lie beginning of a 
long and hard struggle. The strike and 
lockout Includes not only the miners in 
Iowa, but thoso ln Putnam county, Mis­
souri.

SERIOUS U N D 
OPERATIONS 

Foreshadowed by Recent 
Action of Japanese 

Military Staff 

Strength of Russia in Far East Disclosed 
by Paris Correspondent-Troops Now 

Mobilized Number 187,000 

London, April 2.—There is no confirm­
ation of any kind of the report cabled 
from Tokio to a news agency that a 
fresh attack Has been matle by the Jap­
anese upon Port Arthur. Some surprise 
is expressed here over the rapid devel­
opment of the Japanese advance in 
Korea as indicated by the seizure of 
Yong Chun, and although little Is known 
of this movement it ts supposed tho 
right flank of the Japanese army is 
making a simultaneous advance, and 
permission being granted to the news­
paper correspondents to start for the 
front is regarded as foreshadowing seri­
ous operations. 

The Daily Telegraph's Wel-Hai-Wel 
correspondent reports that the Japan­
eso steamer Henen Marg, previously re­
ported captured and sunk by the Rus­
sians, was sunk by a Russian torpedo 
boat, and that 25 persons on board of. 
her were lost. 

RUSBIAN FORGE IN FAR BAST. 

Nearly 200,000 Meu Already ln the Field 
—Reinforcements'* In June. 

Paris, April 2.-—The Figaro's St. 
Petersburg correspondent telegraphs as 
follows: A detailed list of Russian 
troops in the far east was semi-officially 
communicated to me today, and though 
I am forbidden to betray the plan of 
mobilization I am allowed to give the 
general figures. The list was drawn up 
on the evening, of March 28th, by the 
geenral staff of Harbin. There was 
then in Manchuria 170,000 infantry, 17,-
000 cavalry and 256 cannon. Of this 
number 20,000 infantry, 5,000 cavalry 
and 32 oannon havo born Bent to guard 
the railway. Although the hulk of the 
troops is concentrated opposite Korea, 
the strategical front extends 1,600 kilo­
metres from Vladivostock to New 
Chwang on tho left bank of the Llao 
river, the right bank being considered 
neutral territory. 

By June 28th, 130,000 more infantry, 
30,000 cavalry nnd 250 cannon will have 
been sent out. It is estimated that the 
Japanese troops landed do not exceed 
80,000, and that 100,000 are waiting until 
the commissariat Is ready before being 
transported, as itJis impossible to feed 
them In Korea. 

FRESH ATTACK ON PORT ARTHUR 
St. Petersburg, April 1.—The Associ­

ated Press is officially informed that 
up to the present lime the government 
has received no news to confirm "the 
statement sent by a news agency from 
Tokio that the Japanese made another 
attack on Port Arthur during the night 
of March 30th and 31st. 

ADMIRAL SKRYDLOFF 

Pays Compliment to Japanese Pluck and 
Seamanship. 

St. Petersburg, April 1.—A great Ret-
visan bazaar Is progressing in the town 
hall here for tho benefit of the Red 
Cross Society, the sale occurring In an 
enormous model of the battleship of that 
name. 

A letter from the island of Saghalin 
says that 800 lime expired convicts have 
been enrolled for the defence of the 
island. They hope to be allowed to 
return to Russia after the war as a rec­
ompense for their services. 

Admiral Skrydloff, commander of the 
Black sea fieet. who has commanded the 
Pacific squadron for four years, in an 
interview just published, paid a high 
tribute to Ihe seamanship, nerve and 
pluck of tiie Japanese. He declared 
their attack before the declaration of 
war was quite characteristic. Person­
ally he held the opinion, long beforo 
tho rupture, that tho Japanese had de­
termined on war, and only continued the 
negotiations while It served their pur­
pose, but no amount of concessions 
would have prevented war. They hun­
gered for revenge because the Russians 
stopped Japan's progress after the Chi­
nese-Japanese war. 

Admiral Skrydloff estimates the vic­
tory of Russia to lie certain, naming this 
a patriotic, national war, and adding: 
"Japan put her fa'fl as a power on a 
single card. It is o ir duty to determine 
tho position she Is lo hold in the far 
east." 

The admiral considers that only tho 
Irst. attack on Port Arthur was seri­
ous. The other attacks nnd bombard­
ments were for the purpose of keeping 
the squadron in Port. Arthur while a 
landing is effected in Korea or else-
whore. He considers Port Arthur to bo 
Impregnable, of which he believes the 
Japanese aro convinced, and declares 
that admiral Makaroff's fleet later on 
will play an Important role, but for tbe 
present and for somo monthB, tho zone 
of action will be on land. While the 
admiral docs not say so, lt Is apparent 
that Makaroff Is considering the arrival 
of llie Baltic fleet In the autumn. While 

ho says the Black sea fleet is only pre­
paring for the customary manoeuvres, 
admiral Skrydloff adds, "But wo are 
ready for anything." 

PORT ARTHUR BULLETINS. 

Official Dispatches Received. at St. 
Petersburg from Seat of War. 

St. Petersburg, April 1.—Official dis­
patches from Port Arthur hearing to­
day's date say: "Our entire squadron 
left tho harbor March 28th, making for 
Micatas island. At 11 o'clock the cruiser 
Novik sighted a steamer towing a Chi­
nese junk. Sho would not stop until a 
torpedo boat flred two shots. It was the 
Japanese steamer Hanien Maru, on 
board of which wore found 10 Japanese 
and 11 Chinamen, various papers, tele­
grams and maps, and two Whitehead 
torpedoes. The crew was" taken on 
board our ships, after, which the vessel 
was sunk. 

"March 29th, tho anniversary of the 
Russian occupation of Port Arthur, was 
celebrated with a religious service and 
a military review. 

"On March 30th occurred the funeral 
of the men killed on board the torpedo 
boat destroyer Sllnl during the Japanese 
attempt to block the port March 27th. 
A large concourse attended the funeral. 

"The grand duke Boris arrived on the 
same-day and was given a public wel­
come. 

"Viceroy Alexieff, accompanied by 
general Senlllnski, arrived March 31st. 
All Is quiet." 

ALEXIEFF AT PORT ARTHUR. 

Inspects Warships and Confers Honors 
Upon Naval Officers. 

St. Petersburg, April 1.—Viceroy Alex­
ieff is at Port Arthur'on a tour of in­
spection. He arrived here yesterday and 
bis stay will bo brief, returning im­
mediately to headquarters. With ad­
miral Makaroff and general Stoessel, re­
spectively commanders of the naval and 
military forces at Port Arthur, and gen­
eral Smirnoff, he visited the battleship 
Pelropaulovsky, Retvisan and Czarevitch 
the protected cruiser Pallada and other 
ships in the harbor, and later conferred 
gold swords of honor, with St. George's 
ribbons Inscribed "For Gallantry," upon 
tho captains of the cruisers Bayan, No­
vik and Askold. 

According to Information received here 
it is believed the Japanese are preparing 
to repeat their attacks on Port Arthur. 

Baron de Rosen, the former minister 
to Japan, arrived here this afternoon. 
There Is a growing conviction ln naval 
and military circles that, vice-admiral 
Togo's desperate endeavor to liottle-up 
or cripple the Port Arthur squadron 
are for the purpose of definitely mobil­
izing it-while the Japanes affect a land­
ing at some other point. 

Vice-admiral Makaroff's capture of a 
Japanese steamer near an Island be­
tween the extremity of tho Liao Tung 
peninsula and tho Shan Tung peninsula, 
proves that ho is watching the entrance 
lo the gulf of Pc-Che-Li. It. is not be­
lieved that Japan will attempt to embark 
on tho shore of the Liao Tung gulf 
while Makaroff's fleet is uncrippled 

Tho Novl Krel of Port Arthur, dated 
March 8/ has just arrived here. It con­
tains a telegram from captain Reitzen-
stein, (commanding the Russian squa­
dron at -Validvostock) referring to tho 
Japaneso attack on Vladlvostock, from 
which it appears that this squadron was 
not only in port when the enemy was 
sighted, but that It got up steam, went 
out and engaged the Japanese, who 
turned tail. 

Captain Rcitzeustcin, according to his 
telegram to tho commander in chief, 
pursued the Japanese till 5 p. m., when 
he returned to Vladivostock. He gives 
the composition of tho Japanese squad­
ron as follows: Tiie battleship Fuji, tiie 
armored cruisers Idsunio. Yakumo and 
[witte, and the Togaino.

Mr, Buch­
anan bus beon at tending tbe trial ut tho 
provincial capital of tho Davios-Bayward 
t imber caso ngainst Dow, Littlo, Arrow-
smith and Buchanan. Mr. justice I rv ing 
tried tbe action without a ju ry and a t tbo 
conclusion of tho evidence held In fnvdr 
of tho plaintiffs' contention with costs. 
The Davios-Bayward company obtained a 
lenso of certain t imber lands near ( ' res-
ton from tbe provincial government, 
Messrs. Dow. Littlo and Arrowsmith wero 
pro-emptors of the same lands and obtain­
ed crown grants thereto. They sold to 
Mr. Buchanan something less than 200,000 
feel of logs orf the lands in r-uestlon and 
then the Davlos'-Sayward Co. came in and 
obtained nn Injunction restraining all the 
parl ies from dealing with the l imber in 
question, claiming prior r ights tuidbr their 
lease from the provincial government. At 
the tr ial just over Mr. Justice l iv ing held 
Hint the lease took priori ty and ordered 
payment lo be made lo llie plaintiffs for 
tbo logs taken. Another suit Is pending 
In the mat ter in which tbe Kaslo & Slo­
can rai lway figure, Ihey having sold a 
quant i ty of Umber off tbo lands in ques­
tion to a syndlcato in which a number 
of Nelson people arc interested, and pre­
sumably Ibis caso will follow the one Just 
decided. The defendants lu the first caso 
referred to will now mako a claim [or com* 
ponsatlon against tho government and it 
will take -somo lime mid trouble io 
straighten out the tangle,

YOUNGHUSBAND'S REPORT 

Of Successful Engagement Willi Th ibetans 
At Guru. 

London, April 2.—Tho India office has 
issued a long despatch sent by Colonel 
Younghusband, commanding tho Bri t ish 
expedition to Thibet, which confirms tbo 
Story of tho Associated Prows concerning 

tho engagement between the Bri t ish and 
Thibetans near Guru yesterday. The des­
patches add that lt was a Lhassa genernl 
who fired the first shot, thereby inciting 
tho Thibetans to at tack, und show that but 
for the fuct Hint tbo Thibetans were so 
massed that they could not use their weap­
ons the British loss might havo been moro 
serious. Later despatched to the Associat­
ed Press show that so l i t t le was the onset 
expected thut the Br i t ish officers wero 
eat ing sandwiches and adjust ing cameras. 
Mr. Candler, the unfor tunate correspon­
dent of tho Dally Mall, was sit t ing unarmed 
Writing. He had a narrow escape from 
denlh, receiving 12 wounds. Colonel Young­
husband and his staff were not fnr dis­
tan t and also wero wholly unarmed aud It 
Is evident tha t but for the personal cour­
age and presence of mind of colonel Mc­
Donald nnd bis ofllcers a terrible disaster 
might have occurred, 

Tho Thibetans displayed doggedness. ap­
parent ly being misled by the smallness of 
the Brit ish force, and ignorant of the ef­
fect of modern firearms. The whole affair 
only occupied ten minutes nnd even in re­
t r ea t the Thibetans disdained to scatter 
and marched solemnly In lines under a hull 
of bullets. 

0HI0T0WNUNDERWATER 
TWO THOUSAND PEOPLE HAVE 

THEIR HOMES FLOODED. 

MANUFACTURING PLANTS COMPEL­
LED TO CLOSE DOWN. 

Lima, Ohio, April 1.—The Ottawa 
river, which runs through the centre of 
this city, has flooded a large portion of 
the town. Two thousand people either 
aro homeless or confined to the second 
stories or roofs of their homos to escape 
the raging waters. Fully GOO houses 
are submerged and have been washed 
from their foundations. In many cases, 
where peoplo lived in one-story houses, 
they were taken from the rodfs by res­
cuers, just before the bindings col­
lapsed and were swept away. Many 
narrow escapes from drowning were ex­
perienced. Several of the largest manu­
facturers' plants in the city are under 
water and will suffer heavy losses. 

At the Labelle sanitarium, the pati­
ents, many of whom were dangerously 
ill, have been huddled into rooms on the 
second floor. A family named Stewart 
was driven to the second story of their 
home. Mrs. Stewart shouted to a res­
cuing party that a daughter had just 
died from pneumonia, that her husband 
was near death wtth consumption, aud 
that two other children were ill with 
pneumonia. Preparations! are being made 
to assist them, though to do so will 
incur great danger. 

All public places and homes adjacent 
to tho flooded district are already 
crowded with homeless. The Indica­
tions are for continued rain aud worse 
conditions than now prevail are feared. 

THIBETAN EXPEDITION 
SUCCESS OF BRITISH MISSION AC­

KNOWLEDGED BY RUSSIA. 

ST. PETERSBURG PRESS ADOPTS 
CONCILIATORY TONE. 

St. Petersburg, April 1.—Although no 
official expression regarding tho victory 
of tbe British expWltlon io Thibet is 
obtainable today, It is certain that tho 
matter will not attract the attention 
which It would have before the outbreak 
of tlie war with Japan, li was al that 
time feared that a definite establishment 
of British influence over the grand lama 
of Lhassa would be a severe blow to 
Russian prestige both in Thibet and in 
China. The situation is now changed, 
because Russia's hands are at present 
too full tt) leave her free to act even if 
so disposed, and because there are in­
creasing Indications that better rela­
tions between Great Britain and Russia 
nre In sight. 

Several leading newspapers here have 
turned a complete somersault, notably 
the Novoo Vremya. This morning the 
Novosti calmly discussed Great. Britain's 
long Btandlg desire to obtain a protec­
torate over Thibet as being in a fair 
way to succeed, declaring that neither 
Russia nor China would object, while a 
special dispatch from the Paris corres­
pondent of the Novoe Vremya said lhat 
an entente between Russia and Great 
Britain would bo affected on the basis 
of a Russian free hand in Manchuria, 
and a British free hand In Thibet In 
tho best Informed circles, however, a 
definite reapproachmont is regarded as 
premature al the' present lime, and in­
deed Impossible while Great Britain's 
ally is at. war with Russia, nevertheless 
the Associated Press Is in possession of 
information which indicates that king 
Edward js looking forward to and 
clearing the way for an entente which 
will settle tho diff'rences between the 
two.countries unco war lias been cleared 
from the political horizon. 

One of the best Informed diplomats 
Is bold enough to predict that the basis 
of settlement will Include giving Rus­
sia, If victorious, what she wants in 
Manchuria tho opening ,,f neutralization 
of the Dardanelles and an outlet lo Uie 
Persian gulf in return for an absolute 
guarantee of Great Britain's Indian 
frontier, and hor predominating Influ­
ence in Thibet. 

SALVATION ARMY CONGRESS, 
London, April I,—Tho Salvation army is 

about to eroot on tlio Strand Improvements 
site an Immonso International congreas 
bull capable of seating at least D.MJ per­
sons. This erection will be of a temporary 
character . The congress will be opened by 
general Booth on Fr iday, June "4th, and 
ghould bo one of the mo*;t notable gather­
ings in the history of tho Salvation army 
movement, 

DISCOVERY IS 
RELIEVED 

Terra Nova and Morning 
Succeed in Reaching the 

Antarctic Explorers 

Captain Scott Gives Some Interesting Par­
ticulars of Work Accomplished by His 

Party-Important Discoveries Made 

Lyttletown, New Zealand, April l . -
The Terra Nova and the Morning have • 
successfully accomplished their mission 
of relieving the Discovery. 

The relief ships found all the members 
of the Antarctic expedition In excellent 
health and spirits. Scientific work wa3 
continued by the explorers throughout 
the winter of 1903. Thty established 
the fact that the interior of Victoria 
land continues at a height of 9.000 feet 
and is evidently a vast continent. A 
new route to the west was found. A 
depot was established 2,000 feet up the 
glacier. 

Christchurch, New Zealand, April 1. 
Captain R. P. Scott, R. N., of the Dis­
covery, Bays that the winter of 1903 
passed pleasantly and that the members 
of the expedition enjoyed much greater 
comfort than ln 1902. Sledging opera­
tions began ln September under severe' 
conditions owing to extremely low tem­
perature, which frequently fell below 
60 degrees. The party reached a point 
HiO miles southeast of the ship. There 
was no trace of land and evidence was 
shown that this was a floating ice plain. 
Captain Scott with another party made 
two excursions afterwards In October 
over the glaciers. They gained the sum­
mit October 11th and crossed the mag- , 
netic meridian October 20th In longi­
tude 165ft east. Proceeding still west­
ward the party reached a point £70 
miles from the ship In latitude 78 south 
longitude 146ft cast. The Interior of 
South Victoria ts a vast continental pla­
teau, having an altitude of about 
nine thousand feet The glacier 
valley affords magnificent scenery 
and gives a grand geographical outline 
of the mountains. Iu the middle of 
December the party attempted to cut a 
canal through the Ice which was from 
seven lo eight feet thick, but the effort 
was futilo owing to the constaut re-
froezlng,' and the party desisted. The 
open water was then 17 miles from tho 
ship. 

Tho relief ships arrived simultane­
ously January 5th as the ico began to 
break at the end of January, and on 
February 12th a general break up 
brought the relief ships to Hue point, 
and on February 14th two heavy charges 
uf dynamite placed the Discovery In 
open water. On the succeeding day the 
heavy gales drove the vessels apart and 
the Discovery was driven ashore whero 
she remained eight hours bofore she 
freed herself. 

"On February 19th," said captain 
Scott, "we got 75 tons of coal from the 
other ship. Before a fresh gale drove us 
north we kept close along the coast line 
and parted company with the other 
ships at Washington, and met clear seas 
Lo the. north. We entered Wood bay, 
but in attempting to pass north, we met 
with a huge ice pack. Wo found that 
we had not sufficient coal to enter Smith 
inlet and skirted the pack to'the oast 
ami north and proceeding along the par­
allel •;!»'._. latitude, and on March 2nd 
found that Balleny nnd Russell wero 
identical. We passed through the group 
and continued west to longitude 156, 
when want of coal obliged us to turn 
north. The coast line reported in this 
direction was found to be a mistake, as 
no such land existed. Wo arrived at 
Auckland island March 15th, with only 
10 tons of coal in our bunkers. Tho 
Terra Nova and Morning rejoined UB 
Mnrch 20lh after experiencing terriblo 
weather. Shortage of coal alono com­
pelled our early return.
