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TAKES IT

Aimar Sato Denies Having 
Given Japanese Terms 

of Peace 

. Declares He Has Been Misquoted and That 
He Knows Nothing or Humiliating or 

Any Other Proposals of Peace 

New York, July 29.—Aimar Sato ot 
the Japanese peace delegation, has made 
a statement to the Associated Press in 
which he denies that he has ever.In any 
Interview, given any outline ol the 
terms upon which Japan will negotiate 
peace or that he has announced tbat 
Japan will make any demands whatever. 
Mr. Sato said: — 

"I wish it td be clearly understood 
•that I have never given out anything 
that could be construed as a demand ot 
the Japanese peace commission nor any­
thing that could be taken as a condi­
tion upon which Japan would enter Into 
negotiations for peace. I wish also to 
deny that 1 am the spokesman for bar­
on Komura. Sensational articles have 
been published which are false and ln 
which I have been misquoted. I do 
not know upon what terms peace may 
be negotiated. I do not know what 
the Japanese envoys will consider as 
peace terms. I know of no humiliating 
or other demands." 

WAR PARTY 13 GAINING 

Aimar Sato's Alleged Statements Not 
, Liked In Russia. 

St. Petersburg, July 30.—The intima­
tion of Mr. Sato, of baron Komura's 
party, tbat Japan will claim full indem­
nification of the cost of the war, be­
sides the Island of Sakhalin, has gained 
recruits for the war party from among 
the class which has hoped that Russia 
would be able to offer the railroads to 
Port Arthur and Dalny, the Island of 
Sakhalin and other valuable conces­
sions ln lieu of a direct cash-indemnity. 

The war office is not slackening pre­
parations for continuing the war ln 
case the peace negotiations are not suc­
cessful. , 

The gap in general Llnevitch's army 
caused by the losses at Mukden, has 
been filled, and the railroad is working 
tb Its tullest capacity carrying rein­
forcements to form fresh troops. 

IA despatch from Irkutsk announces 
the completion of work ou the trans-
Baikal line, ln order to relieve traffic 
on tbe railroad, prince Hilkoff, minister 
of railroad communication, bas sent 
three steamers loaded with rails, and a 
flotilla of rail Bteamers by way ot tbe 
Arctic ocean to the inouth of* the Yeni­
sei river, whence they will be transport­
ed to Krastnoyarstok, within 400 miles 
of lake Baikal. 

TO VISIT KING CHRISTIAN. 

But Kaiser First Stops the Schleswlg 
Expulsions. 

Copenhagen, July 29.—Emperor Wil­
liam, who will "visit king Christian 
next Monday, will stay for three days 
at Bernsdortf Castle, the summer resi­
dence of the king. 

In anticipation of the visit, and ap­
parently ln fear of hostile demonstra­
tions against emperor William, the Ger­
man legation tonight issued tbe an­
nouncement tbat expulsions from 
Schleswlg, Prussia, will be stopped. 
These expulsions have for a long time 
been the subject of much resentment. 

x ABOUT THEIR CALIBRE 

Foars Entertained That Russians Have 
Sunk Sealing Schooners. 

Victoria, July 29.—Advices from Hak­
odate state that great uneasiness is felt 
over the sealing schooners Hokusel and 
Kaga. On the former are four Cana­
dians, three from Victoria, R. Flndlay, 
Charles Grant, and Wm. Williams, and 
one from Toronto, F. Cochrane.

Portland, July 29-The Portland rowing 
club vvnH given the decision In the rowing 
race todny over the Nolson, B.C. crew, 
after the Nelson boj-H had practically aban­
doned the race, which was a succession of 
fouls and mishaps, caused principally by 
the Inadaptability nnd inadequacy of Guild 
lake as a racing course. 

London, July 29.—The Britlah gov­
ernment IB still in complete Ignorance 
aa to the motive for emperor William's 
manoeuvres, but it is assured that his 
efforts will ultimately be directed to­
ward a readjustment o Ithe equilibrium 
of Europe, which was loosened by the 
removal of Russia from the scale as a 
sea power. 

A high official said to the Associated 
Press today: 

The alarm created by the press of 
Europe during the past week was un­
due. The situation ls not warlike, 
though it naturally requires that Great 
Britain shall make a move to prevent 
it becoming dangerous. The British 
government ds convinced that any align­
ment of the powers arranged by emper­
or William would be on the opposite 
side of the scale from Qreat Britain and 
makes no secret of its desire to effect an 
agreement with France, considering 
that such an agreement would preclude 
the menace of any alliance emperor 
William could then bring about." 

Whether this project has been form­
ally broached to France the Associated 
Press was unable to ascertain, but in­
dications are that the French govern­
ment ls awaiting the divulging of the 
German emperor's program. 

CHINA MEANS BUSINESS 
WILL INSIST UPON INDEMNITY 

FROM RUSSIA. 

FOR YEARS OF ILLEGAL OCCU­
PANCY OF MANCHURIA. 

Berlin, July 30.—The Lokal Anzeiger 
prints an interview with "a prominent 
Chinese dlplamatist, evidently the 
Chinese minister at Berlin, who says 
that the dowager empress and tbe em­
peror have sent, a circular letter to all 
viceroys and governors aud to Chinese 
ministers abroad, asking them to state 
fully their views us to what attitude 
China should tuke in the settlement of 
the Manchui'ian question. 

Tbe diplomatist further states that 
China la determining what imleninlly to 
demand from Russia, which will in­
clude not only the reduction in public 
revenues during the war, but a sum 
sufficient to cover damage through years 
of illegal occupation of that country, It 
is thought thnt Japan will keep her 
word aud hand over Manchuria to China, 
but he thinks it will be Impossible for 
China to install the old form of govern­
ment there, since the improvements the 
Russians and Japanese have introduced 
make a modern system of adminstra-
tlon necessary. The diplomatist con­
cludes: i 

"China will no longer play the role of 
a mere spectator, but will assert its 
claims wiuh energy in tbe Portmouth ne­
gotiations, and interesting developments 
will certainly follow. 

CUTS COMMUNICATIONS 
JAPAN'S ADVANCE BETWEEN HAR­

BIN AND VLADIVOSTOK. 

LANDING AT AMUR MOUTH NOT 
UNDERSTOOD BY RUSSIA. 

Khersu, Manchuria, July 29.—The 
Japanese are apparently concentrating 
in considerable force far to the east­
ward, with the aim of operating against 
Kirin and Ninguta, and getting ln be­
tween Vladivostok and tbe Russian Man-
churian army. 

It ds reported that the Japanese have 
landed at several places in the Siberian 
littoral, between Nicholaievsk and Dek-
astrles, and that the telegraph line has 
'been cut. These landings, however, are 
by small forces. 

The rains are moderating and the 
roads are passable. Tbo wet weather 
and great heat are affecting the health 
of the army, and stomach trouble among 
the troops is Increasing. Somo cases 
of typhus have been reported but the 
disease ls not epidemic. 

CHANDLER EGAN WINS

MERELY AN ARMISTICE 
JAPAN'S TERMS TOO HUMILIATING 

FOR RUSSIA 

GOVERNMENT URGED ON ALL SIDES 
TO CONTINUE THE WAR. 

St. Petersburg, July 29—Tho tone of the 
Russian press grows more warlike us tho 
peace conference draws nigh and tlio gov­
ernment on all sides Is urged to resist hu­
miliating demands, even at the cost of con­
tinuing the war. 

"Peace on the Japanese terms as out­
lined by Mr. Sato," says tho ltuss, which 
ls the ilrst paper to comment seriously on 
the Sato interview, "can only be an ar­
mistice." The Russ, which lias now* tho 
lurgest liberal following, found the Jap­
anese far from moderate, and sees 
little'chunco of tho ronferejde ending suc-
cssfully, if Mr. Sato has correctly stated 
the Japanese position; but U appears to 
believe that baron Komura's spokesman is 
aoting "on his own responsibility," or 
scents a possible bluff to pave tho way for 
-the acceptance of actual and more moder­
ate terms by Japan, ^

The revival of interest aud activity In 
mining, evidence of which are reported 
daily from all parts of Kootenay, has at 
last reached the shores of Siocan lake, 
once the best known district In tlie whole 
of Kootenuy. A bond hus been taken on 
the Molly Hughes group of mines at New 
Denver, and the new manager has an­
nounced his Intention of procetdlng at 
onco with active and extensive develop­
ment work. 

Negotiations have been carried on for 
several weeks. They wpre finally closed 

'yesterday when a substantial ilrst pay­
ment was ni'ide by the jocal representa­
tives of the prospective purchasers. 

The Molly Hughes ls one of the earliest 
locations Ini the Siocan district, it is 
owned' by Harry Clever, Thomas Avlson, 
Hugh Slieran and George H. Crawford, all 
of New Denver. Like many other rich 
properties in tho same belt it remained un­
developed through several years of de­
pression in the mining industry. 

About a month ago the owners decided to 
reopou the mlno and resume operations. 
The work was conducted on a very small 
scale but to excellent purpose. Tlie last 
shipment contained ore running 170 ounces 
silver to the ton. The whole shipment av­
eraged over $90 Jn silver to the ton. Tho 
lead values are also considerable. 

About a fortnight ago William Brenner, 
acting for Gorman capitalists, who are 
scoWing ]JrotIlab|j minting iiivestnicinrtif 
began negotiations for a bond. The con­
ferences have been held principally in 
Nelson, Bruce White acting for the owners 
nnd Sharp and Irvine for Mr. Brenner and 
his principals. 

The negotlaUbnjs ended u-ept̂ enlayi, n) 
bond being given l'or 13 mouths, with the 
option of purchase at the end of that time. 

W. Brenner, who is already on the ground 
will be manager of the property. Ho has 
nanounced his iiitetitioiu of putting to 
work at once a sufficient force of men to 
carry on development work and also to 
maintain shipments. 

Coming close on the heels of important 
mining deals, uot yet quite closed, ln the 
neighborhood of Silverton, tlie news Is al­
ready having a very encouraging effect 
upon the luko district,

known. In addition to these, two sus­
pects were taken to Hoffman island to­
day, from the steamer Eldorado from 
'New Orleans. There remains on the 
island six cases from the steamer Aw ma, 
Which recently arrived from Colon.

Rain spoiled the 
sport, und It Is believed that Christie 
would have come close to the world's re­
cord If tlio ruin hud not softened the sandy 
track. 

It ls possible that ho will make another 
attempt tomorrow or on Monday to lower 
the record. 

DECLARED INSANE. 
Vancouver, July 29.—Thomas B. Har­

ris, formerly a C. P. R. conductor, has 
been adjudged insane by a medical 
commission consisting of Dr. Wells and 
Dr, Procter of this city. He was re­
moved to the provincial asylum yes­
terday afternoon. Tbe unfortunate man 
Is not violent, but suffers under the de­
lusion that he ls a great mechanical 
genius. Great sympathy ia expressed 
lor his family ln its sad affliction. 

MACLEAN MAY LEAD REVOLT 

If R. L. Borden Does Not Refuse 
Salary of $7,lM)0. 

Toronto, July 29.—The "live journal-
Ism" of Toronto keeps Its people In a 
fever of unrest. At tbe Canadian club 
a lew years ago Rev. Dr. Robertson 
pointed out the danger of the irritant 
press, and how it kept it readers in a 
slate of mental liTl I animal ion. The Tor­
onto newspaper naeu never travel to see 
their country. When they go away 
theyibuy a sleeping birth and they bring 
their torrid atmosphere with lliem. 
Tbey do not learn anything about Can­
ada because they are trying to teach. 

All this might be applied to the atti­
tude of the Toronto newspapers on the 
salary increases. The Mail, Globe and 
World lead the attack, and W. F. Mac­
lean, M.P., of the World, loudly con­
fesses that he did not draw tlie extra 
$1000, though there are many people 
who wish he would—and say he should 
—while .others are mean enough to say 
that he did draw it, but wants lo keep 
it Cor a few days. 

It is learned from Ottawa that nearly 
every member pelted into the cashier 
and drew the extra ?1000 for the ses­
sion just closed—the very day afler the 
ibili passed. Maclean wants the conser­
vative party to take advantage of the 
stormy protest being raised against the 
salary and indemnity increases of the 
parliamentary members, the senators 
and judges. 

He ls going to call upon R. L. Bor­
den to refuse the $7000 granted him as 
leader of the opposition, claiming that 
it Is a chloroforming grant. 

If Borden does not refuse the $7000 It 
is Maclean's intention to lead a revolt 
against his leader. He does not be­
hove in Borden, says he never did, and 
does not think he ever will. As the 
World man observes, an opposition to 
be effective must be popultstic, social­
istic and energetic. 

At the Albany club It was said Uiat 
if Borden really needed money the con­
servative party could pay him. But one 
wise old man present said thero wus a 
mighty difference between the verbs 
could and would. That was his exper­
ience. 

PREPARE FOR BOMBARDMENT 

Vladivostok Getting Ready For the 
Japanese Ouset. 

Vladivostok, July 29.—In anticipation 
ot a Japanese bombardment the com­
mandant of the fortress has issued 
rules for the protection of property and 
the prevention of the spread of ftres. 

The city has been divided into sec­
tions and all its inhabitants will be re­
quired to participate in extinguishing 
such tires. 

WILL DEFEND HIMSELF 

Senator Depew Returns lo Answer the 
Equitable Charges 

New York, July 29—United States senator 
Oluumcey M. Depew arrived tonight from 
Southampton on board the American line 
steamship St. Paul. Senator Depew freely 
admitted that his pleasure trip had been 
cut short. "I have como back to the storm 

centre." he said. "A man cannot fight his 
battles three thousand miles from home, 
and as charges reflecting upon me have 
been made, I have come back to state my 
sldo of the case. Tonight I have nothing 
to say about tho Equitable, nor the loan 
mado the Depew Improvement company, 
or us to my resignation. 

"As soon as I can go over the papers in 
these various matters, get the ofllcial newa 
as to what has actually transpired In my 
absence, i will give out a statement that 
will cover all these matters fully. At the 
proper time I shall give to the public all 
the information I have so that they may 
know as much as I do about the Equitable 
and transactions In which I nm interested, 

BOYCOTT IS EFFECTIVE 
UNITED STATES BUSINESS SUS­

PENDED IN SHANGHAI. 

LARGE ORDERS HAVE BEEN CAN­
CELLED IN SAN FRANCISCO 

San Francisco, July 29.—Louis Getz 
and Hero Getz, of the Getz Bros. & Co., 
a large Importing and exporting house, 
have received a cable from Shanghai 
whie*h reads as follows: 

"Cancel all orders. Boycott of Amer­
ican trade ls effective among Chinese 
merchants. All business Is entirely 
suspended." 

This cable is from R. H. -Van Sant, 
manager of the Getz branch house in 
Shanghai, None of the goods which 
the fiim is now preparing for shipment 
to China will be shipped. Getz Bros. & 
company must cancel orders to the 
value of many thousands of dollars. 
Louis Getz is making arrangements for 
tbe meeting of the commercial bodies 
of San Francisco. Mr. Getz said: 

"We shall cancel many orders for 
flour, meat, hardware, provisions, can­
ned goods and many other things. We 
have a branch house in Shanghai and 
were about to open another in Hong 
Kong. Our Shanghai house will have 
to suspend business and all work on our 
Hong Kong house must cease."

Britain Does Not Regard

QUESTION OP REPRESENTATION TO 
BE AGAIN CONSIDERED. 

St. Petersburg, July 30.—The meeting 
of a special committee consisting of 
ministers and several members ul the 
Imperial family and other members of 
the council of state, wbicb bas been 
summoned for a Anal consideration of 
the project of a national assembly, will 
bo held at Peterhoff on August 2, under 
the direct presidency of tbo emperor. 

Another genorul revision of the pro­
ject is not Intended but the emperor lias 
summoned his advisers to consider the 
vexed Question of die nature of repre­
sentation in the assembly, which was 
loft unsettled by the council of minis-
tors, and will take counsel before giving 
tho Imperial sanction to tlio project. It 
the verdict Is favorable to the promul­
gation of the reforms, an Imperial man­
ifesto may, in accordance with the em­
peror's desire to commemorate the birth 
of grand duke Alexis Nicbolasvitch in 
some signal way, bo made on August 1, 
the birthday of tbe heir apparent. 

The Bouligan scheme has undergone 
modulations in the council of minis­
ters which meet the objeclions of the 
liberals, the author of the original pro­
ject proving to be most conservative 
member of the council. 

St. Petersburg, July 30.—The ap­
proaching cruise of a British squadron, 
in the Baltic sea being announced on 
the heels of the meeting between em­
peror Nicholas and emperor William, 
has created a great stir here, and has 
given a new turn to conjecture regard­
ing tbe purpose of emperor William's 
trip to Russian waters. 

Tbe German emperor now is credited 
In some quarters with a design to enlist 
Russian support In securing tor the Bal­
tic the status o£ a mare clausam and 
the immediate declaration that the Bri­
tish fleet Intends to pass the Belts ia 
regarded as Great Britain's cry of 
checkmate. Nothing ofllcial is obtain­
able concerning the cruise, the foreign 
maintains tbat it has not been apprised 
of its purpose nor of tbe details of its 
program, and It declines to <yscuss the 
subject seriously In the absence of fur­
ther Information.
