It was dose on to 10 o'clock: last night, 
on ths twenty-fourth day of' ths trial ot 
the Fernle forest are damage suits that 
the jury brought in their verdict for 
the defendants. They had been absent 
•lnce 9:47 s. m„ their deliberations thus 
taking close on twelve hours, Includ­
ing the times of recess for meals. 

The Jury brought in their verdict in 
thtt form of answers to * series ot ques­
tions and were once returned by chief 
justice Hunter for further deliberation, 
as the answer to question No. 6 was. 
held to be unsatisfactory. In conse­
quence another question was propound-; 
ed by the chief justice on the answer to 
which being given, m. V. Bodwell mov­
ed for the actions betng dismissed with 
costs. Judgment was granted aa asked, 
costs going against the plaintiffs.

KAUPFMAN BEAT BERGER 
HAD HIM HELPLESS AT OLOSE OF 

TBNTH.ROUND. 

IT WAS KAUFFMAJN'S FIGHT AFTER 
THIItD {ROUND. 

San Franolsco, Oot. SL—Al Kauffman 
tonight gave Sam Berger a severe beat­
ing tor 10 rounds. When Berger w u 
all but out his seconds threw up the 
sponge ln the 10th round. Only once 
did Berger seem to have a chance. That 
w u Ih the third round. 

At the opening of wo second he drop­
ped Kauffman with a right to the jaw. 
Kauffman laid down nine seconds and 
Berger floored blm again with a left 
to the jaw. Alter that Kauffman had 
It much hla own way. 

In the second round Kauffman landed 
With his right on Berger's jaw and floor­
ed him. 

Berger stayed down nine seconds and 
came up groggy. After the third round 
Kauffman (ought in close and did dam-
alng work with right and lett upper 
cuts that Berger apparently could not 
avoid. In the l u t tew rounds Berger 
grew steadily weaker. His legs wob­
bled and hla blows lacked steam. Oc­
casionally he would stand up and swing, 
but he seldom landed. All the time 
Kauffman was boring in and upper cut­
ting ln the clinch-*. 

In the ninth Berger went down for 
the count from a right to the jaw. He 
got up and Kaaffman slugged blm all 
through the remainder of the round. 
When the tenth round opened, Kauffman 
viciously beat Berger Into a state of 
helplessness. Berger could not hold 
up his hands or head and was about to 
fall to the floor when his seconds threw 
up the sponge. 

In th eearly part of the flght, Berger 
showed signs of cleverness but hs lack­
ed steam. Kauffman was slower but

HOTBL HBAY1LY FINED 

Waldorf-Astoria Ordered to Pay -f-lttQ for 
Breach of Game Laws 

New York, Oct. SlAs n result of a de­
cision handed down In the supremecourt 
by Justice Oreenbaum, the proprietors of 
the Waldorf-Astoria are ordered to pay 
penalties aggregating -94410 on the charge 
of violating the forest, flsh and game laws, 
' About a year ago, according to the testi­
mony, a notable banquet was In progress 
at the Waldorf. While the detective* were 
waiting for the game courae, state detec­
tives swooped down on the kitchen and 
seised 174 English pheasants. The penalty 
for serving- game birds out of season Is 
|60 tor the flrst bird and 135 for eaoh ad­
ditional bird. Suit' was accordingly entered 
to recover this penalty. In behalf of the 
hotel management lt was contended tliat 
the law relating to English pheasants was 
unconstitutional. Under the law there can 
be no'open season for English pheasants 
until lSW, nor shall anyone kill or be in 
po-wession of one, except by speolal per­
mission. Suffolk county, however, has an 
exemption In Its favor to tbe extent that 
all English pheasants bred or purchased in 
-Suffolk county by game dubs or private 
owners may be sent to this city for con­
sumption, but not for sale. The phcus-
ants Intended for the banquet at the Wal­
dorf came from New Jersey, and tbe hotel 
management bases Its plea that the law is 
unconstitutional on the discrimination 
made In favor of Suffolk county. 

Justice Oreenbaum holds the law to be 
constitutional, and says no question can 
be raised as to the power of the legis­
lature to enact laws governing such mat­
ters. The Waldorf managers -will take an 
appeal.

CASTIGATES 
CASTELLANE 

Counsel for the Countess 
Paints Count Boni in 

Black Colors 

F I B M U Divorce Salt Now on In Pirhv-
Miitre CnpjN AmVu fltuband In 

Spc«ch «r Over Foar Hears 

Paris. Oct.' 31-The case of the countess 
de Castellane for a divorce from hor hus­
band, count Bonl de Custellane, was begun 
today. Count Bonl's attorney's made no 
effort for further postponement, and with 
Henri Ditte. .president of the tribunal of 
the first install e of th J Seine presl ling, and 
with two assistant Justices on the bench, 
Maltre C'rupfll presented the plea for the 
countess for absolute divorce and the cus­
tody of the children. 
" This plea was made upon. documentary 
evidence and" without summoning wit­
nesses. The great lawyer spoke for four 
and a half hours with an intermission of 
only 16 minutes. The case was adjourned 
before Maltre Cruppi's argument was fin­
ished. Such a severe arraignment pro­
bably seldom hns been heard ln this court 
room. Tlte lawyer painted count Bonl in 
the blackest colors, decariitg him to be ra-
•poclous, brutal and licentious, while the 
countess was held up as the long suffer­
ing and innocent victim. Nothing was 
spared and nothing glowed over. In chron­
ological order Maltre Cruppi recounted the 
history of this unfortunate alliance, in 
which, he said, she had been unhappy from 
the very honeymoon, owing to the incred­
ible extravagance of the husband, who ln 
live years had used up the colossal for­
tune tbat the daughter of Jay Gould had 
brought to hint. Count Bond's inordinate 
and insatiable demands for gold, accord­
ing to counsel, began as soon as the couple 
arrived In Paris, and led Immediately to 
Ill-treatment and abuse and soon to Wows. 

The countess was struck by her hus­
band, according to her lawyer, the Hrst 
lime, four moat̂ -* after the marriage. 

Intrigues and amours carried on under 
the countess- very eyes, were not long de­
layed. Maltre Cruppi detailed llasons with 
four society women, detailing them as 
Mme. A., Mme. B„ Mme. C, andMme D. 
Referring to the count's affairs with 
deml-mondes, the lawyer related the story 
In a plain unvarnished fashion. He read 
unexpurgated extracts from Incriminating 
letters and gave the despbsltlons of ser­
vants and others, proving infidelity. 

In the case of Madame C, a code of win­
dow signals hid been arranged and her 
maid did sentinel duty ln the door of the 
mansion to give the alarm In case the be­
trayed husband Bhould return unexpect­
edly. 

Maltre Cruppi offered evidence to prove 
that count Bonl had had simultaneously 
four apartments ln Paris for the conduct 
of his love affairs. The most notorious of 
these apartments was at Neuilly. They 
were hired In the nameB of servants. 
.Count Bonl's correspondence with women 
of fashion was conducted through his sec­
retaries. The rending of letters from some 
doml-mondnines aroused great amusement 
in the room. Upon society women and 
deml-mondalnes alike the count showered 
flowers and gifts, according to the-Bpeech 
of the attorney for the countess, even 
pawning precious articles bought by his 
wife to get money or, borrowing from the ; 
usurers when he could not obtain credit. 

Maltro Cruppi dwelt upon a passage in 
a letter from Mme. B., which he declared 
left no doubt that a linson existed. This 
-pussnge said: "I never believed you capable 
of making a dishonorable use of my let­
ters." 

Multre Cruppi disclosed the fact that in 
November, 1900 the civil tribune of the 
-Seine was about to appoint a judicial 
trustee In the person of George J. Oould 
for the purpose of protecting tho countess 
against the rapacity of her husband, but 
being unable to appease the creditors, 
tho case was transferred to New Vork. 

The description of the " Comedy of leav­
ing," played by count Bonl on that occas­
ion, provoked roars of laughter. He wrote 
i letter to the countess ln whloh he said: 
'I leave this house forever, taktng only , 

10,000 franco to keep me until I can earn 
my bread. I will resign my seat -tn parlia­
ment and go to China." In a postscript 
the count added: "I have ON francs ln my 
pocket, and I enclose 300 tot your lunch 
and dinner today," 
Ths countess flrst left the mansion and 

went to an hotel, ln August, 1805, con­
tinued Maltre Cruppi, when "deeply out­
raged and worn with Infamies" she learn­
ed that Mme. D. and count Bonl were at 
Troavllle together. After this she returned 
home and bore the situation until the day 
after the entertainment of king Charles 
of Portugal, Dee. 12, 1906, when, upon the 
count's trying to force hor to go to a 
shooting party, of which she wss suspic­
ious, the count*-**** left the mansion and 
entered proceedinga for a separation. 

Throughout his long speech Cruppi re­
ferred to the count's wife as lime, Gould, 
the name she will bear lt the divorce ls 
granted* 

Neither Maltre Donnet of counsel for 
tho count, nor Maltre Mlllerand, counsel 
for the creditors of the count, attempted 
to Interrupt Maltre Cruppi. They sat all 
through the speech with seemlnsx-uncon-
cern, occasionally taking a few notes. The 
Judges appeared to be k«n)*» Înterested 
In the proceedings. The general Imprei-
Mon la that overwhelming evidence has 
been ottered and that a divorce will be 
(ranted Without the palatal ordeal of tak­

ing the evidence of witnesses. Maltre 
Cruppi plainly intimated that count Bonl, 
however, would try to prolong tlie hearing 
to force a reconciliation through the scan­
dal In America, where, tho details of the 
proceedings can be freely published. 

WAY DOWN IN TEXAS. 

Guilty Husband Shoots Hts Wlfo—Sev­
eral Deaths Ensue. 

El Paso, Texas, Oct. 31.—Three bod­
ies are tn the morgue and two wounded 
persons are ln the hospital as the re­
sult of a murder here today, followed 
by an exchange of shots between the 
murderer and policemen. Manuel Rod­
riguez killed his wife when she returned 
home and found him in company with 
another woman. Rodriguez and Ghana 
Mandna, the woman with him, were 
killed and city detective Oeorge Har­
old and Jack Ollover, a negro, were 
wounded ln the fight that ensued. The 
flre department was called out and dis­
persed the excited crowd that had col­
lected, by pouring water on it from a 
hose. 

FIRE TEAM RUNS AWAY 
(Special to The Dally Ntvs) 

Phoenix, Oct. 31—The extensive trestles 
of tho V., V. and E, railwuy, within the 
western limits of the city were endanger­
ed about midnight last night, by a Ure 
which broke out In a log cabin, occupied 
^y section men and located in the gulch 
close to the trestle. Long blasts from a. 
railway locomotive whistle brought out 
tho lire brigade In short time and with a 
line of hose from the nearest hydrant tho 
iblaze was soon extinguished. When It 
started two Italians were sleeping In tho 
cabin. 

In hitching up tho city flre team, the 
horses started before they had tho bits In 
their mouths, and ran away, going over 
a'mile with tho wagon and paraphernalia, 
before a wheel was broken and the horses 
stopped without further Injury. 

M'LARENSUNOER ARREST 
OUTCOME OP INQUEST INTO KILL-

INO OF STRIKERS. 

MILLOWMBRS, POLICEMEN AND 
STRIKERS JAILED. 

Buckingham, Que., Oct. 31.—As a re­
sult of the verdict given. by the coro­
ner's jury ln the inquest into the death 
of Belanger and Theriault, nineteen men 
.vere placed under arrest tonight, charg­
ed with being criminally responsible 
for the killing of the strikers. The 
men arrested are Alex and Albert Mc­
Laren, proprietors of .the sawmill, Dr. 
Rodrlgue, looal coroner, Frank Kler­
nan and J. O. Cummlngs, Buckingham 
policemen, Pierre Picard and Roy In-
graham, special constables, and the 
strikers, A. Hamilton, H. Charette, J. 
B. Clement, C. Bastlan, L. Landry and 
J. R. Croteau. 

The Jury were out five hours. Ninety-
nine witnesses vere examined. 

The cross-examination of witnesses 
became so severe in -the inquest this 
morning that coroner McMahon closed 
off the lawyers completely and ruled 
against any more direct questions. 

UTES ARE QUIETLY HUNTING. 
Omaha, Neb., Oot 31.—Advices receiv­

ed at army headquarters late this after­
noon from major Greirson, in command 
of the detachment of the 10th cavalry, 
which first took the field ln pursuit 
of the Utes In Wyoming, say that there 
ls no prospect of a clash between the 
troops and the Indians. The latter are 
quietly hunting In the mountains near 
their camp on the Powder river, Instead 
of moving toward the Cheyenne reser­
vation as reported. Major Greirson ex­
pects to have a conference with the 
chiefs of the band ln a day or two. 

MANITOBA MURDER CASE. 
Morden, Man., Oct 31.—Martin Doyle 

was today placed on trial for the wil­
ful murder of Vincent Waller, near 
Snowltake, on November 20th of last 
year. No criminal case In Manitoba for 
many years has created the same Inter­
est as this one, ln fact the interest ex­
tends largely to the other side of the 
line, both victim and accused having 
been Dakota fanners and many of the 
unusually large numbers of witnesses 
coming from that state. Five witnesses 
were heard today and there are still 
nearly seventy for the crown.

EMASCULATION OF EDUCATIONAL 
BILL PROCEEDS. 

London, Oct. 31.—The house of lords 
continues to make far-reaching changes 
In the Educational bill and ln liberal 
circles the opinion IB expressed Uiat U 
the opposition continues in Its present 
spirit, the bill will be hardly recogniz­
able when lt returns to the commons. 
Clause 2 was completed tonight after 
radical changes. There ls a distinct at­
mosphere of tension tn the upper house. 
It has apparently been determined that 
the ministry will not tamely submit to 
the lords. 

Tills metamorphosis was Indicated by 
the president of the board of trade. 
Lloyd George, who spoke at Haldlng 
tonight, declaring that the work of re-
edltlng the bill would terminate In a 
way probably far from agreeable to the 
house of lords, a majority of whom were 
endeavoring to establish the principle 
of compulsory religion to which the 
country would not submit. 

WOOLEN MILL BUILDINGS. 
Lethbridge, Oct 31.—A contract for 

the erection of new woolen mill build­
ings was awarded to Rex Virtue this 
morning. It will cost ln the neighbor­
hood of twenty or twenty-five thousand 
dollars and will be entirely of brick. 
The main building is to have three 
stories and basement and contain 27,000 
feet of floor space. It will be fireproof 
throughout. It is also reported that a 
contract for the steel works on the 
great C. P. R. bridge here has been 
awarded to the Dominion Bridge Co. 
for $780,000. Thla will not cover cost 
of foundations or approaches.
