LANDGRANT 

Subject of Criticism by 
Opposition Leader in 

Legislature 

Macdonald Contends Tbat Gtvernmcnt is 
Acting Prematurely in Providing En­

dowment ef Two Million Acru 

(Special to The Dally News) 
Proas Gallery, Legislative Assembly, 

Victoria, April 2—The legislature re­
sumed today after the Easter recess. 
Nearly the whole time of the session was 
taken up with debate on the proposed 
grant of two million acres, of land for 
•endowing the B. C university. The lead­
er of the opposition moved to give ihe 
-second reading the six months' hoUt. 
He contended that the government was 
•proceeding backward with respect to the 
university question. Amendments were 
promised to the University Act, but 
these should have been brought down he-
fore an endowment was asked for. At 
present, the university was a mere shad­
ow. It bad no actual existence. The 
government should show where the unl-
•varsity was to he locate*!, who were to 
have control, and what, was lo he done 
before asking that a grant of land he set 
aside to he handed over to nn insilui-
tlon about which nothing wan known. 

Two million acres of land might run 
Jnto great values as there was nothing 
in the hill which wouid prevent the gov­
ernment setting aside coal lands, or val­
uable timber or agricultural lands. 

The principle of setting aside large 
tracts of the public domain to be hand-
•ed over to any Institution by the govern­
ment was wrong. If this is to continue 
the country might as well turn over io 
tlie government the whole province to 
-do as it pleased with. Before a land 
•grant was asked the scheme should he 
in concrete form. The government had 
•heen premniure in this; while he did not 
oppose a university for the province, he 
did not think thnt there wn. any parti­
cular haste required, with the popula­
tion what It wns. 

The premier, in reply, said Otero need 
be no fear of public Interest.-** being neg­
lected. The Intention was not to select 
the lands within area* now being sought 
as farm land, or for coal. Tor tho mo-st 
part the lands would he selected In the 
north nnd the Interior, where nothing 
•would work ngaiiist public interests. 

With the development, of the province, 
lie believed It might he only three or 
four years until the university was re­
quired. 

Henderson saw danger in the land pro­
position as It meant creating more re­
serves, thus continuing the disadvan­
tages which In the past had followed 
these. 

McPhilllps showed some disposition 
to view with alarm the proposition, al­
though he said he had faith ln the gov­
ernment to work to the public advan­
tage. He expressed the opinion that no 
largo reserves should be locked up. He 
thought, safeguards might be afforded 
by allowing the lands to be sold, similar 
to other lands. 

Hawthornthwalte thought the govern­
ment too Indefinite and asked the prem­
ier to designate where tlie land would be 
-selected and to accept an amendment 
that It be not timber, mineral or agri­
cultural lands, which, of course, was 
turned down with a laugh. 

Mcinnes oppored the bill. He thought 
the classes to he benefitted by a univer­
sity could well afford to pay for educat­
ing their children outside of the prov­
ince. 

The debnte was adjourned by flow-
Ber. 

Bowser introduced his Immigration 
fl.lll today, which provides for all Immi­
grants except, ihose specially exempt, 
passing an educational test.

ANTI-BRIDGE CRUSADE. 

Organized In London to Head Off Craze 
For Game. 

London, April 2.—The craze for bridge 
is greater than ever this spring. No 
other amusement has succeeded iu gain­
ing more than passing notice aud the 
number of new bridge clubs organized 
since New Year's is really appalling. 

The latest, and most expensive club Is 
lo have Its headquarters In a magnificent 
mansion adjoining the new "tube'' sta­
tion In Knlghtsbrtdge, an enormous ren­
tal being paid therefor. Then rooms arc 
to bo fitted up lor bridge, und the list 
of members Includes some the best 
bridge players in society. 

Bridge dinners are alt the vogue, and 
a series of "progressive" dinners has 
been arranged hy lord Hallburton, one 
of the most Indefatigable devotees of the 
game. He Invites a certain number of 
players to dine with him, and the other 
players give dinners to the same people 
lu turn, the results being tbat three and 
sometimes four evenings a week ate 
devoted solely to bridge. 

The game is being played hy suburb­
anites In the railway trains and even in 
some of the West End theatres, where 
box parties while away the long Inter­
vals between tbe acts of musical com­
edy. High play Is increasingly popular, 
especially among women. 

Au anti-bridge crusade Is being organ­
ized by some of the high church clergy, 
so demoralizing are tbe results of exces­
sive bridge In some society circles.

Turns Her Property Over to Trustees to 
Avoid- Aceountlug.

Mary Baker G. Eddy, founder of . the

transferred her entire estate, with a few 
minor reservations to three trustees, 
Henry M. Baker, of Boston, Archibald

were bonded to the extent of half a mil­
lion dollars each, that they will preserve 
and protect ber estate.

CAMPAIGN

Forces Minister of Rail-
. w a y s Hon. H. R. Em-

merson to Resign 

Warts to bc free to Vindicate His Char­
acter From Malicious Slanders of 

Eas'ern Tory Press 

(Special to Tbe Dally News) 
Ottawa, April 2.—In the house thla 

afternoon the premier announced thnt 
Hon. H. R. Emmerson had placed his 
resignation In his hands and that ho Jiud 
recommended the governor general to 
accept the proffer. In connection wtth 
this statement was coupled un uiuiunli-
lied denial on the minister's purt of the 
charges of personal misconduct made 
against, him In the Frederlcton Gleaner 
last week. Emmerson declared in his 
resignation that he desired to be re­
lieved from cabinet duties so thut he 
might better vindicate his character and 
that no obstacle might be imposed ou 
Lauder's departure tills week for the 
colonial conference. 

In taking leave of his late colleague, 
Laurler expressed his full appreciation 
of Emmercon's zeal in the discharge of 
the responsible duties to which he had: 
been Intrusted. 

Emmerson read a brief statement to 
ihe house, and followed with a verbal 
explanation that he had already given 
instructions for the issue of writs of lib­
el against the Frederlcton Gleaner, the 
Halifax Herald and the Toronto World. 

Gossip, he added had, been slandering 
him behind bis buck, but tbls was tlie 
tlrst Instance In which these accusations 
had taken tangible form. No one was 
more sensible than himself of his own 
weaknesses and foibles, but he had no', 
thought, hitherto, that these were sub­
jects for parliamentary discussion or In­
vest igntion. He hnd rather thought it 
would have been left for the man who 
was without sin lo cast the flrst stone. 

Emmerson asserted most, positively 
that he had never been in any hotel, 
either In Montreal or elsewhere, with 
anybody of ill-repute. In conclusion the 
minister asked the house and country U> 
suspend Judgment on these matters until 
the tacts involved had been brought 
out before the courts.

About IU years ago a teacher 
nusky enough to .handle the pupils was 
needed at the Deer Creek schools and 
l.oughraan applied for the position. It 
was given lo him and he devoted all his 
time to educattoual pursuits, 

Heading was his particular hobby, and 
when bis scant library was exhausted he 
began borrowing dime novels from the 
school boys. This class of literature 
seemed to take n great hold upon the 
young man and he soou became a fiend 
lor tbe ten-cent thrillers. 

Friends noticed that he was losing his 
mind, and wheu he disappeared all ot 
last week a hunt was made for him, 
Yesterday bo was found locked In the 
garret of his home perusing a novel. He 
had been without food for several (lays.

On the other hand the dominion, 
tinder the provision of the act of 1873, 
which admitted Prince Edward Island 
into the union, exacts lis pound of flesh 
from the province. Previous to tbe un­
ion the province built 200 miles of rail­
way at a cost, of three and n quarter 
million of dollars, Canada was mnde a 
present of this road and the small pro­
vince of Prince Edward Island Is taxed 
with interest at 6 per cent on ihe cost of 
construction nnd thnt every yenr since 
1878, This interest Is $147,000 a yenr anu 
a great drain on ihe province. The pro­
vince claims thnt not only should the 
interest cease but tbat Canada should 
refund all lhat has been paid under thlt 
heading since 187.1 , 

The agitation in Prince Edward Is-
Innd is beginning, nn appeal to king Ed­
ward will follow, and unless the domin­
ion shown more desire to conciliate the 
people, Prince Edward Island may yet 
ask to revert to the position of n crown 
colony.

The charges are for legal services ren­
dered by Mr. Arnold), K.C In defence 
of Mr. Cockburn In ihe ense iu which 
tho latter gentleman was being prose­
cuted by the crown in connection with 
tbe collapse of the bank. 

Ml'. Cockburn considers the charges to 
be excessive, but Mr. Arnoldl is not of 
thai opinion, as tlie case Involved a great 
deal of lalior. Including the examina­
tion of many documents, banks returns, 
ledgers and other matters In connection 
with the ense, and, moreover, thnt the 
successful defence of his client Is one 
of the best proofs that he gave an Im­
mense amount of time and labor to the 
case.

THREE HUNDRED NEW MEMBERS 
INITIATED AT ONE SESSION 

Sydney, N. S., April 2.—It is quite evi-
deut that tlie P, W. A. authorities are 
determined to bring alt the employes at 
the collieries uuder the banner of union­
ism, as wus strikingly evidenced at the 
Dominion mine Inst week Non-union 
men ut Bridgeport No. 8 collieries have 
been notified that they would be oblig­
ed to join the local lodge. Tbe company 
and manager at Bridgeport have been 
notified by the P. W. A. tbat. tbey hnd 
been granted uutil Saturday to comply 
with the wishes of the union, and If by 
that time they still refused to become 
members of the lodge, the uniou men 
would not work with them another hour 
until their purpose was accomplished, 
l ue matter rests us stated, and nothing 
has been learned as to what action non­
union men are taking, though It Is gen­
erally thought they all will come into 
• he lodge by Saturday night. 

Island Lodge, P. \V. A., Bridgeport, 
will hold a meeting every night this 
week for the purpose of initiating mem­
bers. There are only about 100 non­
union men employed at tbe Bridgeport 
colliery, hut It is expected they will all 
join tbe union. The P. W. A. decided 
some time ago that it would be abso­
lutely necessary in the Interests of 
worklngmen that they would take a 
stand against the employing of non­
union men. The first decisive stand was 
taken last week, when tne men at Dom­
inion No. 1 coluery discontinued work 
owing io the demands of the uuion be­
ing ignored by non-union men. The 
meetings of the P. W. A. lodge at 
Dominion last week for initiating new 
members lasted over twenty-four hours, 
during wfticb upwards of 300 were in­
itiated, among whom were a large num­
ber of prejudiced men, wbo though em­
ployed at Dominion for years had per­
sistently refused to join the union. The 
lodge at Dominion now has a member­
ship of over 800; and Is one of the ban­
ner lodges of the association.

Chicago, April 2.-Tho most \nmia. 
campaign in municipal politics umi 
Chicago has experienced in many yenrs 
closed tonight with the eieollon of Freil-
erick A. Busse, the republican candi­
date for mayor, over Edward K. Dunne 
his democratic rival, and a candidate ror 
re-election, 

Busse's plurality was over 13,000. Tho 
Issue iu the campaign have heen largely -
based upon the Improvemenl of the local 
traction systems. Both parties agreed 
that the present conditions are Intoler­
able, but differed as to the best method 
of revising them, The democratic party 
headed by mayor Dunne, stood for im­
mediate municipal ownership through 
condemnation of the street car property, 
if the result could not be obtained in any 
othe way. 9 

The republican party favored ordinan­
ces which wen.* recently passed by a 
democratic city council over tbe veto ot 
mayor Dunne. The campaign hns been 
one of the most vicious the city has over 
known, charges ami countercharges havo 
been hurled, the personal lives of the 
candidates have been discussed, ami 
speakers on both sides have Indulged in 
tirades filled with invectives and 
abuse. 

The disagreeable feature of ihe cam­
paign, wnich became so pronounced In 
Its latter part, commenced when mayor 
Dunne circulated a petition for n refer­
endum vote on the traction proposition. 
He and his followers announced thai 
they had secured 151.000 signers 10 thi-> 
petition, 80,000 being necessary to place 
the matter before the -.voters; ' •"̂ aar-ga*. 
were made by the repwmcftn pari-y thnt 
thousands of these names had been for­
ged and that the Hat had been padded lu 
every conceivable fashion. These asser­
tions were vehemently denied hy the 
democrats, and the followers of mayor 
Dunne, who were In favor of Imnietl-
Iate municipal ownership. From this 
time until the end of the campaign, tho 
feeling became more bitter. 

William Randolph Hearst came per­
sonally from New York to mice part Iu 
the campaign, and brought with bint 
cartooulsis and editorial writers. His 
papers were tbe only publications in 
the city supporting mayor Dunne, nil 
the other papers being for Busse and 
the ordinances. The papers favoring 
Busse made much of the cry that Chi­
cago was able to manage its own inter­
ests without receiving instnicti.uis from 
New York. The Hearst papers claimed 
that mayor Dunne was acting for lho 
best interests of Chicago, and thai it 
was. therefore, their duty t<- support 
biro.
