Ottawa, March 12.—In the house of 

commons tod^y Hon. A. B. Aylesworth 
Introduced a bill amending the supreme 
court act. The (Introducer explained 
that at present the cases were divided 
into three lists, Ontario, Quebec and 
the rest of Canada. He proposed to 
change this to five lists: (1) elections, 
(2) western, (3)Maritlme provinces, (4) 
Quebec, (5) Ontario, 

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth also introduced 
a resolution to give the admiralty juris­
diction from the exchequer to the pro­
vincial courts, with the object of sim­
plifying the procedure and making It 
more clear. The change is ln accord­
ance with the colonial courts of admir­
alty of 1890. 

W. M. German (Welland) supported 
the motion, instancing a case where a 
tramp freighter for Europe did several 
thousand dollars worth of damage to 
the Welland canal and was In salt water 
before the admiralty court at Toronto 
took action. Had civil courts jurisdic­
tion the vessel could have been tied up 
within an hour. 

nervals (Montreal) opposed, and said 
that seamen objected to being tried by 
landlubbers, 

R. L, Borden also objected to the 
change. 

The resolution was, however, passed 
and a bill founded upon It and read a 
flrst time. 

On the motion to go Into supply, Q. H. 
Perley (Argenteutl) moved an amend­
ment condemning the action of the gov­
ernment in expending money on public 
works which are really for the benefit 
of favored corporation and private in­
dividuals and not for the public bene­
fit, A long and somewhat acrimonious 
debate followed, in which, charges were 
freely bandied across the floor of the 
house. 

Mr. Perley said the revenues belonged 
to the people of the country and should 
be expended ln the public Interest and 
the house condemned expenditures on 
public works, which really were for the 
benefit of favored corporations and pri­
vate Individuals. He said that while 
the country did not condemn spending 
for legitimate needs It did condemn 
frittering away vast sums, and instanced 
the Disraeli wharf case, really a half-
bridge, at which only ten boats called 
regularly during the season. In 1895-6 
public works expenditures amounted to 
$1,414,693, while in 1905-6 the total 
reached $9,844,243. Scarcely any public 
work was kept within the estimates. 
Mr. Perley, in particular, attacked Hon. 
Mr. Fielding for expenditures made in 
Nova Scotia. These, he charged, were 
of no benefit except as election bribes. 
He also cited the resolution adopted by 
the liberal convention held in Ottawa 
In 1893, when the modest expenditure 
on public works of that day was de­
nounced by the liberals. 

Hon. Wm. Pugsley bore the brunt of 
the opposition attack, but was assisted 
by several members of the government 
Bide representing constituencies in which 
works, of which complaint was made, 
had been performed, all of whom 
claimed that the work done was re­
quired and was ot much public benefit. 

The house adjourned at 2:15 a. m., 
Perley's resolution being defeated by a 
vote of 99 to 43. 

Ottawa, March 12—Notice of amendment 
was given for the abolition of tbe bonus 
system In matters of Immlgratlion. 

A statement by Laurier places the esti­
mated cost of the commons outside of the 
Indemnity of 1905 at $289,610, and 190U-7 at 
$210,891. 

The total number of licenses for cutting 
timber tn the Canadian northwest out­
standing during the present year, Is 392, 
covering an area of thousands of square 
miles. 

In the public accounts committee today 
Hon. G. K. Foster opened an enquiry Into 
the accounts of Kenneth Falconer, account­
ant, Mdntreal, who made the examination 
Into the system of bookkeeping employed 
In the marine department with a view to 
Introduce Improvements. Falconer 's ac­
count for this work amounted to $42,000 of 
whllch $36,000 bad been paid to dato. 

A. W. Owen, accountant of the marine 
department, was the first witness called. 
He said he certified to Falconer 's accounts 
on Instructions from the deputy minister 
of marine, but on Instructions from Bro­
deur tie had held back $6800 because of the 
lat ter 's absence In England and alBo In 
case a dispute should ar ise In regard to 
the charges for living expenses of Fal­
coner's clerks engaged ln the work. 

. ,. Kenneth Falconer followed. He said he 
wps secretary and managing director of 
unn, Richards and company, Montreal, 
accountants, He gave an elaborate descrip­
tion of the work done In the marine de­
partment. He said the firm was made up 
of Messrs. Dunn and Richards/f New York, 
his brother A. Falconer, and H . 6 . Wil­
liams of Montreal, as well a s the witness 
himself. They were incorporated by the 
.Quebec legislature, but not until after the 
•contract was made with tbe marine de­

partment. He said he had never been a 
chartered accountant. He said the contract 
was obtained from the marine department 
In the ordinary way. 

Falconer said he charged half t ime for 
hlB men travel l ing to and from the place 
of operation. • Among the New Yorkers 
for whom charges for travelling expenses 
were made were Richards, Dunn and Faw-
cett, who received respectively $76, $75 and 
$50. The majori ty of the men who exam­
ined the marine department accounts, Fa l ­
coner said, came from New York and Bos­
ton, 

In the senate banking and, commerce 
committee. application tor Incorporation' of 
the Bank of Canada, London and Par is IB 
held for further- consideration. Senator 
Scott, expressing his personal views, said 
he thought it would be better not to grant 
any more bank charters until the revision 
of the banking act.

U. M. W. A. CONVENTION 

To Fix Wage Scale for One Expiring 
on April 1 

Indianapolis, March 12.—The national 
convention of the United Mine Workers 
Of America met today to agree, upon a 
course of action because of the failure 
of the operators and miners of the Cen­
tral competitive Held to agree upon a 
Joint wage In conference to fix a scale 
in place of the present one, which ex­
pires April 1. 

The wage scales for the bituminous 
fields In the United States and Canada 
are based upon the scale fixed in the 
Central competitive field, consisting of 
Illinois, Indiana, Ohio and western 
Pennsylvania. 
.Failure to agree upon a joint meet­

ing to fix this scale has caused presi­
dent John Mitchell to call a national 
meeting of the miners. The indications 
are that four propositions will be con­
sidered by the convention.

The admiral reports the fleet tn bet­
ter condition than when it left Hamp­
ton RondB and that it Is ready for any 
service in one day's notice.

I JEAD BOUNTY EXTENSION 

Boards of Trade of Edmonton, Strath­
cona and Wetasklwin on Record 

(Special to The Dally News) 
Edmonton, March 12.—The local 

board of trade haB unanimously en­
dorsed the petition of the iKootenay 
lead mine owners for an extension of 
the dominion government's bounty on 
lead mined and smelted In British Co­
lumbia. 

The boards of trade of Strathcona and 
Wetasklwin have also unanimously en­
dorsed the extension of the bounty.

AN CVILGHOICE 
Lord Rosebery is Between 

Scylla and Charybdis 

PR0TECTI0N0RS0GIALISM 

HOUSE OF LORDS THE LAST BAR­
RIER IN THE WAY OF THE PEO­
PLE—SHOULD NOT BE ABOLISH­
ED—EIGHT HOUR DAY FOR 
MINERS. 

London, March 12.—"The active 
menace of socialism" with which Great 
Britain is confronted was a prominent 
and striking feature of lord Rosebery'** 
presidential address before the Liberal 
league this afternoon. 

The former, premier was discussing 
the necessity of the league's unceasing 
support of "Sane Imperialism," In .which 
category he Included the maintenance 
of the policy of free trade. 

•'Protection," lord Rosebery declared, 
"Is a great evit, a great tyranny and a 
great source of corruption." Continuing 
the speaker said that he foresaw now, 
a time, when the present movement In 
parliament founded on Ideas of social 
reform, might lead to such enormous 
pressure in the way of direct taxation 
as to make the nation seek relief from 
Its in tolerable burden by shifting al 
part of this burden to the taxation 
of imports. The time might come, but 
lord Rosebery said he trusted God the 
time never would be when the liberals 
would be forced to choose between be­
tween allowing the socialists to gain 
the upper hand, or allying themselves 
with the party of protection In. order 
to defeat socialism. Of these two con­
ditions, he for one, without hesitation, 
would prefer protection. This would be 
a great evil and source of corruption, 
but socialism would mean the end of 
the empire, religious faith, freedom, and 
prosperity. 

In the elections of 1907, lord Roseber-
ry went to, the country had seen the 
liberals mid conservatives flying at each 
others throats for the husks and let­
ting tbe socialists slip away with the 
kernel, namely, seats in parliament, and 
they had witnessed the tragedy of the 
liberals fighting under the banner of "no 
second chamber" nt the very moment 
when a second chamber was most ne­
cessary In order to combat socialism. 
Formerly Great Britain had u strong 
second chamber, backed up by the veto 
of the sovereign. The veto of the sov­
ereign had long since disappeared, said 
the former premier, aud now it Is sought 
to do away with the second chamber. 

"Contrast this," lord Rosebery con­
tinued, "with tlie conditions in the Unl-. 
ted States, the most democratic com­
munity in tlie world. There you find 
a written constitution, not one syllable 
or letter of which can be altered with­
out a grave and lengthy constitutional 
process. You find a senate of overpow­
ering authority, and you find a veto iu 
the hands of the president. Not a veto 
that has fallen into disuse, but an active 
and vigorous element in the constitu­
tion. Here we have nothing but the 
feeble barrier of the hereditary second 
chamber, which it is now said ought 
to be entirely abolished. 

"I honestly say, considering the 
inanace of socialism which has reared 
its head in this country during the 
year and which'Is prepared to rear iUelf 
on every occasion again, that it strikes 
mo as amazing that, the government at 
the present time should embark on the 
policy of iibollshlng tlie only barrier 
remaining between it and the people." 

Lord Rosebery admitted that the 
house of peers needed reform but no 
such reform as was suggested by the 
present government. 

The visit of president Fallleres of 
France will be a notable demonstration 
of the Anglo-French entente. King Ed­
ward bus promised to open the new 
Franco-British exposition in London, 
and has Invited* the president to accom­
pany him on that occasion, which thus 
will become a significant etate ceremony, 
most of the prominent peers and many 
notable French visitors attending. 

There ure unconfirmed reports both 
in London and Dublin that the crown 
jewels, recently stolen from Dublin Cas­
tle, have been recovered from a pawn 
broker and returned to Dublin Castle. 
It was said in Scotland Yard last night 
that the police had no information on 
this subject. 

The colliery owners, who have been 
conferring in this city on the subject 
of the government's bill, being an 
eight hour day for miners, today de­
cided that should parliament pass the 
measure to advance the price of coal 
36 cents per ton and to make all fu­
ture contracts on this basis. Shipown­
ers, railways and miners have been 
sending delegations to Herbert Glad­
stone, secretary for home affairs, ever 
since the introduction of the bill, point­
ing that the Inevitable curtailment of 
the output and the Increase In the price 
of coal will mean a serious financial 
strain, if not bankruptcy, to many of 
the country's big Industries. Mr. Glad­
stone thinks these facts are exaggerated 
but admits that the bill will require 
some amendments, 

W. W, Astor has Imparted ano her Im­
petus to the Oxford university endow­
ment fund, which was inaugurated by 
lord Cunoa on his election to the chan­
cellorship of the university. Mr. Astor 

originally promised to give $50,000 when 
the fund reached the total of |500,000, 
and he now promises to give $100,000 
when the fund reaches this amount The 
present total of the. fund is $375,000. 

"IS THERE NO APPEAL?" 
SLAYER OF FATHER HEINRICHS 

FOUND GUILTY 

JURY FIXED THE PENALTY AT 
HANGING 

Denver, March 12.—Guiseppe Alia, 
who shot and killed .father Leo Hein-
richs in St. Elizabeth's church in this 
city on February 23, was today found 
guilty of murder in the first degree. 
Hanging was the penalty fixed by the 
jury. 

"IB there no appeal?" These were 
the only word's spoken by Guiseppe 
Alia when informed by the interpreter 
that the jury found him guilty of mur­
der. 

Just IS days after firing the shot, 
which brought the death of father Fran­
cis Leo HelnrichB at the altar ln St. 
Elizabeth's church while in the act 
of administering the holy sacrament to 
this wanderer from Italy, an alleged, but 
not proven, anarchist, heard his doom. 

In the court room, not three blocks 
from the church where he committed 
his crime, within sounds of the chimes, 
which he said drew htm to that church, 
Alia received the Judgment delivered by 
the Jury. The attorney for the defence 
made a motion for a new trial and was 
granted five days ln which to file papers.

President Nichols called the nieetlnfefl-tW 
order nt 8 o'clock, and opened the proceed­
ings with a brief address In which he out­
lined, the growth of the organization sjneo 
It was first Incorporated last Augmt. The 
W.A.P. now numbers among Its subscrib­
ers 20 dailies of which fourteen are In the 
prairie provinces, one In British Columbia, 
three In Toronto and Ottawa and one In 
Montreal. Mr. Nichols went on to point out 
the various steps taken hy the organization 
since Its Inception to make news gathering 
and news distr ibuting functions of the or­
ganization efficient as related to the sp:cial 
requirements of western publishers nnd the 
western public. He concluded with an out­
line of (lie purpose for which the meeting 
hud been convened, which was to strength­
en the association by getting the co-opera­
tion of its subscribers. The charter was 
being so amended us to permit all western 
publishers becoming shareholders and thus 
obtain a direct report. 

Although It will be some weeks before 
the legal requirements will be completed 
alt the subscribers present showed their 
faith In the ' fu ture of the orgunlzutlon by 
making application for shares. 

Nomination for directors to represent the 
western provinces on the board were then 
made and these will go Into effect as soon 
as the charter is amended. 

The nominations were: Saskatchewan, W. 
F . Kerr, Iteglna, and G. H. Thompson, 
Saskatoqn; Alberta, J . H. Woods, Calgary 
and Duncan Marshall, Edmonton; British 
Columbia, F. J . Deane, Nelson, B.C. 

A general discussion followed and be­
fore the meeting closed It was unnnlmously 
resolved that tbe. next convention should 
in- held in Saskatoon. 

JUSTICE AT LAST 

The Jury Found for Plaintiff hi "Klip the 
Coin" Case 

New York, March 12—A Jury which did 
not flip a coin to dec de an uccid**nt suit, 
as did a previous Jury In the same ease, 
returned a verdict for 11250 today In favor 
of TtiomnH Dixon against the New York 
City Railway company for the death of bis 
brother four an da half years old. 

In tho original trial tin- Jurymen after 
being out all night reported to juat'ee Guy 
in the supreme court, a verdict In favor 
of the railway company. Investigation re­
vealed the fact tha t ono of tho Jurymen 
was anxious to close a real estate denl and 
all were apparently hopelessly divided, they 
decided to flip a coin, heads for the com­
pany, tntlB for the plaintiff. Heads won. 
Justice Guy strongly reprimanded the Jury 
for the violation of their oaths, fined each 
of them WO and ordered a new trial. 

METHODIST MINISTER DEAD 
Brockvllle, March 12—Rev. A, O. Robert­

son, one of tho Methodist ministers of the 
Montreal conference, died here today. He 
was a outlive uf Almonte, and was 40 years 
of age.

BOARD OF TRADE MEETING 

TOURIST RATES INTO T H E KOOTE­

NAY COUNTRY, O R E SACKS AND 

OTHER QUESTIONS A R E DIS­

CUSSED BY T H E MEMBERS 

LAST NIGHT. 

There was only a sparsely attended meet­
ing of the board of trade last evening, there 
being present Messrs. S. A. Kelly, J . M. 
Lay, I . G. Nelson, S. S. Fowler, H . K. 
Douglas, H. G. Goodeve, A. W. Dyer, J . 
L. Buchan, L. B. DeVeber, E . W. Wld-
dowson and W. H . Jones, with 8. S. Fow­
ler, vice-president, In the chair. 

The principal business discussed by the 
board was a proposed duty on rough lum­
ber and shingles, but there were a number 
of other points taken up of general inter­
est to the welfare of Nelson and the con­
tiguous districts. 

After the reading of the minutes the fol­
lowing members were proposed: O. P . 
Wells, by A. W. Dyer and L. B. DeVeber, 
and V. W. Odium by H . a , Goodeve and 
I. Q. Nelson, and were duly elected. 

The report of the council of the board 
nnent alleged false advertising of Koote­
nay fruit land was read. 

A resolution was presented from the Van­
couver board of trade setting forth the un­
fair competition of ronght lumber being 
dumped In th's province and asking for a 
duty of K per thousand on /rough lumber 
and 30 cents on shingles. 

S. S. Fowler remurked thnt If he had 
had to build anew his new mill on the Blue 
Bell mine ut the prices of lumber prevail­
ing it would pay him to get a steel frame 
from Pennsylvania. At the same time 
Canadian lumber should bave piotectlon 
a t least as much ns the Import duty on 
Canadian lumber going Into the state*-. 
There were no lumbermen present, yet the 
speaker would like to have an explanation 
why the prlc of lumber had practically 
doubled although the price of labor had 
not doubled nor had that of supplies. 

J . M. Lay pioposed and J. L. Buchan 
seconded thnt the matter be laid over un­
til the next meeting to give the lumbermen 
u chance of being present. This carried. 

T. G. Nelson asked for recons'doratllon 
on the ground that the question had been 
dlscuss-d liv a thoroughly representative 
meeting two years ago and had been passed 
He did not think the duty would Increase 
the price of lumber. 

W. H. Jones seconded. 
H. G. Goodeve was not sure whether 

the price of lumber would not be reduced. 
J . M. Lay thought, the cheap prices of la­
bor of six or seven years ago were not 
profitable. 

The motion for reconsideration wns then 
put and lost 

A letter wus rend from n Detroit f'rni 
asking as to the prospects of establishing 
a wood turpentine plant In Nelson. The 
secretury had already written giving full 
information. 

As to ore sacks being charged duty each 
time they enter Canada after being Bent 
across the lino to U.S. smelters, W. Pat­
erson of the customs department, reported 
that no change could be made without an 
alteration In tbe tariff. The secretary 
further reported that W. A. Galliher wus 
taking up the question at Ottawa. 

The matter wat* laid on the table for fur­
ther consideration. 

Tbe Great Northern reported by letter 
that the tourist rate from St. Paul to 
the Kootenny was J55 and to Vancouver 
$60. The latter rate permitted the return 
or the outgoing Journey to be taken over 
either route, by the mnln line or Via Nelson. 

Messrs. McDermid and McHardy com­
plained that a settlers' rate applied to the 
northwest provinces hut not to British 
Columbia. The secretary had enquired nt 
the C.l ' .R. and told that this was not the 
case. 

H. I-:. Douglas said that during oertaln 
seasons of the year, spring and autumn, 
iffittlerfl' rates were given to British Colum­
bia. After April these rates did not apply 
tmt on the other hand settlers came In 
ordinarily only In the spring nnd' ln tbe 
autumn. 

P. G. Ebblltt resigned hi-- po.-Ulon as 
secretary of the board of trade as he Is 
entering Into the real estate business but 
promised to do the work until a selection 
wns made. 

S. S. Fowler regretted the resignation 
saying that Mr. Ebbutt had done excellent 
work, in whleh remarks everyone present 
concurred. 

On motion of J . M. Lay, seconded hy L. 
B. DeVeber the resignation was laid on 
the tnbh' until the next meeting. 

The freight rule committee had nothing 
speclnl to report. J. M. Lay presented a 
petition from the Publicity Bureau asking 
the city council for support, requesting 
thd endorsement of the board of trade. 
He considered that the fair thing was ths-
paying of the whole expenses hy the city 
and the taxing of tho general public, all 
of whom benefitted, to defray the cost. 
There had been much good work done and 
It should not be d'scontlnucd. 

S. S. Fowler approved, saying thai the 
expenso had been borne In the past by a 
few Individuals nlthough all had partici­
pated In tho benefits. 

A. W. Ximr moved, nnd S. A. Kelly se­
conded tha r tbo board of trade endorse tlie 
petition and that tho president and secre­
tary sign the document for the board. ThlB 
was carried. 

A resolution was passed a t the Instance 
of I. G. Nelson, and seconded by 34. Q. 
•Goodeve, asking for the appointment of u 
local man, thoroughly conversant with the 1 

conditions of the district to fill the vacancy 
as general freight agent, created by the 
promotion of W. C. Bowles, the resolu­
tion to be wired to the general freight 
traffic manager a t Winnipeg, 

The meeting then adjourned. 

TROUBLE IN NEW YORK 
PARKHURST DEMANDS REMOVAL 

OF OFFICIALS 

NAMES MAYOR M'CLELLAN AND 
COMMISSIONER BINGHAM 

Albany, N. Y., March 12.—Charges 
against mayor George B. McClellan and 
police commissioner Theodore A. Bing­
ham, with a demand for thetr removal 
from office, were filed today before gov­
ernor Hughes by Dr. Charles H. Park-
hust on behalf of the Society for the 
Prevention of Crime in New York city. 

Governor Hughes declined to make 
any comment on the charges, which al­
lege neglect of'duty In non-enforcement 
of the liquor tax law. The procedure 
will be the same as that provided In the 
case uf charges being preferred against 
a sheriff or a district attorney. In such 
cases the constitution provides that the 
governor shall cause a copy of the 
charges to be served on the accused, 
who shall have reasonable time to pre­
pare and file an answer. If the gov­
ernor deems the charges of sufficient 
importance he will probably appoint a 
special commissioner to take testimony 
and report. 

AMEN SHERMAN ACT 

Important Conference at the White House 
—Labor Interested 

Washington, March 12—An Important con­
ference was held nt tlie White House last 
night and In a sense, was continued today 
respecting amendments to the Sherman act. 
Changes In the luw, it Is understood will 
be proposed along the lines suggested by 
the conference of the civic federation held 
In Chicago a few weeks ago, No concrete 
results wero reached and/i t is likely that 
further conferences will be held. The presi­
dent is desirous thot a bill embodying the 
conclus'ons of the conference If one be 
reached, he submitted to congress for pas­
sage this session. 

It Is said that the proposed changes are 
of a sweeping character, Inasmuch as, it 
crystallzed Into law It would mean practic­
ally a rejuvenation of the Sherman ant i ­
trust act. 

The part icular Interest of the labor or­
ganizations is to secure an amendment to 
the Sherman act which will exempt them 
from the practical operation of the act as 
to conspiracies In restraint of trade. 

Amendments were proposed relating to 
the operation of railroads, one providing 
that pooling, under proper restrictions, 
ought to be permitted by law. It was also 
suggested that consolidations and traffic 
arrangements ought to be permitted be­
tween connecting lines under such arrange­
ments as would prevent abuse of that fa­
vor. One important amendment was pro­
posed by which there would bo no further 
regulation of corporations doing an Inter­
state business and providing for reports of 
such organizations to the department of 
commerce and labor along the lines of 
the reports now made by railroads to the 
interstate commerce commission, It was 
pointed nut that with the enactment of 
the amendments proposed, the government 
might begin anew Its work of dealing with 
corporations. In fact It was proposed that 
prosecutions now in contemplation by the 
government against corporations under the 
Sherman act, bo abandoned, if the proposed 
amendment should be enacted into law. 

GENERAL WAGE REDUCTION 

Wage Cut Announced That Will .Affect 
Kii.OOO People 

Boston, March IL'—A general reduction in 
tho wages of cotton mill operators of the 
northern New England cotton district will 
be made the latter part of this month and 
during April, according to mill men of this 
city and leading textile centers. Today no­
tices were posted in all the cotton mills 
Of Lowell Informing the operatives thnt 
wages will be reduced ten per cent begin­
ning March 30. It is understood that practi­
cally nil the mills In New England will 
post notices during the next few days an­
nouncing a reduction. Manufacturers give 
as reasons for the change In wages the 
depression In the cloth market, high cost 
of cotton and low prices of good*-*. The cot­
ton mills ln New England employ ltw.000 
persons. C .

PROMISE O P HON. S. F I S H E R A T 

FORESTRY CONVENTION BEING 

HELD IN MONTREALJ—CLERGY 

OF QUEBEC A R E INTERESTING) 

THEMSELVES. 

(Special to The Dally News) 
Montreal, March 12.—An important 

announcement was made by Hon. Syd­
ney Fisher at the Dominion Forestry 
convention here today, that the domin­
ion government had decided to set aside 
the whole of the eastern slope of the 
Rocky mountains forever as a forest 
reserve, extending clear from the boun­
dary to the extreme northern limits of 
the country. 

This vast region, he stated, would be 
kept free from settlers and held for 
forest growth, which would be cut from 
time to time, under such strict regula­
tions as would preserve it for all time 
as a forest reserve for the west. The 
announcement was received with hearty. 
cheers by the delegates. • , 

The convention, which is held here for 
the first time in many years, had a most 
auspicious opening, the marked features 
being the introduction of the bilingual 
system, the effort to Interest the people 
of Quebec in forest conservation and the 
lively Interest displayed by the Roman 
Catholic clergy of the province. 

When lieutenant governor Bir Louis >y/ 
Jette formally opened the convention ' 
he was accompanied by Hon. Sydney ;• 
Fisher, archbishop Bruchesi, bishop Ra- V,*-
clot, Mgr. LaFlamme and canon Dauth, 
of Laval, alt of whom took a very ac­
tive part In the convention. Archbishop 
ItruchesJ spoke at length on the work 
done by the cures In Quebec province 
to guard the habitanH from recklessly 
wasting forest wealth an'd promised his 
own co-operation and tbat of his clergy 
in the work of the convetion. 

Despite the interesting speech of Hon. 
Mr. Fisher the government came In for 
some condemnation later on during the 
discussion, for neglect of the country's 
forests. 

Robert Melghan, who Is interested 
very largely in New Brunswick timber 
limits, declared that the forests were 
neglected and that neither the dominion 
nor the provincial governments were 
doing their whole duty in the matter, % 
and this opinion was apparently shared 
by the convention, without considera­
tion of party affiliation. 

A proposition was brought up to try 
and induce the government in issuing 
land grants to insert a clause providing 
that certain sections of each grant 
should be preserved for all time as tim­
ber limits. This, however, was con­
sidered by the Ontario representatives* 
as Impossible, and provocative of politi­
cal wire-pulling and will be further de­
buted. 

MISSIONARY MOVEMENT 
Pittsburg, March 12—The tlrst interna­

tional convention of the young people's 
missionary movement closed here tonight 
after three busy dnys devoted to plans for 
Chlistlanlslng the heathen nations, by 
nearly 3000 delegates from all over the 
world. Great satisfaction over the results 
of the convention is expressed by all of 
the leaders In the young people's mission­
ary movement, They all feel that the work 
has been given an Impetus such as It has 
•received from no former movement and 
that the spiritual, pract ica l and financial 
benefits will endure for years to come. 

BENEVOLENT NEUTRALITY 
London, March 12—Slr Edward Grey, se­

cretary for foreign affairs, has despatched 
a reply to the Russian nnd Italian notes 
rogatdlng the railway projects In Mace­
donia, ln which lie states that Great Bri­
tain's att ' tude -inward all EUCh projects is 
one or benevolent neutrality, but tha t no 
active British support can he given Ui-.any 
of them unt-l the porte has agreed upon 
nn effective scliaine lor Macedonian reform.
