The bank has 
at present over nO.OOO.OOO roubles loan­
ed out in New Chwang. It is consider­
ed here that Japan will regard the bank 
as the property of the Russian govern­
ment and its assets and profits In Man­
churia to be the legitimate spoils of 
War In 'lieu of an Indemnity. The first 
evidence of this possibility is shown 
by the fact Ihat the Japanese flags are 
now flying over the bank property. 

Up to the present time the Japanese 
authorities have refused to recognize 
the French consular agent here, to 
whom Russia has transferred her in-, 
terests, including the bank property, 
because his appointment was made 
subsequent to the opening of hostili­
ties. Rumors are current in Chinese 
quarters that general Ok it captured 
Hai Cheng yesterday afternoon. They 
cannot, however, be verified.

ELUDED KAMIMURA. 

Vladivostock Sftuadron Succeeds In Get­
ting into, Harbor-Again. 

Vladivostock, Aug. 2—The Vladivos-
•ock squadron, cruiser'division, return­
ed to port at 4 o'clock yesterday after­
noon. The' cruisers were in perfect con­
dition. They captured during the cruise 
the stcamerArabrs ami destroyed some 
Schooners, a small Japanese steadier, 
one German steamer, the Thea, and one 
British* steamer, the last mentioned two 
were carrying contraband, and had near­
ly reached their destination, Yokohama 
but were almost without coal, and it 
was therefore, Impossible to send them 
to VlAtllvostock. The cruisers steamed 
up and dowi-Mrr front of lhe Japanese 
capital and saw nothing of the enemies 
warships. Although the Russian vessels 
had only three doors through which to' 
get home, Ihe straits of Korea, La Per-
ouse strait, and Taugaru strait, which 
apparently could easily have been barred 
by vice-admiral Kamimura's vessels, bad 
luck pursued the Japanese admiral nnd 
the Russian cruiser lleet had no diffi­
culty In eluding him. 

St. Petersburg. Aug,"2.— The Associat­
ed Press despatch from Vladivostock 
brought the first, statement of the renson 
for the sinking of the steamer Knight 
Commander, which was that she was so 
short of coal, she could not be sent to 
Vladivostock. It also contained the first 
announcement that a Gorman steamer 
had been sunk for the same renson, but 
gave no clue to the identity of the latter 
vessel.
