Nelson tax rate for the year was 
struck by the city council at last 
nigut's meeting at 37% mills on the 
dollar on land and 3 mills on 60 per 
cent of the Improvements.

All taxes will be due on September 
1, but will be subject to a rebate of 
one-sixth If paid before November 1.

Quebec Fire Makes 
Thousand Homeless 

QUEBEC, June 24.—A fire which 
broke out iu Chlcouilml in the district 
of Saguenuy this afternoon destroyed 
a largo number of buildings, Including 
the Chateau Saguctiiiy, the cathedral, 
lown hull and the Ciilcouliml hotel. 
Also a number ot* blocks contain.ng 
private residences and stores. At 6 
o'e.ock lhe lire was under control. 

The mayor of Chlcoutiml wired Mayor 
Diouln of this cily for help, but as it 
would have lukun about 11 to 12 hours 
for a deluchmciit of the brigade to 
reach tiie scene by special train the 
request was not grained. 

Four houses hud to be blown up to 
slop ihe progress of the fire. The 
telephone and government telegraph 
offices were out of order between 
Quebec und Chcoutlml early this even­
ing and the only possible means to 
secure any news was over the Great 
Northwestern telegraph, but even this 
news was very meagre. 

Between 100 and 125 buildings have 
been reduced to ashes and nbout 1,000 
residents are living with relatives and 
friends tonight. At the request of 
Major Rlverln, Colonel Landry will 
send 150 tenlo there tomorrow morn­
ing. Mgr. Labrecque and his clergy­
men, as well as the citizens of Chl-
.•outlmt now in town, will leave Cor 
homo tomorrow morning. It was ru­
mored In town tonight that one man 
had been killed and three Injured, but 
lbs could not be verified tonight. The 
financial IOFS or insurance could not 
be ascertained. 

The fire broke out at 10 a. m. at 
the Chateau Snguenny. In no time it 
had ravaged Racine street and Con­
vent street, lhe cathedral was de­
stroyed, the flro catching In the belfry. 
The Herrilnary convent school and 
aboul 20 stores nnd shops as well as 
many residences are Iii ashes. Nearly 
1,009 persons are homeless.

CLEVELAND, O., June 24—A new

After a series of 
discussions with bis lieutenants today 
before leaving Chicago, in which then* 
were several sharp clashes, Col. Roose­
velt decided to cut entirely away from 
the pnrty with which his whole pub' 
lie career Jias been identified. Ills de­
cision wns a disappointment to those 
who favored tfie organization of whal 
might be considered nn independent 
Republican party with whicli various 
state organizations might co-operate 
and still maintain, lt wns hoped 
nominal regularity. 

"Thero must be no compromise, no 
straddle," snid Col. Roosevelt. As an 
indication of his determination he said 
that when he returned to Oyster Bay 
he would communicate with a number 
of Democrats who he thought might 
wish to join the new party. 

When he left Chicago, with his first 
plans completed and his leaders scat 
tcrlng to all parts of the country Col. 
Roosevelt expressed himself as pleas 
od with the outcome of convention 
week, although ft was unexpected to 
him. He said that the way In which 
hls-action hnd been received was en 
couraglng and that he had a mass of 
letters and telegrams from all parts of 
the country, from both Democrats and 
Republicans, offering support. 

' Declined Nomination 

The Republican nomination for 
president, Col. Roosevelt said tonight, 
was his. for the asking on tbe day 
lhat President Taft was renominated. 
He declined to accept it, Im said, on 
the terms under wlilch the offer was 
made, On his way back to Oyster Bay 
the former president gave a glimpse 
into the Secret history of the lust dny 
of tho convention when it was appar­
ent tliat the tide of battle hnd turned 
resistlcssly against him'. It was a 
plan to seize control of tho convention 
at tho last moment by a sudden move, 
overturn tbo Tuft majority and make 
Roosevelt the nominee. This is the 
story us he told It: 

Early Saturday morning a group of 
ilciegiiles from southern states ar­
ranged a private Interview with Col. 
Roosevelt. They told him Ihey bud 
come to offer hlm the nomination. 
They had with them a list of the 
known Roosevelt delegates nnd stated 
that they were authorized to speak 
for. a block of Taft delegates who 
were willing to swing over** to Roose­
velt to nvert a rupture of the party. 
The number of these delegates they 
assured the colonel, was large enough 
to nominate him or nny other candi­
date he might name. One provision 
was made, Col. Roosevelt continued. 
It was that he must accept the nomi­
nation as then composed and not In­
sist upon removal of the 7S delegates 
whom he contended were fraudulently 
seated, und that he recognize any act 
of'the convention. The delegates told 
him, he said, that their band would 
stand together on the roll call for the 
presidential nominee but tlmt It would 
bo hopeless for them to nltompt to 
combine with the Roosevelt minority 
to unseat the 78 delegates. 

Terms Refused 

Col. Roosevelt said that he informed 
these emissaries that if he should be 
nominated under these conditions he 
would not accept tho nomination-- He 
told them to go to tho delegates whom 
they represented and bring back to 
him a pledge signed by 30 delegates 
agreeing to combine with the Roose 
velt delegates and make tho attempt 
to start all over again to organize the 
convention nnd to unseat the 78 con­
tested delegates; The attempt fulled. 
Col. Roosevelt said thnt a considerable 
number of signatures to the pledge 
were obtained but thnt it hod proved 
Impossible to hold a sufficient num 
ber of delegates In line for the course 
of action upon which he Insisted tu 
give it the chance of success. 

The chief point of interest to Col. 
Roosevelt's supporters today was as 
to whether they would be able to carry 
with them the strength of tho follow­
ing which Col. Roosevelt has hereto­
fore had within Hie Republican party. 
Somo of them said frankly that the 
movement was inaugurated on the as­
sumption that since Col. Roosevelt 
hnd been the choice of the party in a 
number of Republican stntcs, ft would 
bo possible to bring theso stntcs in 
line for the new pnrty. No plnn has 
Vet been decided upon by which II 
would bo possible to effect such n 
transfer of workable organizations from 
tho Republican party to, the now in* 
terprlse. It Is recognized that there 
exIstB tbe dnnger of so mnny defec­
tions that In some cases the machin­
ery may be either badly dnmnged In 
tho process or left In the hands of the 
"regular" Republicans.

BRYAN IS AGAIN 
DOMINANT FIGURE 

Probable Candidate as Tem­
porary Chairman and 

Presidential Nominee 

(By Dally News Leased Wire.) 
BALTIMORE, Md., June 24.—All 

hope of avoiding a fight from the fall 
of the gavel in the Democratic na­
tional convention vanished tonight 
when the nationul committee approved 
the selection of former Judge A. B, 
Parker of New York as temporary 
chairman, In defiance of the threat of 
William Jennings Bryan to make un 
Issue of the alleged conservatism of 
Judge Parker as opposed to the pro-
greesivism which the distinguished 
Ncbruskan declared so Important. An 
effort was made by the national com­
mittee to placate Mr. Bryan, but a 
conference resulted In complete failure, 
Mr. Bryan would not recede from the 
position be had taken and tonight pre­
pared to mnke his fight from the floor 
of the convention tomorrow to rally 
progressives to his standard In oppo-
3 Hon to Judge Parker. 

Mr. Bryan announced'today that If 
no other good progressive candidate 
could be prevailed upon to make the 
race he would enter the field himself 
us the opponent of Judge Parker. 

The Ncbruskan, three times the can­
didate of his party for the presidency, 
stood out today as the dominant fig­
ure In the convention. All contingen­
cies of the future, Including the nom­
ination of a presidential candidate, 
seined to hinge upon what he should 
do. The impression continued to be 
more marked that Mr. Bryan might 
himself be tho ultimate presidential 
nominee. Some of bis friends tonight 
declared Unit he would be voted for In 
.the convention whether formally 
placed In nomination or not, and they 
expressed the belief that he would win 
If the voting should go lo a fourth or 
riflh ballot, 

In furtherance of lliclr hope or nom­
inating Mr. Bryan, some ot his friends, 
it is said, are bending their energies 
to preventing a coalition of the Clark 
and Wilson forces. They are talking 
iif Bryan and Wilson as u possible 
ticket and the suggestion is receiving 
attention In many quarters*

BALTIMORE, June 24.—Former 
Judge Parker of New York was choa-
en ns the candidate for temporary 
elm Irmn n of the Democratic national 
convention by the national committee 
tonight. He received 31 votes, Sena­
tor-elect James of Kentucky 20 and 
Senator O'Gorman.of New York 2. 

The committee balloted on the roe-
nmmi-ndulion of the sub-committee on 
arrangements mnde several dnys ago, 
that Mr. Barker be the chairman. This 
aroused the protest of W. J. Bryan 
and a sub-committee tried in a con­
ference between' Mr. Bryan and Judgo 
Parker Ibis afternoon to prevent a 
promised fight In the convention to 
morrow. When Ihls failed the com-
mltlee determined to stand by the sub 
commlllce election. Progressive Dem 
ocruts, 22 of them, protested against 
the selection, 20 supporting Mr. Brynn'i 
champion, Representative James of 
Kentucky, and two voting for Senator 
O'Gormnn, who had nlso been pro­
nounced as acceptable for the tempor­
ary chairmanship. The action of tho 
national committee is expected to re­
sult in a bitter factional tight on the 
floor of the convention and a struggle

QUARANTINE MUST 
BE KEPT STRICTLY 

Infectious Diseases Must be Reported 
—Prosecutions Ordered—High 

School Principal is Scored 

; Strenuous steps should be taken to en­
force strictly the health regulations us 
lo quarantine und reporting cuses of 
scarlet fever, declared Aid. Gleuzer at 
the city council meeting last night, and 
the medical health officer was Instructed, 
to enter prosecutions iu every case of 
an Infringement of the law. 

Yesterday one boy. from a house under 
quarantine was at the circus, said Aid. 
Gleazer, who crltUed n. Smillie, princi­
pal of the. high school, uu lbe ground 
that lie wos endangering the health of 
bis pupils by allowing himself to come 
Into contact with persons In bis own 
residence which was under quarantine. 

Mr. Smell le. said tin- alderman; had a 
case nf scarlet fever In Ids house and 
was sleeping ou his verandah but was 
having his meals cooked by Mva. 
Smellfe, whom he spoke to and came 
into close contact with on (he verandah. 
"Mr. Smcllle ought to know better than 
to Incur this risk," declared Aid. Gleazer 
who said that 1\_ thought he should 
have formal warning In the mutter. 

Dr. Arthur stated that his Information 
was that Mr. Smellfe had not been In 
his buns.' since It was quarantined, the 
chairman of the rinanoe committee re­
torting that Mrs, Smellfe had been cook­
ing, meals for her husband and that they 
had been observed standing closely to­
gether Iu conversation on tlie verandah. 

Yesterday two cases of scarlet fever 
wero discovered at a local hotel said 
the mayor, and the patients hud been 
taken to the Isolation hospital. 

Instancing the laxity wllh which quar­
antine regulations were being observed 
Aid AUBtln said that a little boy when 
nsked on the street yesterday If he were 
going to the circus bail replied, "No, 1 
can't go to the circus. I've got the 
scarlet fever." 

Dr. Arthur, during the discussion ns 
to bringing prosecutions, said that tr 
he started to make charges in the police 
court ho would probably have to start 
with members of his own profession who 
were derelict in reporting cases of In­
fectious^ diseases._ 

(Through Renter's Ottawa Agency.) 
LONDON, June 24—In the house of 

commons this afternoon, Rt. Hon. 
David Lloyd-George, chancellor of the 
exchequer, speaking on, budget reso­
lutions reminded the house that thero 
were two contingencies regarding tbe 
disposal of the surplus of £0,500,000. 
He said that when ho made his bud­
get stntement tho first contingency 
was whether the conl strike would 
cause a lack of revenue In consequence 
of tho decreased consumption. Ho was 
now able to say, such was the buoy­
ancy of trade, that the estimate of 
revenue glverf at the beginning of the 
fiscal year would be well within the 
mark and that probably there would 
be a margin which would consequently 
render It unnecessary to draw upon 
revenue nt all to meet the ravages 
of tho strike. 

Tho other contingency was a pos­
sible increase In the demands of the 
admiralty, npon the exchequer. Rt. 
Hon. Winston Churchill, first lord of 
tho admiralty, had stated quite clearly, 
said Mr. Lloyd-George, that he based 
his estimate* upon the assumption 
that the German navy law would re­
main unchanged. There wag a bill 
before tho reiohstug a.t that time pro­
viding for a very considerable addition 
to the (fcrovWlon made by the old 

iGerman navy law. Since then the bill 
Iliad become nn net of lhe German par­
liament. It wns now no longer a con­
tingency but a fact with which Great 
Britain was confronted]. This new 
law provided addition's to sprend over 
a period of six years of national pro­
gram', amounting in tne aggregate to 
£ 10,000,000. 

Naval Expenditure 
Mr. Lloyd-George proceeded to say 

that In due course Mr. Churchill, ns 
first lord of the admiralty, would sub­
mit supplementary naval estimates. It 
was not for hlm to anticipate Mr. 
Churchill's statement In this regard 
and he only referred to it In so fur as 
wus necessary to explain the financial 
statement which be was nowl making 
to tho house. This year Hie additional 
sum which Mr.-Churchill would ask 
for ho thought did not exceed £1.000,. 
000, but further heaVy payments would 
fall due In subsequent years as the re­
sult of the British naval program Mr. 
Churchill had found It necessary to 
outline, 

That left a .balance of £5,500,000 
which was not. disposed of. There was, 
however, u, new Item of expenditure 
which he (Lloyd-George) proposed to 
recommend to the house, TL had refer­
ence to the expansion and development 
of the resources of I3nst Africa nnd 
Uganda. The colonial office was "pres­
sing the exchequer for nn advance for 
further development ot that exceed­
ingly rich country. Ho had recom­
mended a year or two ago that a por­
tion of tho surplus should be expended 
In the extension of the railways of 
Uganda and of the protectorate nnd 
for the construction of a deep water 
pier nnd jetty. Thero wns no doubt 
at nil, he said, about the enormous
