to an official report of a commission 
of Investigation appointed by the 
Montenegrin foreign office upon lhe 
withdrawal of the Serbian troops. 
Copies of the report have been 
transmitted to the Eurnpenn govern­
ments, and ono also in understood 
to have bc«ai submitted to the Unit­
ed Stated govornment. 

The .. commission charged that 
"Crimes commuted in Montenegro 
were ordered by the Serbian author­
ities nnd precisely by high officers 
such ns Gen. MHoss Mlsilovltch, 
chief commander of the troops of 
occupation," and lt gives the names 
and circumstances attending some 
of the alleged atrocities. The re­
port avers that the purpose was 
either to force those persecuted to 
declare a ileglanre to the Serbian 
king or to obtain information about 
their male relatives who had es­
caped, from the Serbian authorities.

This information was vouchsafed 
Sir Henry Drayton at tbe session 
ui' tbe tariff commission here this 
afternoon by R, -M. Winslt-v, """Mm-
uler of the British Columbia Traffic 
and Credits association, while pre­
senting the brief for fruit growers of 
the okanagan Valley, ("'rowers, he 
said, hoped so to enlarge their mar­
kets In the east and in Great Britain 
so that this years crop of nbom 
600*0 ear* would be greatly exceeded. 

Mr. W. """, Ladnmn, a member of 
tho fruit growers' executive stated 
that irrigation costs amounted t 
al out $10 an acre and the sum in­
vested in the fruit growing industry 
was approximately $ 3 r.. 000,000. Un­
der favorable conditions the increase 
of production next year would be 
per cent. If the United States was 
permitted to dump inferior grades 
of apples into Canada lt would moan 
the ruin of the industry here. 

Mr. Winslow during the session 
told the commission thut hts associa­
tion advocated protection when it 
resulted in increased production, 
though in tbe case of peaches it had 
not hnd thia effect. Fruit growers 
felt that fruit and men had held up 
the public in prices charged for 
cherries.

Grants Sum Towards Cost of 

Expert Investigation; Ap­
points Delegates 

Authority for the payment of 
"1250 towards the cost of the recent 
expert investigation into the desir­
ability of ..establishing a pulp Indus­
try In this city, that was made 
by H. "Helln, under the auspices of 
the Nelson board of trade, was vot­
ed at a meeting? of the city council 
last evening, a t the request of J, 
K. Annable, chairman of the In­
dustrial committee of the board of 
trade, who Informed the council of 
the progress of the Investigation, 
Mayor McDonald presided. Others 
present were Aid. O. F. McHardy, 
A-IA. A. A. Perrler, Aid. C. H. Bean, 
Aid. A . A. Patenaude, Aid. Mrs. 
W. a. Foster and City Clerk Was ­
son. 

Mr. Annable stated the investi­
gation Was costing $750. The pro­
mised data had been collected and 
H .Helln waa preparing his detailed 
report. In general terms, Mr. Helln 
had advocated the establishment of 
a 50-ton capacity mill, and the 
manufacture of pulp a s an Initial 
venture. Such a mill would require 
800 horse-power to operate' i t Mr. 
Annable intimated that an estimate 
of the cost of constructing an ad­
ditional unit at the city power plant 
this fall during low water was de­
sirable. The sum granted by the 
council was contingent on a s ta te­
ment of expenditures being submit­
ted. 

A communication on the owner­
ship and maintenance of 175 feet 
of Baker street where it enters the 
property of the Canadian Pacific 
railway company In the vicinity of 
the depot, was received from W. O. 
Miller, superintendent of the Koot­
enay division. Mr. Miller contended
