As long 
as a hundred years ago, there had 
been complaints against a nominated 
legislative council, un tho ground that 
It was undemocratic. 
Constitution of Legislative Council 
Mr. Dennts r< viewed the constitu­

tional history of Canada in regurd to 
lhe upper chamber. Aa tu why at 
defederat ion, the senate had not 
been elective, Mr. Dennis quoted Sir 
•Tohti A. MacDonald au appealing for 
compromise. It was felt that If con­
federation w.is neeessnry. every prov­
ince should bo n a d y to make compro­
mises, provided no Vital principle 
was sacrificed. 

Comparing Canada with other parts 
of the Hrltish Ivnipirc, Mr, Dennis said 
Australia. South Africa. New Zealand 
^ind Ireland all had elective senates. 
Thus Cansda was the only one of 
the five great British dominion* which 
had not an elective system, 

Austria. Belgium. France and 
Ciet ho-Slovakia nil had an elective 
svuein. although the French system 
was Indirect. The French system, be 
thought, iraa the best In the world. 

"Cur system Is an obsolete system 
of tho middle ages, and should nut 
he maintained nny longer," he said. 
The scnute, which should be the 
more Important of tbe two chambers, 
was by far the less important. The 
only people that derived benws'lt from 
ii ii'initiMih e senate wero those win 
wero nominated, and possibly tin 
members of the patty which nomi­
nal ed them. Th* more democracy 
developed, the more Canada found 
herself behind tho times In this mat­
ter. 

He closed by expressing the hope 
that the government, of which he WM 
a, slipperier, would bring about the 
change ton a nominative t o o n tttt* 
t h e aaaata.
