FIRST REFUGEE SHIP 
ARRIVES AT VICTORIA

VICTORIA, Bept. IS. — The first 
refugees from the Japanese disaster 
reached American shores last night 
when the liner. President Jefferson. 
brought 155 people, representing n 
nationalities. The moment the boat 
reached quarantine at this, Its first, 
port of call on tho American conti­
nent, a half-dozen of the British con 
tlngent, who were suffering froni 
broken limbs, bruises, or shock, were 
transferred by the Canadian Red 
Cross to hospitals. Canadian doctors 
rnd nurses were at the dock to meet 
them. 

Majority Ar* Destitute. 
Premier John Oliver and an offi­

cial party boarded the liner, and of­
fered assistance to the refugees In 
the name of the Dominion govern­
ment. United States officials also 
boarded the liner here, to ascertain 
what measure of relief is required by 
those destined to Seattle. Most of 
the refugees are practically destitute. 

Six are known to be Canadians. 
They are Mrs. Richard McLeary; her 
son, Master I. McLeary; Miss Lillian 
McLeary, all of Toronto; Mrs. A. F. 
Jtfferies, , address unknown; Edgar 
Nobles and Cecil Porter, two young 
men from Edmonton'. 

There are also 14 Britishers, four 
Germans, five French, one Polish, one 
Russian, (Hie Danish, one Spanish and 
four Dutch.' Of ihe remainder, all 
are United Htates-citizens except f i .e 
Mexicans, two Argentinians and one 
Peruvian.

The British and Canadians disem­
barked at Victoria, The rest pro­
ceeded to Seattle. 

Conor*.* Dock Drowns Hundreds. 
The part played by the Empress of 

Australia and her personnel was de­
scribed fully for the first time by 
Mr. Nobles and Mr. Porter, the two 
young Edmonton men, who were em­
ployed In Yokohama by a trading 
company, and who were standing on 
the dock beside the Australia when 
the earthquake began. Their impres­
sion was that the great liner had 
charged the massive concrete dock, 
which heaved In the middle, arid sank 
In fragments. Several hundred per­
sons were thrown Into the water and 
drowned. Sixty of them were whites. 
' The two Canadians were thrown 

across the dock, and miraculously 
escaped Injury. They Belzed a rope 

• pod somehow climbed aboard the liner. 
The raising of the harbor floor had 
lashed a submarine cable round the 
Australia's propeller. 

As tbe disaster ashore developed 
with successive earthquake shocks\ 
and fires springing up everywhere, It 
became apparent that the liner must 
remain at dock, helpless between her 
disablement and the terrific onshore 
wind. 

U n i r r ights nam**. 
Mr. Nobles is of the opinion that 

the heroism and Intelligence of the 
officers and men on the Australia 
saved not only the ship, which was 
in constant danger by fire, but also 
about 3000 lives. Refugees, driven to 
the water by the encroaching flames, 
or thrown overboard from their house­
boats, were taken aboard, while the 
crew tolled hour after hour to extln-
gulshe the flames In the Immediate 
vicinity. The liner became practically

The 
foreign ministry and ministry of war 
will be retained, but It is understood 
that all other ministries, and some 
secretaryships have been Suppressed. 
The various departments will be 
under the control of a higher gov­
ernmental official, to be chosen by 
seniority. He must, however, sub­
mit all matters to the president of 
the directorate for derision. 

The military directorate will begin 
rigid economies in the national ex­
penses, but without prejudicing the 
functions of the administration. 
Primo Rivera ha's appealed to the 
patriotism of the people, the army 
and the navy, that they maintain 
discipline and loyalty to the new 
government. 

A decree naming Primo Rivera as 
president of the directorate con­
fers on him the power to pass upon 
decrees involving public health, 
which decrees will be laws adopted 
Interim, but he cannot modify laws 
passed by the eortos. 

In the preamble, Primo Rivera de* 
Clares himself confident of coping 
with the situation in the same spirit 
which led him to accept tho leader­
ship of the nation.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Gkla., Sept. 16.

Calling the full force of ap ­
proximately 6000 troops In the Okla­
homa national guard to his command, 
the governor climaxed his spectacular 
fight against the Ku Klux Klan 
by declaring that any persons who 
aid the organization in carrying out 
its "purposes" are enemies of the 
sovereign state of Oklahoma and shall 
be denlt with by military forces. 

None Out- After Midnight 
Streets and highways of Oklahoma 

county, in which Oklahoma City is 
located, must be cleared between 
midnight and 5 a. m., according to 
orders. 

Persons whose employment makes 
lt necessary for them to be abroad 
during the Interval between these 
hours must obtuin passes. Carrying 
of firearms Is forbidden unless by 
virtue of permission of the com­
manding officer. 

Sale of firearms and ammunition 
is prohibited. 

Public assemblages called for the 
"purpose of creating opposition to 
the enforcement of martial law" are 
banned, as Is also publication of ar­
ticles having a tendency to incite riot 
or violence or obstruction of the 
military.

Twenty - nine Republican 
Members Are in Jail; 
Peacemakers Get Busy 

DUBLIN, Sept. 10*. — The new par-
I'ament will meet Wednesday. All 
the members elected have been sum­
moned to attend. The notices to Re­
publicans were addressed, not to the 
prisons, where most of them are con­
fined, but to their houses. Their 
friends readdressed them to Eamonn 
de Valera and his 28 colleagues In the 
Jails. 

Some Republicans who are at large 
in the country came up to Dublin, 
and were supposed to be planning a 
demonstration when parliament as­
sembles. This plan, however, will be 
f'ustrated. by a standing order passed 
toward the end of the last session, 
which prescribes that no member can 
be admitted to the iln.il eireann unless 
he be a member according to law. 

Oath Will Be Required. 
This means that the oath of alle­

giance is essential; the preliminary 
oath will not he taken, as In the 
llritish parliament, on tho floor of 
the house, but before, nnd privately, 
in the clerk's office. This is ex­
pected to remove all opportunity for 
a demonstration. 

On the opening day the business 
will be the election of a. speaker and 
a deputy speaker, and probably also 
a president, who may make a state­
ment of his parliamentary program 
and nominate his cabinet for the 
dail's approval. In the absence of 
the Republican members, President 
Ccsgrave's power will be exactly the 
same in the new parliament as ln the

The house, minus 44 Republicans, 
ron tains 109 members, among whom 
President Cosgrave has .3 definitely 
pledged supporters.
