OTTAWA, Dee, 20 (CP)-Com-
mentlng tonight on the corres­
pondence between himself and 
Premier Hepburn made public In 
Toronto early today, Prime Min­
ister Mackenzie King declared the 
letters disclosed nothing "to sub­
stantiate the assertion that there 
was any attempt at domination 
or coercion." 

The prime minister Issued the 
following prepared statement: 

"The premier of Ontario now 
alleges that some action of the 
federal government, prior to his 
application for a licence to ex­
port power, Is responsible for the 
cessation of work on the Long 
Lac diversion. . 

"In the interview which Mr. Hep­
burn had at Ottawa with my col­
leagues and myself, at which he 
made application tor a licence to 
export 120,000 horsepower of electri­
cal energy, took place on Monday, 
Novembmer 29. It is only necessary 
to read Mr. Hepburn's letter ot 
November 25, to see that, up to 
that time, but four days prior to 
the interview, the premier o( Onta­
rio had taken on exception what­
ever to any action or delay on the 
part of the federal government with 
respect either to the Long Lac di-
•vcrsion, the S t Lawrence water­
ways, or any of the matters which, 
he would have the public believe, 
rendered necessary the contracts 
for electrical power which he made 
with the Quebec companies. 

"Had Mr. Hepburn considered the 
course adopted by the federal gov­
ernment to have been in the least 
embarrassing to himselt or the On­
tario government, he would surely 
have made representations accord­
ingly at the time of his interview 
with my colleagues and myself. 
Moreover, he would hardly have 
concluded his letter with the words, 
'I should be very happy to have 
members of the hydro commission 
and technical officers confer with 
your officials at any time, you so 
desire.' 

"It is clear from the correspond­
ence given by Mr. Hepburn to the 
press today, that the Dominion gov­
ernment's action was confined to 
passing on to the premier of On­
tario, for the consideration of his 
government, the views of the United 
States government with respect to 
the St. Lawrence waterways and re­
lated matters, as understood and in 
so far as they had been ascertained. 

"In no way can the correspond­
ence be construed as evidence of 
any 'agreement' or understanding 
between the authorities at Ottawa 
and those at Washington with re­
spect to any of these matters. There 
is, as well, nothing in the corres­
pondence to substantiate the asser­
tion that, in this or in any other 
connection, there was any attempt 
at domination or coercion. 

"As evidence of the fact that the 
Ontario government felt no em­
barrassment, but rather apprecia­
tion of the attitude King adopted 
by the federal government with 
respect to the Long Lac diversion, 
I might cite the following communi­
cation from Mr- Nixon to myself, 
which, jignlficantly enough, ap­
pears to have been omitted from 
the correspondence given to the 
press by Mr. Hepburn, this morn­
ing: 

" 'Confidential: 
"TORONTO, Sept. 9, 1937. 
" 'Dear Mr. King: 
" 'Your favc. of 7th instant re­

garding diversion of water from 
Kenogami river, via Long lake, into 
Lake Superior duly to hand this 
morning and I have carefully noted 
contents. 

" 'Permit me to thank you for giv­
ing this matter your personal at­
tention and replying so fully. 

" 'Yours, sincerely, 
" 'H . C. NIXON.'" 

"The Canadian Press quotes Mr. 

DEAD 

General Erich Ludendorff, 72, 
German Great War commander, 
died yesterday at Munich after a 
lengthy illness. He was operated on 
in November for a bladder ailment. 

Hepburn as saying today: 'Mr. King 
ft trying to create the impression 
that there has been no correspond­
ence or conferences between him­
self and the government of the 
United States regarding the St. 
Lawrence waterways, and no cor­
respondence between me and him, 
but in a letter dated November 12, 
1937, he makes reference to both 
conferences and correspondence.' 

"What Mr. Hepburn stated, and 
what I denied a day or' two ago, 
was not the existence of correspond­
ence iir cohfereRcea between Wash­
ington and Canada, or between him­
self and myself, but the existence 
of an 'agreement' between the au­
thorities at Washington and at Ot­
tawa, with respect either to the 
export of power, the S t Lawrence 
waterways project, or related mat­
ters. 

"Mr. Hepburn is the one who de­
manded that the correspondence 
should be made public and who as­
serted that it had been improperly 
marked confidential. This would 
hardly bear out his latest statement 
that I am now trying to create the 
impression there had been no cor­
respondence. 

LETTER8 MADE PUBLIC 
TORONTO, Dec. 20 (CP) -

C o n f i d e n t i a l correspondence in 
which Ontario's Premier Mitchell 
Hepburn predicted another depres­
sion and Canada's Prime Minister 
Mackenzie King said the Uhited 
States government would not "side­
track" the St. Lawrence waterways 
project for any single water di­
version plan was made public here 
today by Mr. Hepburn. 

"I wish to emphasize the serious­
ness of- the situation created by 
Mr. King's, refusal to attempt to se­
cure permission for diversion of 
Long Lac and other waters," said 
Premier Hepburn as he handed re­
porters copies of letters written by 
Dominion and Ontario government 
officials. " , 

Mr. King had said Sunday night 
we would table the confidential 
correspondence, which Mr. Hepburn 
demanded be made public, in the 
house of commons when the session 
opened in January. 

"Why keep the public in doubt 
any longer?" the Ontario premier 
asked. 

He had charged the Ottawa and 
Washington governments were in 
agreement to block Ontario's power 
development and export plans, as­
serting correspondence with Prime 
Minister King marked "confiden­
tial", supported the charge. 

In reply, Premier Hepburn re­
affirmed his position to the St. 
Lawrence development. He asserted 
Ontario had no need of further 
power from any source, or, "having 
in mind our acute railway prob­
lem, any additional avenue of 
transportation."

Italy Musi Slop Her Propaganda 
Broadcasts, Eden Tells Commons 

LONDON, Dec. 20 (CP Cable)— 
The British Broadcasting Corpora­
tion tonight announced A. T. Bar­
ker, member of the Times editorial 
staff, has been appointed news edi­
tor of the projected foreign fanguage 
broadcasts, 

Mr. Barker, who has been with 
the Times for 14 years, is an ex­
perienced foreign correspondent. 

The announcement followed a 
statement in the house of commons 
by Foreign Secretary Eden that Italy 
had again been requested to halt 
its propaganda broadcast, aimed at 
the near east and intended to foment 
unrest in Palestine.

BRITAIN NAMES

BRITISH REFUGEES 
ARE TURNED BACK 

LONDON, Dec. 20 (AP)—Great 
Britain emphasized her grave view 
of the far eaitern crisis tonight 
by naming a new ambassador to 
China to replace Sir Hughe 
Knatchbull-Hugeutn, who wai 
wounded lait August when Japan­
ese planes machine-gunned his 
automobile. ' 

The foreign office announced 
8lr Archibald Kerr, veteran diplo­
mat who has been ambassador to 
Bagdad since 1935, would take 
over the China post "as soon aa 
possible." 

The «nnouncement said "recent 
events In the far east" made It 
essential Great Britain should' be 
represented In China "by a diplo­
mat of ambassadorial rank and 
that arrangements to such an end 
should be made with the least pos­
sible delay." 

The decision — considered by 
political circles to reflect the seri­
ous view the government took of 
an Increasingly grave situation — 
came as the cabinet was reported 
considering sending six capital 
warships , to reinforce t(rt CMnsfi 
fleet on advice from naval authori­
ties. 

Informed quarters said admiralty 
experts had told the cabinet six 
battleships or battle cruisers were 
necessary for adequate protection 
of British interests in the Chinese-
Japanese war. 

The official announcement of Sir 
Archibald's appointment said King 
George had approved of his succeed­
ing Sir Hughe who later will be 
given another post. 

Great Britain had hoped, the for­
eign office said, to leave the Chinese 
embassy in charge of a counsellor 
until Ambassador Knatchbull-Hu-
fcessen was able to return to his post 
next spring. The announcement em-

FRANCO COLUMN 
IS DESTROYED 

HENDAYE, Dec. 20 (AP) — 
Three Spanish government col­
umns were reported today to have 
captured the centre of besieged 
Teruel, driving out the Insurgent 
defenders of the key city on the 
eastern front at bayonets' point. 

A house-to-house battle was re­
ported raging within Teruel, from 
which the civilian population fled. 

Government advices said the 
city, completely cut off from the 
rest of Insurgent Spain, was ex­
pected to fall In a few hours. 

A column of insurgent Moors and 
Legionnaires was reported destroyed 
by government planes when it tried 
to raise the siege. Government ma­
chine-gun nests and fleets of planes 
ambushed the motorized column, the 
advices said, and its convoy of in­
surgent warplanes sped away. 

Government despatches said the 
first assault column of 2000 men en­
tered Teruel through a cemetery 
after a 45-minute preparatory artil­
lery fire. The second column fought 
its way to the arsenal and the third 
quickly reached the railroad station

W. J. Devitt, Early Nelson Chief, 
Dies in His Home in Vancouver 

Officer Had Stormy 
Career; Burnaby 

Chief Later 
VANCOUVER, Dec. 20 (CP) — 

William J. Devitt, 61, retired chief 
constable of nearby Burnaby mu­
nicipality and a former member of 
the Royal North West Mounted Po­
lice, died at his home here today. 

Devitt was born in Ireland and 
began his police work with the 
Royal Irish constabulary. He was 
later a member of the 14th West 
Yorkshire regiment in the imperial 
army. 

After coming to Canada he joined 
the Royal North West Mounted 
Police, serving with that force for 
eight years. He was a veteran of the 
Riel rebellion in 1884. 

Devitt was appointed chief con­
stable of the Burnaby municipal 
police in 192& and held the position 
until his retirement in 1935. 

WIDELY KNOWN 
IN KOOTENAY 

The late W. J. Devitt was a widely 
known police officer in the Koote­
nay before he became a resident of 
the coast, and he was identified 

with many famous criminal cases. 
For a number of years he was 

chief constable of the Nelson pro­
vincial police district, his service in 
that office terminating about 1900, 
about the time of the prosecution 
of Frank Kootenay, Arrow Lakes 
Indian, for murder. He was suc­
ceeded by Chief Constable John T. 
Black. 

After service elsewhere in the dis­
trict in municipal police work, Dev­
itt returned to Nelson to become 
chief of police of this city, in suc­
cession to C. W. Young. His three or 
four years of service in that office 
were a period of turmoil, a number 
of investigations being held into po­
lice-matters. In the administration 
of Mayor J. J. Malone, his service 
was finally terminated, Chief of 
Police T. H. Long, accompanied by 
Sergt. Alex Stewart, then coming 
here from Rossland. 
TRACED ROBBERS 

Not many years ago, as head of 
the Burnaby police force, Chief 
Devitt was prominent in the work 
of tracing bank robbers and prison­
ers escaping from Oakalla, and re­
ceived high praise from the heads 
of other forces. 

Robert H. Devitt and William O. 
Devitt of Trail are relatives. 

Text of Japanese Major's 
Report on Panay Bombing 

SHANGHAI, Dec. 20 (AP)^Fol -
lowing is the text, In part, of Jap­
anese Major-General Kumakichi 
Harada's report on the Panay bomb­
ing: 

"Having heard that army units 
were involved in the incident aris­
ing from the bombing of the United 
States warship I departed Monday, 
Dec. 13, at 4 p.m. for Nanking to 
investigate and now have returned 
with the facts as I ascertained them. 

"The facts of the bombing itself 
already have been made public. I 
now report data involving the army 
unit connected with it. 

"One unit of the Japanese army 
was proceeding down the river from 
Wuhu Dec. 12 at 8 a.m. and met 
en route one American gunboat and 
three merchant vessels. 

"The battalion adjutant who was 
aboard one Japanese boat boarded 
the United States warship and met 
Its captain. The Japanese inform­
ed the United States Captain the 
zone the latter was traversing was 
within an area of operations and 
was dangerous.

5 BODIES INDAM

Asselstine lo Be Minister of 
Trade and Industry; Pearson 

to take Over Railways Post 
VICTORIA, Dec. 20 (CP)—W. J. 

Asselstine, member of the British 
Columbia legislature for Atlin, will 
be sworn in soon as minister of 
mines and minister of trade and in­
dustry, Premier Pattullo announced 
today. 

The premier said all governmental 
word had increased to such an ex­
tent that appointment of a new 
minister would "undoubtedly make 
for increased efficiency." He said it 
was believed the new department of 
trade and industry could be of great 
assistance to industrial endeavor 
in the province. 

The premier said work of the de­
partment of labor, which includes 
administration of unemployment re­
lief, had been "exceedingly heavy." 
excellent results had been attained 
in that department, but the work 
was likely to increase, rather than 
diminish. 

The premier further stated he was 
relinquishing the portfolio of minis­
ter of railways. That portfolio would 
be taken over by Hon. George S. 
Pearson, present labor minister. 
The premier stated there were "so 
many important problems immedi­
ately confronting the province" that 
he wished to be relieved of the per­
sonal responsibility of administra­
tion of any special department. 

Mr. Pearson, while relinquishing 
the office of minister of mines would 
retain the labor post and that of 
commissioner of fisheries. 

The premier said Mr. Asselstine 
was an experienced mining man 
"and with extension of the bound­

aries of British Columbia northward 
an immense territory will be added 
to the mineral potentialities of Brit­
ish Columbia." 

The premier apparently was r e ­
ferring to proposed annexation <ot 
the Yukon Territory by British Co­
lumbia.

BRITISH AND U.S. 
REFUGEES HALTED 

SHANGHAI, Dec. 21 (Tuesday) 
(AP)—Three hundred British and 
United States women and children 
attempting to flee war threats in 
central China today were turned 
back by a military boom obstruct­
ing passage down the Yangtze river, 

Tho refugee-laden British steam­
ship Woosung. was unable to pass 
new obstruction at Matung. more 
than 100 miles up the Yangtze from 
Nanking, and turned back toward 
war-menaced Hankow. 

Foreign officials in Hankow, one 
of China's three temporary capitals 
then attempted to arrange evacua­
tion of the refugees on an interna­
tional train to Canton, southern me­
tropolis, before Japan's war machine 
launches an expected attack in 
central China. 

The British cruiser Capetown, 
part of ttie Woosujig's convoy, was 
able, however, to clear the river 
boom and reached Wuhu. 

Thousands of frightened Chinese 
flod from Canton to Hong Kong. In 
the Crown colony uneasiness grew 
over the prospect of danger inci­

dents It major warfare came cloje 
to its boundaries. 

Efforts at Shanghai to ease the 
crisis arising from the sinking of 
the United States gunboat Panay 
by Japanese warplanes December 12 
were further confused by a Japan­
ese army statement contradicting es­
sential details of survivors' accounts. 

CONTRADICTORY 
REPORT 

SHANGHAI, Dec. 20 (AP)- The 
Japanese army today denied it had 
attacked the United States gunboat 
Panay, flatly contradicting official 
American reports Japanese troops 
had machine-gunned the sinking 
warship after it had been bombed 
by naval planes. 

At almost the same time Major 
General Kumakichi Harada issued 
the army statement in Shanghai, a 
foreign office spokesman in Tokyo 
reversed the government's previous 
stand and admitted Japanese army 
craft on the Yangtze river had fired 
on the Panay. 

The report of General Harada, 
Japanese military attache, denied 
virtually every statement previously 
made by American naval officers 
and British, American and Italian 

civilian survivors of the attack,' Dec­
ember 12. (See text on front page.) 

CONFERENCE 
CANCELLED 

TOKYO, Dec. 20 (AP)—Informed 
sources said tonight a conference 
suggested for tomorrow at which the-
nation's highest leaders were to dis­
cuss future policy in China in Em­
peror Hirohito's presence, would not 
be held. 

They said a decision against such 
a gathering before the throne would 
be reported to the Emperor after 
formal adoption by tomorrow's cabi­
net session. 

Informed persons said the decision 
not to hold the meeting was due to 
the fact there would bo no change In 
the Empire's policy of persuing the 
war until China had been thorough­
ly beaten and punished. 

Ottawa Is Out to 
Maintain Canada Unity 

MONTREAL, Dec. 20 (CP)—Sec­
retary of State Fernand Rinfret, in 
an address here, asserted the fed­
eral government would oppose re­
bellion in any form to maintain 
peace and unity in Canada. To avert 
unrest, he urged fostering of great­
er understanding between the pro-
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
