Ontario 
Work Hours to 
Up Employment

cd to create jobi by limiting work­
ing houn, Onlarlo's 16-months-dld 
Labor Att goes Into general effect 
tomorrow with pply one group of 
workeri excepted and only one con­
cession to any labor, shortage at thii 
stage ot the reconversion period. 

The Act, parsed by the Ontario 
Legislature early bl 1944, is appli­
cable to all workers but Fire De­
pirtment employees In Its provis­
ions tor t maximum week ot 48 
hours, with in eight- hour diy ind 
•t leut one week vacation with pay 
yearly. It became law July 1, 19.4, 
but wu postponed tor all essential 
Ud wir industries. 

"The Ontario Oovernment feels 
now thit with icrvicemen return­
ing and others thrown out of job! 
by war Industries closing, the need 
for th* Act it here," laid * spokes­
man of th* Ontario lnduitry and 
Labor Board, which administers the 
Act 

The one concession to employers 
il an amendment permitting adop­
tion of one or more overtime period! 
of work between Nov. 1 and Dae. SI 
without concent to writing ot the 
Labor Board. The overtime muit 
not exceed an aggregate of 30 houn 

The leglilatlon, known u the 
Houn ot Work and Vacation! With 
Pay Act prohibiti iny overtime be­
yond the ma-lmum 48 houn a week 
without specific content in writing 
by the Board. Such consent miy 
permit I maximum of 120 houn 
yearly. 

"To obtain- content tor thU over-
tlme in employer would have tn 
show some substantial reason," th* 
spokesman uld. f o r instance, a 
plea of shortage ot help would not 
even be'considered."
