Care of Crippled Children 
A Major Health Problem 

TORONTO, Oct 5 (CP) — 
Health Minister Martin said to-

.. nlfiht that tho caro of crippled 
children la one of Canada's major 
health problems. 

In a speech prepared for delivery 
to the Toronto Variety Clubs Inter­
national dinner, Mr. Martin said' 

^service clubs, voluntary organiza­
tions, the medical profession and 
governments have done much to 
assist crippled children. But a great 
deal remains to be done, 

"The problem raised by crippling 
conditions in children is becoming 
greater," he- said. "Because of- our 
increasing population, the number 
of handicapped' children is con­
tinuing to increase. Furthermore, 
with recent advances in medical 
science and improvements in public 
health services, many crippled chil­
dren are alive and active today 
Who would have died at birth or 
in early infancy a few years ago." 

It is estimated that there are 
- more than 50,000 children in Can­
ada suffering from crippling condi­
tions. About half have been crip­
pled from birth.

tuberculosis and rickets has been

The grants have made possible an 
expansion of the programs for the 
treatment of crippled children. 

Rooking, to the future, Mr. Mar­
tin said: \ 

"The ultimate solution to the 
problem of caring for our crippled 
children lies in the area of preven­
tion and research . . . a great many 
of our crippled children are suffer­
ing from conditions which, within 
the '"limitations of our present 
knowledge, cannot be prevented."

Sanger Inquest Discovers Sorry 
Stale of Prison Farm Hospital 

BURNABY, B.C., Oct. 3* (CP) «-
A full, investigation into the hospi­
tal, at Oakalla Prison Farm ..was de­
manded today by a coroner's jury 
at the inquest into the death of 
Daniel Leroy Sanger. 

The jury ••*found that Sanger, a 
80-year-old Victoria man awaiting 
trial on a charge of.' murtier', died 
of a heart condition after he had 
arrived .at the prison. . 

Warden 3. H. Millmari. brought 
back from his holidays to testify, 
was questioned for 20 minutes to­
day. He said he had not been notif­
ied .officially of Sanger's death un­
til nearly 12 hours after he had 
died. He was on annual leave at 
the time, but was m town. 

Warden Miilman also admitted, 
in reply to a question by the jury 
foreman, that be was not satisfied 
with hospital conditions at the 
prison. He said he had brought the 
conditions to the attention of the 
department which is charged with 
responsibility' of, the prison, four 
or five times in the past few years. 

"We are overcrowded." he said, 
"and we have had no expansion of 
hospital, in spite of my complaints." 

The warden said he had tried 
previously to have a permanent 
doctor attached to the .prison staff, 
but had never been successful in 
obtaining one. 

The coroner's jury, In a rider to 
its verdict, recommended also: 

A resident doctor be attached 
permanently to the prison. 

A qualified medical orderly with 
first aid certificate be On duty at 
tbe prison hospital at all times.. 

The Attorney-General be notified 
of the lack of medical information 
and necessary medical treatment 
given to prisoners by Victoria city 
police to R.C.M.P. officers acting 
as prisoner,escorts. 

The murder charge on which 
Sanger was to have been* tried re­
sulted from the death of 24-year-
old Mrs. Gwen Casswell whose 
body was found In his basement 
apartment in Victoria on Septem­
ber ninth.. .
