Did Prehistoric Mongollans Pass:
Through Northern B.C. Terntory’

VANCOUVER, May 9 (CP)—The
long-sought *main trail" taken by
prehistoric Mongolians when they
peopled North America will be
s6ught by a party of British Col-
vmbia scientists.

It will be a race against time in
the Tweedsmuir Park, 500 miles
North of Vancouver, where the Al-
uminim Company of Canada plans
a vast power reservoir. The land
will be flooded next Fall.

An _ archeological  expedition,
headed by Dr. Charles E. Borden,
prepared for thé hunt today, hop-
ing to tind positive clues 'to many
o the problems connected with
the early peopling of the new
world.” ! )

>The ancestors of all the Indian
tribes now residing in both North
and South America once lived 'on
and passed through Canadian ter-
ritory.

Dr. Borden. University of, Bri-
tish - Columbia archeologist, said
that all". recognized drcheologists
and. -anthropologists accepted the
theory - that the new world was
peopled by Mongolians who cros-
ced from Asla into Alaska.
THROUGH ALASKA

“The. main theory Is that they
passed through Alaska, through the
Yukon and then down the Eastern
slopes of ‘North America,” he said.

The expedition—~if positive gvi:
dence is found in the form of Mon-

gollan weapons and implements—

could show that the main route
was over the interior plateau ‘ot
Northern and Central British Col-
umbia.

Dr. Borden and_ associates made
a preliminary survey in Tweeds-
muir Park last Summet. They
found lithic tools which may be
the remains of a different and pos-
sibly more ancient group of peo-
ple than early B. C. Indians. There
évere distinct signs of an old mi-
ration route.

“This interpretation must of
course be regarded as tentative,”
said Dr. Borden. “The data on hand
pose important problems which de-
mand fuller investigation.”

Flooding for the Alcan power
site will cover tor all time an area
the archeologists call ‘vital" in
their 16ng hunt for the “main trail.”

“Progress on the Alcan power
development is more rapid than
had been anticipated,” said Dr.
