Eighty-six of the 116 persons aboard the plane died as a 

result of Saturday's crash. 
It came only seconds after the gay service men were 

settled in their seats and the mammoth plane took off for a 
first stop at San Antonio, Tex. Men waiting for later planes 
to .take them home for the holidays watched in horror as the 
plane crashed and,was enveloped in roaring flames. 

Many of the survivors who ran or were dragged from 
the flaming wreckage are in hospital with serious injuries. 

Some fled the scene in confusion and shock, complicating 
rescue work. , 

It, was hours before Maj. P. M. 
Wassum, wing adjutant,at this cen­
tral Washington air'Sase, finally 
fixed the death toll at 84 in a report 

. to Washington. Two of the survivors 
j died Sunday. \ 
m The giant four-erigined plane, big 

as a five-room house and able to 
rcarry 200 combat troops, roared 'off 
'the runway at 6:30 a.m. PST. It was 

9 snowing lightly, with visibility two 
miles. 
I ''The plane shook a bit, righted 
itself, then went into a glide," said 
Airman Raymond Ferguson, a survi­
vor. 

"I knew we wore going to crash, 
co I huddled tag head down and 
prayed." 

Gasoline from broken wing tanks 
flared instantly, esering those trap­
ped in wreckage. After the plane 
smashed into a flat field just off the 

[runway, there was left only strewn, 
: smoldering wreckage and the 
broken belongings of scores of men 
who bad thought they .would be 
home for Christmas. 

The second worst plane crash ln 
aviation history killed 80 at Cardiff,

| TENTH CRASH 
Saturday's tragedy not only top­

ped this toll but capped a disastrous 
at* weeks for military aviation in 
which 10 planes crashed or dis­

appeared along the North Pacific 
rim from Korea to Montana. 

Of the crew of 10, only one sur­
vived. He is Sgt. Wendell Burton. 
Officials said he will be questioned

The globemaster, attached to the 
62nd troop carrier wing, scheduled 
the trip as a routine training flight 
that, provided quick transportation 
home for men with Christmas fur­
loughs. 

Investigators for the Air Force's 
flight safety research program, for 
the Tactical Air Command, and for 
the Civil Aeronautics Administration 
sought to trace' the cause of 'the 
crash. 

First reports of witnesses indicated 
the plane failed to gain altitude after 
the takeoff, staggered in the air, then 
hit the ground and burned. Although 
it was snowing at the time, the 
weather wes not considered respon­
sible. ,. ' 

Thirty-two men survived the 
crash but two died in hospital Sun­
day. Six are in critical condition 
he:e while six more were moved to 
hospital at Fort Lewis, Wask Six 
escaped harm, 12 suffered minor 
injuries. 

Identification e x p e r t s started 
checking the bddies against dental 
records.

Second Siamese Twin Pies as 
Doctors Prepare To Operate 

MEMPHIS,; Tenn. (AP) — A 
wide-eyed, terrified Siamese twin, 
joined head-to-head with his dead 
brother, died here before brain sur­
geons could try to save his life. 

Four-month-old John Edward 
Flowers died in an operating room 
Saturday while a team of surgeons 
clustered around preparing tor the 
enormously-complex separation op­
eration. 

That was nine hours after his 
brain-to-brain twin, John L. died in 

1 a Greenwood, Miss., hospital. Cause 
of death was unknown. 

When John L. suddenly died, 
^Greenwood physicians knew, only 
•vijrastic surgery, similar to that un­
dergone recently by Chicago's Bro­
die twins, could save John Edward.. 

The twins, one with eyes closed 
ln death, the other crying lustily, 
were placed in the back seat of-a 

/highway patrol car. Two nurses ac­
companied them on the 149-mile 
race to Memphis. :

VANCOUVER . (CP) — The 
Oakalla prison farm Is described 
as a Jail operated by the prison­
ers and not the staff* In articles 
published by the Vancouver Sun 
and the Vancouver Province. 

For the flrstf.tlme, Vancouver 
newspaper reporters were able 
to make a thorough tour, of- the 
suburban provincial prison. They 
came out to write stories, describ­
ing Oakalla as a "cesspool," bred-
Ing crime, sex perversion, drug 
addiction, prostitution and 'Other 
evils. 

Bruce Larsen,•» .Province staff 
writer, said conditions at Oakalla 
are "so appalling" as to defy be­
lief. 

A similar story was told by Jim 
Smith and Jack Wasserman of the 
Sun. The reporters sp&t some days 
making the prison survey and pub­
lished their stories Saturday. 

The Province reporter said con­
ditions at toe prison Included: 
. Severe overcrowding that pre­
vents segregation or treatment 

Narcotics smuggling on a scale 
surpassing anything in any Can­
adian institution. 

Drug habits started within the 
prison. 
. Widespread sex perversion, 

Inmates controlling sections of 
the prison. 
r A locking system that-convicts 
can foul af will,

and rodents,, ' '

The newspaper also reproduced a 
letter, from Attorney-General Bon­
ner saying that be was "personally 
acquainted with most of the condi­
tions1' described in the article. 

Mr. Bonner's letter said the gW-
ernment proppsesin the hew year 
to institute a comprehensive pro­
gram of penal reform in this prov­
ince towards which a step already 
has been taken in the planning tor 
immediate erection of additional 
facilities for housing prisoners. 

Oakalla has 800 prisoners,most of 
them housed two to a cell! ';• , 

Prisoners, the newspaper "men 
tound,'virtually .control the laun-

dry, and the tailor shop and until 
recently had the controlling hand 
in the kitchen and hospital. ' 

There is illicit trading with in 
the prison. It revolves atound the 
kitchen stoves, Larsen reported. 

"Inmates in "the kitchen need 
clean elothes'but, if theydon't sup­
ply pies, sugar, tobacco, etc. to the 
prisoner-controlled laundry, their 
clothes come back in tatters," Lar­
sen wrote.
