Seven . outlying hill positions 
along the 100 miles of blazing battle 
line fell at the first onslaught by 
15,000 Chinese in the biggest Red 
attacks In more than a year. 

Allied infantry counter-attacked 
In an effort to seal off the Chinese 
penetration into Allied positions on 
White Horse Mountain. This height 
Northwest of Chorwon, Is one* of 
two commanding the approaches to 
the main road to Seoul.

5000 H-P. Coffee Creek Potential 

'Nelson's power rates art lower 
than those of B.C. Electric, In spite 
ot our higher operating cost per 
unit" the superintendent' of the 
Nelson electrical department told 
Rotary Club member* Monday. 

Speaking at the service club'* 
weekly luncheon meeting at tho 
Hume, A, C. VanSacker described 
present power facilities and out-
lined tho department* plans tor 
the future. • 

Mr. VanSacker said that roughly 
50 per cent of the power generated 
by two old end two new machines 
at the clty'a hydro plant ii delivered 
inside th* city limit*/ while the rest 
is sold to the outlying area, with 
service reaching aa far as Aina-

Illustrating his talk with two dia­
grams showing present and project­
ed power lines, substations and 
other facilities, Mr, VanSacker told 
of th* connection to be mad* with 
lines-of the West Kootenay Power 
and Light Company in order to pro­

Explaining that mor* transmis­
sion line capacity was needed as the 
load grew with Nelson's post-war 
expansion, Mr. VanSacker said that
