Resuming Full Duties Today; Holds 
First Press Conference Since Aug. 4

KEY WEST, Fla. (AP) — President Eisenhower said 

Sunday "my mind is not fixed" about whether to seek re­
election. But he declared he is ready to resume "the full 
duties of the presidency" today. 

The president told his first press conference since his 
Sept. 24 heart attack that he has not made up his mind 
about a second term "to such an extent that it can't be 
changed." 

Whether that means he has made 
a tentative decision, or is lean­
ing one way or the other, Eisen­
hower did not specifically say. 
. His face lightly tanned after a 
12-day Florida rest to build his 
strength, the president said "the 
considerations that apply to such 
things are complicated" and "nat­
urally I will want to confer with 
some of my most trusted advisers" 
before finally making a decision. 

As for when he will disclose his 
political plans, the president put 
it this way: 

"I will do it as soon as I feel 
the whole thing is completely 
clarified and that I can say where 
the path of duty is."

Autopsy Shows 
Child Assaulted 

LONDON, Ont. (CP) — An au­
topsy report on the body, of a 
five-year-old girl found early on 
Saturday has confirmed she was 
criminally assaulted. 

Signed by Dr. F. W. Luney. the 
pathologist's report said Susan 
Cadieux died of exposure but 
there was definite evidence of as­
sault. • 

The report touched oft a round­
up of known sex deviates and one 
man still is in custody. Police said 
he was charged under the Hotels' 
Act for registering in a London 
Hotel at 2 a.m. Sunday under an 
assumed name. They said he keeps 
a home in the city. 

One police officer said the man 
was questioned at length but de­
nied ever seeing the child. He 
added that the man's description 
"stacks up" to one given of a 
stranger seen talking to the child 
Friday night. 

Her body was found Saturday 
morning 14 hours after she was 
seen leaving a church school yard 
with a tall, unshaven stranger. 

Tears were frozen to her face 
after several hours in the 14-de-
gree cold when five members of a 
band of more than 500 persons 
searching for the little girl found 
her body in a lumber yard near 
the Canadian Pacific Railway 
tracks a mile north of her home.

NUNS LEAD 
104 TO SAFETY 

Sister, Four 
Firemen Injured 
In Orphanage Blaze 
BUFFALO, N. Y. (AP) ^Twen­

ty-one nuns led 104 children to 
safety Saturday when flames 
broke out in the njain building 
•of the German Roman Catholic or­
phan home and quickly spread to 
two wings of the brick structure. 

The children were led from the 
building holding hands while the 
flames spread downward from a 
towe^ rising from the third and 
top floor of the central administra­
tion building. 
.Sister Joseph Clare, mother sup­

erior of the home, who discovered 
the blaze, suffered a minor eye 
injury when she collided with a 
statue of St. Francis as she was 
searching a smoke-filled hallway 
for children. JShe was treated at 
hospital and released. 

Four firemen also received mi­
nor injuries while fighting the 
blaze. Two of them were hurt 
when a heat explosion in a third 
floor corridor blew off part of 
the roof, showering them with 
debris. Three were treated at hos­
pital, and the other at the scene. 

Fire commissioner William A. 
Daly estimated damage at $800,000, 
including $500,000 to the building 
and $300,000 to the contents.

One Killed in 
Amman Flareup 

AMMAN, Jordan (AP) —One 
person was kilied and three injur­
ed in a renewal of disturbances 
Sunday against the Baghdad pact. 

Reports from Jerusalem said in­
termittent rifle fire was heard in 
the Jordan side of the Holy city 
during demonstrations both morn­
ing and afternoon. But the firing 
apparently was ^mostly to warn 
crowds to disperse and calm was 
reported Sunday night. A curfew 
there, lifted briefly, was restored. 

Steel-helmeted troops patrolled 
the streets in Amman and spotter 
planes circled low as, the capital 
of this Arab kingdom spent a 
tense day after savage riots Satur­
day. As the city settled down for a 
second night under a curfew that 
was lifted only from 5 to 7 p.m., 
negotiations to form a new govern­
ment were still going on. Mean­
while, the old government con­
tinued in office. 

FOUR QUAKES HIT 
PACIFIC COAST 

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Four 
sharp earthquakes rocked the 
crowded Pacific coast resort city 
of Acapulco Sunday. Tourists and 
residents fled panic - stricken 
through the streets-. No deaths 
were reported but'at least 107 per­
sons were injured and damage was 
heavy.* ' 

Several of the' injured were In 
critical condition. 

The , first shock awakened the 
town. People fled into the narrow 
streets. Sirens, bells and shouts 
added to the confusion. Many of 
the injured were trampled in the 
rush. 

Damage was centred in the 
poofer sections of town. Flimsy 
buildings toppled in the series of 
shocks, and several fires, broke 
out. 

Guillermo Rodriguez, head of 
the Red Cross in the city, said 
the population had calmed by 
dawn after the night of panic, but 
the fourth quake Sunday morning 
threw many into near-hysteria. 

World conditions and the gov­
ernment's- recent credit squeeze 
Have resulted in automobile pro­
duction catching up with demand 
for the first time since 1945.

One year ago, the waiting time 
for popular small cars was as 
much as 12 months, he said.

"People cannot buy cars on 
bank overdrafts any more," he 
said.

Pope Pius Okays 
Painless Childbirth 

VATICAN CITY (Reuters)—The 
Pope declared Sunday that the 
Roman Catholic Church has no 
moral or theological objection to a 
Russian means of achieving pain­
less childbirth claimed to be 85 to 
90 per cent successful. 

The method — known as tbe 
"psycho-prophylactic method" — 
is based on teaching the mother to 
understand the muscular move­
ments of childburth and to relax 
while they are in action. The Pope 
said it was claimed the method 
had been used in hundreds of thou­
sands of cases in Russia and Com­
munist China, and had also been 
adopted in some Western hospital, 

cally denied. 
R. A. Butler, Eden's right-hand 

man and leader of the House of 
Commons who was mentioned in 
the reports as his likely successor, 
affirmed his loyalty to the prime 
minister and declared there is 
nothing to the rumors. 

Butler, speaking at London Air­
port before leaving for a holiday 
in the south of France, said: 

"My determination is to support 
the prime minister in ajl his dif­
ficulties . . . I have always sup­
ported the prime, minister as my 
leader and I shall continue to do-
so as the best prime minister we 
have." 

Asked about the retirement ru­
mor, he emphatically denied it. 
The report, which was not attri­
buted to any official source, came 
after a week-long barrage of criti­
cal press comment, some of it 
from newspapers which normally 
follow the Conservative line. 

The Sunday Times, Conservitive, 
says the rumor was "put about in 
London" Saturday that Eden would 
retire in a few months to be suc­
ceeded by Butler. Other newspap­
ers indicate the London report may 
have arisen from a dispatch in the 
German newspaper Die Welt.

Southeastern New 
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island 
and northern Nova Scotia thous­
ands were without power, heat or 
telephone as the result of the 
worst sleet storm In memory.

They prepared to evacuate to 
homes in the town if temperatures 
droped much below freeing.

N.S., w«re without communica­
tion except by radio. The New 
Brunswick electric power com­
mission estimated damage to its 
lines at $200,000.

7 CHILDREN DIE 
IN TWO FIRES 

Christmas Tree 
Blaze Snuffs 
Six Lives 

- STE.'ANNE DE MADAWASKA, 
N.B. (CP) — Two weekend fires 
in northwestern New Brunswick 
villages near Edmundston took 
the lives of seven children. 

Six were burned to death after 
a Christmas tree broke into flames 
in this commnity 20 miles south-, 
east of Edmudston. All were chil­
dren of Mr. and Mrs. Reginald 
Pelletier. 

The other fire, at Green River, 
10 miles from Ste. Anne de Mada-
waska, caused the death of three-
year-old Gisele Soucy. 

The Pelletier victims were Re­
gina, eight months^ Gerald and 
Geraldine, two-year-old twins; 
Jacqueline, 3; Rheal, 4, and Lu-
cien, 5. 

T h e i r bod ies were found 
huddled in one bed. 

The father was at a barber shop 
and his wife was shopping at Van-
Buren, Me., 10 miles away, when 
the fire started about 9:30 p.m, 
Saturday. 

A 12-year-old baby sitter said 
she saw sparks fly from the 
Christmas tree. She ran from the 
house, and when the alarm spread 
it was too late to save the chil­
dren. 

Mrs. Pelletier, 23, was taken to 
hospital at Edmundston. She is 
expecting another child ki April. 
Her husband is 26. 

Mad Qunman, Wife Caught After 
Tunnelling Way Out of Cabin

KENORA, Ont. (CP) — A 24-
year-old expectant mother, her 
eyes still red from the effects of 
tear.gas, recounted to police here 
Saturday how she had lived in 
fear of death for more than 24 
hours while her laborer husband 
held her hostage as he terrorized 
the tiny railway settlement of 
Niddrie in northwestern Ontario. 

Mrs. Annie Timocenko told her 
grim story at Ontario Provincial 
Police headquarters in Kenora 
prior to returning to her four-
room log cabin at Niddrie, where 
her 38-year-old husband, Mike, 
had stood off police with rifle 
fire in a duel against tear gas and 
nausea bombs. 

Timocenko was captured as he 
and his wife hid in a deep ̂ now-
covered ditch alongside the CNR 
main line between Niddrie . and 
Amesdale, six miles apart, after 
they had broken from the cabin in 
the sheltering drakness. He was 
taken to Kenora jail where he was 
charged with possessing an offen­

sive, weapon dangerous to the 
public peace and remanded until 
today. The crazed railway laborer 
was to be given a medical examin­
ation by local" doctors. 
LEFT ALONE ONCE 

A vagrancy charge against Mrs. 
Timocenko, held overnight in the 
women's section of Kenora jail, 
was withdrawn Saturday morn­
ing and she was allowed to return 
to her Niddrie home with her bro­
ther, Anthony Sydor, 19, bf Oak-
burn, Man. Both will return today 
to testify at Timocenko's hearing. 

Mrs. Timocenko told police the 
only time her husband had left 
her alone was when tear gas and 
sickening bombs were fired into 
the cabin, and her crazed mate 
had taken to the cellar. 

"Mike went down into the cel­
lar and I covered myself with 
sheets and blankets. I nearly 
smothered," she said, her voice 
still shaky from the ordeal. 

"When the gas died down a bit, 
Mike came upstairs and kept wip­
ing hi* face and eyes with wet 
cloths. He then itartad living out 

the windows. I kept huddled in 
the bed clothes." 

Later, under cover of darkness, 
Timocenko forced his wife to ac­
company him on an attempted es­
cape. They left through a back 
door, tunneling through the deep 
snow and circling behind the ca­
bin to the "railway tracks. 

OFEERS N ORESISTANCE 

Ironically, two newspaper men 
passed the couple on the tracks 
between Niddrie t and Amesdale 
but thought them to be other 
settlement residents escaping the 
wild firing of Timocenko. 

When the OPP finally lambast-
rushed in.only to find it empty, 
rushed in, only to fin dlt empty, 
they recalled the newspaper men's 
story. 

Three policemen sped along the 
railway line in a gas car in an 
effort to catch the fleeing pair. 
Hearjpg the car, Timocenko threw 
his wife into the deep snow and 
attempted to hide himself. But po 
lice spotted them, and Timocenko 
gave up without any resistance, 

One Killed as

A group of Cree Indians in norths 
em Ontario said Saturday they 
are being exploited by .some fur-
buyers as badly as their ancestors 
were 350 years ago when white 
men first started the fur-trade. 

The charges were confirmed by 
sources close to fur-bearing activ­
ities throughout tbe area. 

The Indians said they, are re­
ceiving 30 to 50 per cent less than 
they should for their furs in some 
cases. Prime beaver pelts worth 
$28 on northern markets are being 
purchased for as little as $15, they 
said. 

The Indians are trapping in the 
Moosonee and Moose factory dis­
tricts, near the mouth of . the 
Moose river at the southern tip of 
James bay. 

Sources watching tha situation 
said buyers are taking advantage 
of the Indians' superstitions, ig­
norance and hardships . to bilk 
them.

JERUSALEM (AP) — Three Is­
raeli doctors say they have found 
a way of determining the sex of a 
child before it is born. 

A joint report from Hadassah 
Medical Organization and the 
Weizmann Institute of Science for 
the next issue of the Israeli He-
search Council Bulletin said Drs. 
David Serr, Leo Sachs and Math-
ilde Danon had found the method 
worked in 20 cases out of 20 in the 
nine months, of pregnancy. 

Examinations now are being 
made at different stages of preg­
nancy. 

The report said the doctors used 
cells from the amniotic f)uid 
which surrounds the embryo to 
make their diagnosis.
