BONN, Germany (Reuters)—Otto John, former Wett German 
Intelligence chief who has returned after 18 months In Ea»t 
Germany, wai reported Tuesday to have accused a friend of 
drugging him to sleep on the day he crossed Into Communist 
East Berlin. 

Informed sources said John had told investigating officials 
that Dr. Wolfgang Wohlgemuth, a West Berlin doctor, had ab­
ducted him Into East Berlin In July 1954. 

He had awakened in East Berlin and since then had been 
under constant supervision. 

Dr. John was quoted as saying he made his escape from East 
Germany Monday by slipping away from two "shadows" while 
among a crowd of students at the East Berlin Hamboldt Uni­
versity. He left through a side door and drove by car Into West 
Berlin.

The government's announce­
ment of his return Tuesday said 
he had "fled from the Soviet oc­
cupation zone" Monday, put him­
self at the disposal of West Ger­
man police and was being ques­
tioned by an Investigating judge 

John, 46, left hi? job as head 
of West Germany's Office for the 
Protection of the Constitution in 
July, 1954, and went to East Ber­
lin saying he wanted to aid Ger­
man unity and to fight a Nazi 
revival in West Germany. 

Informed sources say he kept 
contact with his former Western 
secret agents while in East Ger­
many. These sources believe he 
shook off Communist "watchdogs" 
and recrossed the sector border in 
Berlin by car with these agents' 
help. 

A British spokesman said the 
British embassy had had informa­
tion that John had been trying to 
come back. 
WORKED IN BRITAIN 

John spent the final year of the 
Second World War in Britain, 
making anti-Nazi psychological 
warfare broadcasts and it was on 
the strength of British recom­
mendations that Chancellor Kon­
rad Adenauer made him intelli­
gence chief in 1950.

One persorf was dead, two others were missing and 
feared dead and at least 10 others were unaccounted for 
Tuesday night as a fierce blizzard raged unabated over 
much of the Prairies. 

All of residential Saskatchewan was paralyzed Tues­
day night, caught in the grip of a severe, Arctic-spawned 
storm that brought six inches of snow, driven into waist-
high drifts by 72-mile-an-hour winds, and sudden cold. 

Motor traffic simply could not move. Drifts as high 
as 10 feet were reported on some Saskatchewan rfcads. 

Hundreds of perspns were stranded, many of them 
school children. 

Lieuf.-Gov. Rose 
Sends Greetings' 

VICTORIA (CP) — Christmas 
greetings to all British Colum­
bians were sent out by Lieutenant-
Governor Frank Ross in the an­
nual message from Government 
House.

chewan until at least mid-morn­
ing today. 

Even then, relief will not be 
full. The snow is expected to stop 
falling and winds abate slightly, 
but not enough to cut out drifting. 
Clearing skies will send tempera­
tures skidding even lower. 

Throughout Tuesday, visibility 
in Saskatchewan was zero and 
temperatures hovered a few de­

grees below zero. Overnight lows 
of 15 to 20 below were to be 
general across the Prairies. 
SUN EMERGES 

In eastern Alberta, the storm 
continued Tuesday, but western 
Alberta returned to sunny skies. 
Temperatures varied from three 
below at Edmonton to 18 above 
at Lethbridge, but winds between 
20 and 40 miles an hour made the 
cold cutting*end severe. 

Wednesday's highs are predicted 
at between 20 below and zero. 
TWO FEARED DEAD 

Missing ahd feared dead were 
two men — an unidentified farm 
hand unheard from since he- left 
his shaqk at Halbrite, 90 miles 
south of Regina, to walk 300 yards 
to a well lor water; and 70-year-
old William Carey, who has not 
been seen since.he left his home 
in Regina on a shopping trip Mon­
day afternoon.

High­
ways were lined with vehicles 
stalled and trapped in the snow,
