BONN (AP)—The IS NATO foreign ministers agreed 

-nursday that the western allies must base their defence 
against potential Communist attack on a balance between 
conventional and nuclear weapons. 

Even such avowed advocates of atomic deterrent as 
Britain's Selwyn Lloyd stressed the need for both conven­
tional and atomic weapons. 

A summary of closed-door foreign minister council 
.sessions was reported by NATO's briefing officer. He said 
there was no disagreement among the ministers on the 
need for a balanced defence,

External Affairs Minister Pear­
son, heading a strong Canadian 
delegation, is expected to speak 
briefly today. 

U. S. State Secretary Dulles as­
sured the ministers the United 
States has no intention of backing 
down on its NATO commitments, 
including five full divisions in 
West Germany. 

Dulles said "it would be folly 
for us to weaken .our defences 
merely on the basis of Soviet 
promises." 

"President Eisenhower has told 
me to tell the NATO council,that 
there was no change whatever 
contemplated in the disposition of 
United States forces" beyond the" 
atomic - age reorganization out­
lined at a ministerial session last 
December. 

If the Russians do not like the 
NATO alliance strengthening its 
military, position, Dulles said, the 
best way for them to change that 

is to accept some limitations of 
armaments.

The ministers also took up the 
critical Middle East problem, but 
they instructed the briefing officer 
to report nothing about what they

TACOMA, Wash. (AP)-A fed­
eral grand jury today indicted 
Dave Beck, international president 
of the Teamsters Union, on two 
counts of income tax evasion. 

The first count charges that Beck 
and his wife, in a joint return, list­
ed only $15,540 as due in income 
taxes in 1950 when the tax actually 
should have been $71,960. 

The indictment said the Becks' 
return listed an income total of 
$46,398 that year when it should 
have been $135,226. 

The second count charges that 
Beck also assisted in preparing of 
a false and fraudulent tax return 
for the Teamsters Joint Council 
No. 28 Buliding Association in 1950.

OTTAWA (CP) - CCF Leader

Warns Stimulant 
Drugs May 
Be Harmful 

VANCOUVER (CP) - A warn­
ing against improper use of stimu­
lant drugs was issued at the 45th 
annual convention of the Register­
ed Nurses Association of B.C. 
Thursday. 

Prof. John Halliday of the UBC 
school of pharmacy told the open­
ing assembly "many drugs result 
in mental illness" unless adminis­
tration is carefully controlled. 

"In the past stimulant drugs 
have often been used more for the 
benefit of mental hospital staffs 
than for the patients," he added. 
"It is not necessarily the best thing 
for the patient if he is just kept 
quiet. Deep depression and suicide 
often follows."

Jurors 
..VANCOJJVER (CP)—Higher pay 

for jurors would "develop an un­
desirable class of professionals," 
says a B.C.,Supreme Court justice. 

This is the opinion of Mr. Justice 
J. G. Ruttan, who spoke out Wed­
nesday against recently-published 
comments by disgruntled jurymen 
who complained over the loss of 
time and money'while sitting on a 
panel. . 

"We realize many persons lose 
valuable time and money while on 
jury duty and we are most sympa­
thetic. But we do not appreciate 
the suggestion that this public duty 
should be put on a purely monetary 
basis, he told a panel he discharg­
ed after it had , completed two 
months' service. 

"Jury duty should be considered 
a contribution to the administration 
of justice and our democratic sys­
tem. If we degenerate into making 
it a worthwhile job financially I 
am afraid there would develop a 
class ' of professional jurors, and 
that would be most undesirable," 
he declared. 
, Mr. Justice Ruttan added that all 
court officials do their best.to meet 
the convenience of jurors.

Controversial Figure 
Succumbs to Hepatitis 

WASHINGTON (AP)—Senator Joseph R. McCarthy 
(Rep. Wis.) died at 6:02 p,m. Thursday at Bethesda Naval 
Hosp i ta lo l acute hepatitis a hospital spokesman said. 

The Wisconsin senator, 49, had been one of the most 
controversial men in American public life. He was a key 
figure in the investigations of communism which roused 
high feelings in the early 1950s, but he faded to relative 
obscurity after the Senate voted condemnation of his con­
duct in 1954. 

McCarthy's death came five days 
after he was taken to hospital for 
a liver inflammation, acute hepa­
titis. 

He is survived by his widow and 
former Senate aide, Jean Kerr Mc­
Carthy, and the infant daughter 
they adopted early this year. 

McCarthy had been ill for vary­
ing periods during the last few 
years, suffering from sinus trou­
ble, bursitis and a knee injury 
which he attributed to a steel frag­
ment lodging in the knee during 
his Second World War service as 
a Marine officer in the South Pa­
cific. 

Officially the death was attrib­
uted to "acute hepatic failure." 

His -death cuts the Republican 
membership in the Senate to 46, 
compared with the Democrats' 49. 
Wisconsin's Republican governor 
Vernon W. Thompson will fill the 
vacancy with a Republican after 
the funeral. 

McCarthy—whose activities pro­
vided a new word, "McCarthyism". 
to the English language—died in 
the same naval'hospital.where he 
had been a patient on past occas­
ions, notably during his Senate 
"trial." That proceeding culmin­
ated in a vote that he had (1) ob­
structed "the constitutional pro­
cesses of ihe Senate" and (2): had 
breached "senatorial ethics." 
FATAL BLOW 

Politically, and perhaps person-
ally-^this verdict was a well nigh 
-fatal blow to % jowled, sardon­
ically witty, sometimes sentimental 
and often stormily denunciatory 
McCarthy. • 

The one-time farrh boy from 
Applcton, Wis., had gone a long 
way. McCarthy was acclaimed 
by many as the foremost hunter 
of Communists In the U. S. He 
was assailed by others as a cyn­
ical ruthless destroyer of reputa­
tions. 
Often mentioned in his hey-dey 

as a possible presidential candi­
date—he would have been the first 
Roman Catholic to receive the Re­
publican nomination— McCarthy 
locked horns with two presidents. 
Democrat Harry S. Truman -sought 
to brush him.aside, as, in Truman's 
words;" a pathological case. Repub­

lican Dwight D. Eisenhower sup­
ported McCarthy for re-election in 
1952, though without visible en-, 
thusiasm, and later treated him 
with an icy disdain which un­
doubtedly was a factor in the Sen­
ator's political eclipse. 

There was a time in the early 
1950s when McCarthy dominated 
nearly every political discussion.

The crates will carry such 
legends as: "waste in government" and "super bureaucracy", accord­
ing to the national affairs committee of the greater Boston Chamber 
of Commerce.
