Reported Caught 
Panama Reports More of Rebel Force 
Of 50 to 60 Spotted by Plane 

PANAMA (CP)—Panama's government said Sunday 
it l ias captured three members oi an invasion force that 
landed on the Caribbean coast of this Central American 

'nation. Other members of the rebel band h a v e been spotted 
by a government plane, the 
announcement said. 

Army patrols-intensified their 
.search in the isolated east coast 
region but reported no contact 
with the main rebel group of CO 
to 60 men who landed late Fri­
day night. 16» ., 

Minister Of government Jose 
Dominador Bazan said docu­
ments showed -two of the cap­
tured men were ' Cubans. The 
third'was Panamanian. 
' Bazan quoted people living 
near the landing spot as saying 
several invaders told them the 
rebel force came from Cuba with 
encouragement from Fidel Ca­
stro, Cuba's revolutionary leader. 

NO CONFIRMATION 
Bazan said there was no con­

firmation of this, however. Cuba 
has said it would not help any 
invasion of neighboring coun-
tries.-

(In Montreal where he is visit­
ing, Castro told reporters, Sunday, 
"I don't know why a n y b o d y 
would be landing in Panama.")

Arias, 41, is war.ted by tbe Pa­
namanian g o v e r n m e n t on 
charges of plotting to overthrow 
it. His 39-year-old dancer wife 
now is back in Britain after be­
ing held here briefly last week 
on suspicion of being connected 
with the alleged plot. 

Tlie government, in a commu­
nique urging the people to keep 
"calm and alert," said the invad­
ers started inland after hitting 
the beach from a 55-foot vessel. 

For weeks the government has 
been predicting an invasion by 
"soldiers of fortune" from Cuba 
seeking to overthrow President 
Ernesto de .la Guardia. 

Arias was reported planning to 
meet his wife in Europe once in 
Brazil, He came out of hiding and 
entered the Brazilian embassy 
Friday, the day Miss Fonteyn ar­
rived back in London.

Fall Election 
Forecast 

VICTORIA (CP) - Deane Fin­
layson, British Columbia Progres­
sive Conservative leader, said Sa­
turday the province's Social Credit | 
government will call an.election 
within a year and probably t h i s 
fall. 

"Time is the enemy of the Social 
Credit government," he told .a 
party's provincial meeting. 

"The Conservative party faces 
a challenge and an opportunity-
to rescue this province from the 
chaos created by Social Credit and 
at the same time spare it from the 
agony- of Socialism," he said. 

Discussing the recent session of 
the legislature, Mr. Finlayson said 
the practical value of Bill 43, which 
placed certain restrictions on trade 
union activities, cannot be judged 
until tested in court.

POPLARVILLE, Miss. (AP) -
A 63-year-old' farmer said Sunday 
he witnessed the kidnapping of a 
23-year-old Negro from the Pearl 
River County Jail, 

Mack Charles Parker, accused of 
raping a pregnant white woman, 
was dragged from the jail by a 
band of armed and masked raiders 
in the pre-dawn hours Saturday. 

John Reyer, who owns a 40-acre 
farm four rniles north of Poplar-
ville, said he was on the steps of 
the Poplarville Hospital; across the 
Street from the jail, when the men 
dragged the screaming Parker 
from the building. -

Reyer estimated there were eight 
or 10 men in the raiding party. He 
said he ; didn't recognize any of 
them. 

A well-organised search party of 
60 men scoured the rolling country 
of South Mississippi looking for 
Parker and his kidnappers. 

Sheriff W. O. Moody said he be­
lieved Parker was no longer in,the 
area and:perhaps is dead. Moody

Burma Clearing 
Out Communists

RANGOON, Burma (AP)-Army 
officers who are conducting a vast 
campaign to clear the Communists 
from Burma have no political am­
bitions and will not contest the 
next election, says a. colonel of 
Gen. Ne Win's government. 

The army must clean up the lov 
year-old Communist insurrection 
before it can hold elections a n d 
turn the country back to politicians, 
said Col. Maung, director of secur­
ity. 

"There are hardly any politicians 
the people can put their full confi­
dence in," Maung said in a rare 
interview. 

He said the army "does not want 
a dictatorship," adding: 

"We are giving the politicians an­
other chance, a good chance." 

At the press conference he said 
Cubans "look to Canada as an 
example of how working people 
develop their resources and get a 
[high standard of.living". 
WORE ARMY CLOTHES 

Still dressed in tlie same olive 
drab army fatigues in which he 
stepped from the four-engined Cu-
bana Airline Britannia, the rebel 
leader answered all questions put 
by newspapermen.

Khrushchev Interested 
In Macmillan Proposal 

LONDON (AP) - Aides'of 
Prime Minister Macmillan con­
firmed Sunday he has initiated 
new ideas on suspending nuclear 
tests that brought applause Sat­
urday from Soviet P r e m i e r 
Khrushchev., 

Macmillan's plan is for limiting 
the number of inspections by 
teams policing a nuclear test 
ban. He advanced it when he met 
Khrushchev in Moscow six weeks 
ago, aides said. 

Macmillan later broached the 
idea in his talks in Washington, 
Bonn and Paris.' President Eisen­
hower was believed to have 
shown some coolness toward it. 

Khrushchev expressed enthusi­
asm for Macmillan's idea whilp 
telling President Eisenhower and 
Macmillan that he could not wel­
come the U.S. proposal for a ban 
on nuclear tests up to 30 rniles 
above the earth. 
NOT SPELLED OUT 

The Macmillan ideas have not 
been officially spelled out before 
although there was a vague ref­

erence to them in the joint com-

Sunique issued at the end of the 
oscow visit. 
Aides stressed that Macmillan 

did not make specific proposals 
to Khrushchev because hie visit 
to Moscow was simply explora­
tory. 

But the idea of giving observer 
teams limited freedom to roam 
the territory under their inspec­
tion came up in the discussions, 
aides said. 
REBUKE SAID MILD 

Many observers viewed Khrush­
chev's damper on the 30-mile 
plan as a comparatively mild re­
buke for the West. 

The message lacked the stream 
of invective often associated with 
Soviet communications of this 
kind and said Khrushchev is 
eager for a final settlement of 
the test problem. 

The problem now is expected 
to come up at this week's confer­
ence of Western foreign ministers 
in Paris. It will be debated to­
day in the House of Commons.
