MIXED REACTION 
MEETS ELECTION 

VANCOUVER (CP)—British Columbia, the prov­
ince with the busiest ballot boxes in the land, is dust­
ing them off again. 

On Sept. 30, voters will turn out for the fifth pro­
vincial general election in 10 years — all of them won 
by Social Credit; In the last 15 months alone, they have 
endured three provincial byelections, two federal gen­
eral elections and a federal 
byelection. 

Premier Bennett says he needs 
A new mandate at a time when 
confederation is in danger and 
he wants a vote of confidence in 
his government's policy of pub­
lic power. He wants approval of 
the joint development of the 
Peace and Columbia rivers. 

His opponents say the real is­
sue is a need to restore trust 
and confidence in provincial af­
fairs. They say Mr. Bennett is 
desperate, going to the people 
before the real depths of his 
troubles are realized. 

In any case, Mr. Bennett's 
election announcement was a 
great surprise to many as were 
the reasons he gave for calling 
it. 

Fred Hurley, the province's 
Chief electoral officer, hurried 
back from vacation and sighed: 

"It's, all in a day's work as far 
as I'm concerned." 

Ray Perrault, leader of the 
Liberal party, cut short his Ha­
waiian honeymoon, stating by 
telephone: 

"I'm itching to get into tlie 
fight." 

Even important party col­
leagues of Mr. Bennett were 
caught unprepared. 

Said Mr. Speaker Hugh Shantz: 
"From. a public standpoint, 

I don't feel the decision was war­
ranted right now, unless there's 
something we don't know about." 

As for the reasons given by 

notes that the premier — at the 
conclusion of the recent Canâ  
dian premiers' conference ir 
Halifax — was quoted as saying: 

"There will be no election this 
year. There is no need for one. 

"Confederation has never been 
stronger. Canada has never been 
more united. No problems, no 
problems at all." 

And, in (he light of recent ac­
cord between (he Canadian. 
United States and B.C. govern­
ments, action on the harnessing 
of the giant Columbia River has 
never seemed closer. 

The reaction of Hon. E. Davie 
Fulton, justice minister at the 
time of the original Columbia 
negotiations and now provincial 
leader of the Progressive Con­
servative Party, was: 

"This is the opportunity British 
Columbians have been waiting 
tor to get rid of Mr. Bennett and 
his Social Credit government. 

"Let's have it out now. Let's 
remove Bennett from his position 
of pride and arrogance. Let's 
give back to B.C. its destiny and 
purpose." 

He said the issue is "Bennett's 
mismanagement, bungling and 
dictatorial methods" in the power 
field and in "every other field." 

Mr. Perrault said the election 
was not expected so soon, but 
was no real surprise because: 

"The premier has often used 
this technique in the past to di­
vert public attention f r o m 

Mr. Bennett, one newspaper serious internal difficulties." 

Chief Electoral Officer 
Unaware of Election 

VICTORIA (CPi - The key-
man in the provincial election 
didn't know a thing about it 
when he sped through the Oka­
nagan on a holiday Thursday. 

Fred Hurley, as chief electoral 
ollicer, the man who organizes 
the voting, was given no ad­
vance warning, nor was lie offi­
cially notifed when Premier Ben­
nett announced the Sept. 30 date. 

He started a month's holiday 
three days aog and1 heard the 
news on his car radio at Peach-
land late Thursday. 

He left the car with his wife 
and sat up all night on a bus to 
Vancouver. 

Mr. Hurley, travel-stained and 
weary, arrived in his office at 
9:30 Saturday. 

He immediately sat down to 
tackle all the mechanical ar-
rangments that have to be made 
to prepare for the election — 
appointing returning officers, ar­

ranging polls, printing ballots, 
drawing up voters' lists. 

"It's all in a day's work as far 
as I'm concerned," he sighed. 

Norwegian 
Government 
Falls 

OSLO (Reuters) — Norway's 
Labor government, headed by 
Einar Gerhardsen, fell Friday 
ending the party's continuous 
rule of 28 years. 

The government was defeated 
on a motion of non-confidence 
tabled by the four non-socialist 
parties which was supported by 
the two members of the left-
wing Socialist People's Party. 

The vote was 76 for and 74 
against. 

Rescue 
Scheduled 
Sunday 
HAZELTON, Pa. (AP)-A 12-

inch escape hole was driven 
Friday into the chamber where 
two miners have been trapped 
331 feet underground for 10 
days. 

THe men, Henry Throne, 28, 
and David Fellin, 58, called for 
a halt in further rescue oper-
tions until they could get some 
sleep. 

Rescue experts conferred for 
several hours and then decided 
to abandon plans for enlarging 
the hole to 17 inches — at the 
start at least. 

They said the hole would be 
cut 26 inches in diameter for 
the first 35,-40 feet .and this 
would make Sunday night the 
earliest time at which men 
could be brought to the surface. 

After the first 35 or 40 feet, 
said • H. B. Charmbury, state 
secretary of mines, a confer­
ence will be held on the next 
step. 

"The situation is just as dan­
gerous now as it has ever 
been," he told reporters, 

Charmbury also saidi^ "We 
haven't given up on Bova." 

Bova is. Louis Bova, 42, who 
was trapped some distance 
from the others in the cave-in 
at 9 a.m. Aug. 13. 

An effort to get a lifeline 
hole to Bova was resurned Fri­
day evening. A drilling rig 
started up the diamond bit 
which had been halted at 43 
feet earlier in the day when 
optimistic progress was being 
made on the larger hole to 
Fellin and Throne. 

WILL USE PIPE 
After the 26 - inch hole is 

drilled — this mainly through 
clay rather than hard rock— 
the hole will be encased in steel 
pipe. A conference then will be 
held on whether to go the rest 
of the way at the 17-inch width 
or possibly 24 inches. 

Charmbury also said the es­
cape hole came down beside the 
14 - foot - by - nine - foot cham­
ber holding Throne and Fellin 
—not through the roof, as first 
understood. He said Fellin and 
Throne used small tools to hack 
away part of the vein of coal 
to the drill bit. 

The first we were certain of 
success was when we heard the 
sound of metal hitting on the 
metal of the drill," said Cham-
bury. 

Below, Fellin and Throne con­
firmed the breakthrough. 

"I can see the drill," Fellin 
said. 

"Hold it," he shouted. 
"That's enough, it's through." 
About 200 spectators cheered 

and slapped one another on the 
back in wild exuberance. 

Above ground, Fellin's wife, 
Anna, cried and between sobs 
fejoiced. "It's wonderful. We 
prayed all the way. every min­
ute." 

JOY IS TEMPERED 
Officials tempered the joy 

over the breakthrough to Fellin 
and Throne with the news that 
effors temporarily have been 
abandoned to drill a four-inch 
hole toward the area where 
Bova is believed to be. Bova 
has been without food—except 
any he might have had with 
him. The others have received 
food and supplies since Sunday 
through a six-inch hole that also 
is used to communicate with 
them. 

When the hole finally is 
widened, an attempt will he 
made to bring the men out in 
specially constructed steel cap­
sules. 

Timbers were to be sent down 
to Fellin and Throne, along with 
other b u i l d i n g materials to 
close up the 12-inch hole. This 
is to keep debris and dust from 
falling in'while the hole is en­
larged. 

Murderers, Butchers 
Shout Freedomites 

AGASSIZ (CP) —Sons of Freedom Doukhobors, 
camped outside Mountain Prison here, Friday shouted 
"murderers" and "butchers" when they learned that a 
jailed member of their sect had died during a hunger 
strike. 

The Freedomites first learned by radio of the 
death of Paul E. Podmorow, 23, who had been serving 
a seven-year term for arson. 

Two other Sons of Freedom, their names with­
held, were reported in the same hospital at neqrby 
Chilliwack where Podmorow died. 

After learning of Podmorow's death, the Freedom­
ites began making plans for a martyr's funeral. 

His death touched off demonstrations here tfnd 
in Nelson and started word circulating that an attempt 
would be made to bury him outside the prison gates.

HURUNG ACCUSATIONS of injustices against 
their menfolk, currently serving prison terms in 
Mountain Prison at Agassiz, were these Sons of 
Freedom women. Some on their -knees appealed 
yesterday for aid J r o m :H. W. Herridge, MP for 
Kootenay West, wfib is Visiting Nelson.

ST. HELENS, Ore. (AP)-A 
13-year-old boy was killed by 
electric shock Friday when he 
attempted to recover a football 
from a tree. So were two men 
who tried to help him. 

The tragic series of events be­
gan when Keith Karjala, 13, 
and cousin Larry, Tollehaug, 13, 
were playing in the street with a 
football. One of the boys kicked 
the ball into a tree. 

Both climbed up aafter it and 
came into contact with a 12,500-
volt power line which runs 
through the tree. Young Kar­
jala cried out. The Tollehaug 
boy was knocked to the ground. 

Then a neighbor, Sidney Wey-
bright, 40, climbed up to the 
body, cried out and slumped 
over. Another neighbor, Robert 
Taylor, 39, climbed up and also 
was killed by shock.

Sarawak's chief minister, Ste­
phen Ningkan, whose govern­
ment announced Friday it will 
undertake internal self-govern­
ment Aug. 31 regardless of the 
outcome of the talks, said Rah­
man promised to consider their 
arguments. 

The ministers said further 
meetings will be postponed un­
til they are joined by the Brit­
ish colonial secretary, Duncan 
Sandys, who left London Friday 
and is expected here today. 

U.S. Officials Feel Buddhist 
Issue Becoming Military Junta 

SAIGON (AP)—Beset by the grave Buddhist crisis, 
President Ngo Dinh Diem's government has announced 
all ministries will take orders from the military during, 
the period of martial law in South Viet Nam. 

Officers of the armed forces — trained, supplied 
and advised by the United States for a war on Com­
munist guerrillas — appeared Friday to be taking direct 
control of the ministries under Diem's over-all leadership. 

Some American officials here 
held to the theory that the pres­
ident and his younger brother, 
Ngo Dinh Nhu, who heads the 
security police, were in effect 
leading a military junta. Their 
impression was that the two in-
has aroused citicism at. home 
and abroad. 

Others figured pressure on 
the government from army gen­
erals prompted the proclama­
tion of martial law and the mili­
tary raids on Buddhist pagodas, 

which hundreds of Buddhist 
monks and nuns were arrested. 

Developments of the political-
religious crisis, perhaps mark­
ing a time when the U.S. will 
take a new stance in southeast 
Asia, found Henry Cabot Lodge 
exuding confidence as the new 
U.S. ambassador to South Viet 
Nam. 

The 61-year-old diplomat, rep­
resenting a government which 
has denounced "repressive ac­
tions of this nature" against 
the Buddhists, included in his 
orientation work a visit to two 
Buddhist monks who have lived 
in asylum at the American aid 
mission since escaping there 
from arrest. U.S. sources said 
he paid a courtesy call on the 
monks barely 12 hoiirs after he 
arrived Thursday night. < 

The visit with the yellow-
robed refugees, staged even be­
fore Lodge presented his cre­
dentials to Diem's government, 
seemed significant. 

OTTAWA (CP) - The number 
of paralytic polio cases reported 
in Canada this year more than 
doubled last week with 16 new 
cases reported — 15 in Quebec. 

The health department report­
ed Friday.that the total up to 
Aug. 17 was 30 cases. 

In the changing political pat­
tern, a South Vietnamese air 
force officer seemed to be tak­
ing increasing charge at the 
foreign ministry. The ministry 
was left without a chief by the 
resignation of Vu Van Mau as 
foreign minister on Thursday. 
He is a Buddhist who was the 
government's senior minister 
with S>i years on the job. 

A U.S. official reviewing in­
cidents of this tumultous week 
said he believed South Vietna­
mese generals instituted the 
crackdown on the Buddhists, 
who had campaigned against 
the government for more than 
three months with calls for re­
ligious equality and social jus­
tice. 

"I don't believe the generals 
actually are in control," he 
said. "The country definitely is 
still ruled by President Diem. 

"But there is a growing 
weight of evidence that it was 
on the generals' insistence the 
present crackdown and martial 
law were initiated." 

Seat Belts 
Mandatory 

VICTORIA (CP) - Legislation 
passed at the last session of the 
British Columbia legislature 
makes it mandatory for any per­
son selling a car "assembled or 
manufactured after Dec. 31, 
1963," to provide "not less than 
two safety belts for use in the 
front seats." 

The legislation does not make 
it mandatory for automobile 
dealers selling used cars to in­
stall seat belts after Dec. 31. 

House Slashes 
Foreign Aid 

WASHINGTON (AP) - The 
House of Representatives gave 
President Kennedy a stunning 
setback Friday by slashing $585, 
000,000 from the foreign aid bill. 

A coalition of Republicans and 
jouthern Democrats put over 
the deep cut. 

At first the cut was interp­
reted as being $1,025,000. But 
a large part of the amount, 
while authorized by the House 
last year, had not been re 
quested in this year's bill. Thus 
part of the reduction did not 
count as far as this year's meas­
ure is concerned. 

The authorization stood at 
$3,500,000,000. 

The president had asked $4, 
500,000,000. The House foreign 
affairs committee cut that to 
$4,100,000,000 and the surprise 
move Friday cut it another $585 
000,000.

WHITEHORSE, Y.T. (CP) 
Rescue teams continued their 
round-the-clock efforts Friday to 
find a hard rock miner buried 
for three days 900 feet below the 
surface. 

Little hope was held that 23-
year-old Desmond Loughran, 23, 
of Edmonton would be found 
alive. 

Assistant Warden G. S. Mer­
ritt of the B.C. Penitentiary, 
which administers the special 
Doukhobor prison here, said 
Podmorow. died of malnutrition 
and that an autopsy would be 
held. 

Witnesses said the shouting, 
gesticulating Sons of Freedom 
were quieted by Mrs. Florence 
(Big Fanny) Storgoff, one of 
their spokesmen. 

The three Sons were taken to 
hospital early Friday and Pod­
morow died there about five 
hours later. Prison doctors had 
ordered him sent when he be­
came weak and: appeared in 
need of intravenous feeding. 

However, several hundred of 
the more than 500. Freedomites 
outside the gates continued, their 
sympathy hunger strike. 

The 113 inmates left in the 
prison received the news quietly 
when, told: that one of their 
brethren had die3. 

Pddmorbw, serving a seven 
year tprmfar arson,, was one of 
three prisoners taken from the 
special freedomite prison here 
to Chilliwack General Hospital 
at 1 a.m. Podmorow died' at 
6 a.m. 

Ambulances carried them past 
the sleeping Freedomite trekkers 
camped along the road outside 
the prison, among whom were 
Podmorow's parents and two 
brothers. A third brother jailed 
here is also fasting. 

Attorney-general Bonner de­
clined to comment on the death. 

"It is a policy of the govern­
ment not to publicize the ques­
tion of the Doukhobors," he said. 

There would be no changes in 
Doukhobor policies. 

Prison officials said the three 
tafken to hospital were among 
89 men and 16 women prisoners 
on a hunger strike 31 days old. 
Doctors said others would be 
sent to hospital if it became 
necessary.

Earlier, a body found near the 
base of Victoria Falls on the Na­
hanni River Aug: 6, was identifi­
ed as Martin Wutruch, a 21-year-
old Swiss farmer, who was with 
the two still missing. A wreok-
ed canoe was found nearby. 

The other men were: Fritz 
Weismann, 26, a Swiss black­
smith, and Wolfgang Mahmcke, 
25, an East German mechanic. 

The men were last seen June 
29 by a geological survey team 
operating in the valley. 

The trio went into the valley, 
650 miles northeast of Edmon­
ton, to take pictures and write 
an article for a Swiss newspaper. 

Police have asked prospectors 
and trappers in the area to 
watch for signs that may give 
the fate of the two men.

A seminar revolving around a 
better understanding of human 
relations for young adults, has 
attracted delegates from Alberta, 
British Columbia and Saskatche­
wan.

Herridge Hears Freedomite 
Women's Pleas in Hotel 

A hysterical demonstration was 
staged in a Nelson hotel lobby 
by 12 Sons of Freedom Douk­
hobor women protesting alleged 
injustices against their menfolk 
currently serving sentences at 
Mountain Prison at Agassiz. 

The women, some sobbing, 
pleaded Iheir case to H. W. Her­
ridge, MP for Kootenay West, 
who is visiting Nelson. 

The demonstration was an out­
come of the death of Agassiz 
prisoner Paul Podmorow, 23, who 
died of malnutrition, following a 
33-day hunger strike, Friday. 

The women first stormed into 
Provincial Magistrate William 
Evans' office demanding release 
of the prisoners, wailing that the 
men were innocent and that "a 
great injustice" was being done 
by the government. 

The magistrate told them it 
was not a provincial matter and 
referred them to Mr. Herridge 
at the Hume Hotel. 

POLICE STAND BY 
While the women crossed the 

street, to plead their case, Nel­
son RCMP officers watched from 
parked cars. City police accom­
panied the women into Hie hotel. 

Mr. Herridge was summoned 
and met the women, then es­
corted them to the rear of the 
lobby. 

At first the women were unde­
cided which government was re­
sponsible for the Sons' imprison­
ment but Mr. Herridge quickly 
cleared up their problem. 

Leaving them waiting in the 
lobby chairs he crossed over to 
Magistrate Evans' office to tele­
phone Justice Minister Lionel 
Chevrier at Ottawa and inform 
him of the situation. 

When approached by a Daily 
News reporter, spokesman for 
the group Mrs. Markin said she 
was not talking, adding "we're 
through fooling around." 

Unable to contact the minis­
ter, Mr. Herridge returned to 
the hotel, informing the group 
of his failure. The women began 
to sob and informed Mr. Her­
ridge they would not leave the 
hotel until the minister was con­
tacted. 

Mr. Herridge had been in­
formed that Mr. Chevrier could 
not be reached until 7:30 p.m 
but the women insisted they 
would not leave the lobby under 
any circumstances. 

"We have no place to go and 
we're going to wait right here," 
an elderly woman stated. As they 
talked, their emotions rose to a 
hysterical slate. 

WAIT FIVE HOURS 
Following a dinner engage­

ment Mr. Herridge informed the 
waiting group that Mr. Chevrier 
was still out and they left reluc­

tantly afte a five-hour seige at 
the hotel. 

At 10:30 p.m., Mr. Herridge 
received a call from the minis­
ter, who was at Fraser Point, 
near Cornwall, Ont. 

The men discussed the situa­
tion and the reaction of the 
Freedomite sect to the 33 day 
hunger strike at Agassiz. 

Mr. Chevrier said he was fully 
informed of the situation at 
Agassiz by prison officials, but 
because of the group's demon­
stration he promised to discuss 
the situation fully with Allen 
MacLeod, federal commissioner 
of penitentiaries. 

Magistrate Evans commented 
that the prison farm had become 
a shrine for the Freedomites, 
and all the inmates were consid­
ered martyrs.' 

Mr. Herridge suggested the" 
men be put in veterans' hospitals 
to end the hunger strike. 

He will meet with some of the 
women this morning to tell them 
of his conservation with Mr. 
Chevrier before leaving for 
Castlegar to attend a meeting of 
the Association of Kootenay 
Municipalities.

CASTLEGAR (CP) - Note for 
Highways Minister Gaglardi 
get out your fishing tackle and 
find some Eskimo friends. 

Mayor George Haddad of Cran­
brook feels sure that the minis­
ter will need both to pay off a 
bet that the 40-mile Salmo-Cres 
ton cutoff will be completed by 
the Fall. 

Mayor Haddad said Friday he 
bet an Elk's head against some 
Kamloops trout and a pair of 
snow shoes that the cutoff would 
not be completed. 

Now he had been advised that 
snow fell on the Salmo-Creston 
summitt this week, making it 
unlikely that traffic will move 
on the new section of the South­
ern Trans - Provincial Highway 
until Spring. 

The new section will reduce 
East-West travel time through 
the southeastern interior by sev­
eral hours. It eliminates the Bal-
four-Kootenay Bay ferry cross­
ing on the main Kootenay Lake. 
Summitt of the highway, where 
construction now is under way, 
is about 6,100 feet above sea 
level. 

Latest reports indicate about 
two miles of base construction 
still must be completed, with 
contractors working around the 
clock. Paving is under way on 
both sides of the summitt. 

Mayor Haddad is in Castlegar 
for the Fall convention of the 
Association of Kootenay Muni­
cipalities Saturday. 

"I have the Elk head tiid 

up," the mayor said, "but I don't 
want to shoot it until the road 
is finished, because I want him 
to have a nice Iresh head." 

In Trail recently Mr. Gaglardi 
•.aid the Salmo-Creston road 
would be opened for traffic this 
Fall, with an official opening 
timed to coincide with the Cres­
ton Blossom Festival n e x t 
Spring.
