State Funeral To Honor Churchill 
By HAROLD MORRISON 

LONDON (CP)-Britain will 
express its love for Sir Winston 
C h u r c h i l l in the solemn 
pageantry of a state funeral at­
tended by the Queen to whom 
the great warrior has been de­
voted. 

A state funeral in Britain is 
a rarity for a commoner and 
normally the monarch would 
not be present at the service. 
But in the case of Sir Winston 
all tradition is to be set aside. 

And there may be a special 
point of honor for Canada. For 
the first time in history, a Ca­

nadian will likely be on the 
steps of St. Paul's Cathedral, 
sometimes called the parish 
church of the Commonwealth, 
to receive the draped coffin for 
the church service. 

Dr. Conrad Swan, formerly of 
Duncan, B.C., will likely get 
that honor as the most recently-
appointed officer of the College 
of Arms 

At this stage, planning of the 
public homage is proceeding 
quietly. It is understood, that 
Prime Minister Wilson will de­
clare a state funeral and na­
tional mourning. 

MASSIVE PLANNING 
So massive an operation is 

this that a total of seven days 
will be required, including three 
days when the body will lie in 
state in the huge and ancient 
Westminster Hall, an historic 
part of Parliament. 

Thousands, including world 
leaders, will visit the huge hall 
to pay their respects. 

The regiments of which Sir 
Winston was honorary colonel 
likely will be assembled in their 
most formal attire at the fun­
eral. . 

The black - draped streets of 

London will be lined with thou­
sands of troops. 

Virtually every walk of Brit­
ish life will be represented in 
the procession to St. Paul's.

World Not Crying for 
B.C. Fruit, Growers Told 

KELOWNA ( C P ) - Provincial 
Agriculture Minister Frank 
Richter Tuesday took the Brit­
ish Columbia Fruit Growers 
Association to task for recent 
rumblings in the orchards. 

Mr. Richter was unable to 
make the convention here be­
cause of weather Conditions at 
Victoria but his deputy minister 
Alex Turner, read his speech 
to the 300 delegates. 

Mr. Richter said he was 
troubled by recent reports out 
of the valley and said the grow­
ers fruit prices depended on 
weather and demand as much 
as anything. 

"The world is not crying for 
British Columbia fruit," he 
said. 

"There li no place in today's 
competitive world for the in­
dustry, or part of the industry, 
which Seeks to criticiz* hind­
sight, and which clings to the 
traditions that have nO value ih 
the present." 

"Let us then suppose we cart' 
not resist changes hut must 
find ways of taking advantage 
of change."
