That the capture of James Jenkins, the suspect now In the provincial 
jail awaiting trial on a charge bf murdering Mrs. Mary Morrison, WAS not 
in any way due to the shrewdness or ability of Chief Constable ]•'. Stanley 
Spain is conclusively shown by the following story taken from a II-'HIIIK-
ham paper. The action of Spa'n in instructing Sheriff Williams io release 
Jenkins is on a liar with his conduct on the day of the murder, when lie 
withheld all informal ion concerning the crime from the city police, the 
Vancouver police,-and other interested parties until several hours after he 
had been notified of the tragedy. Had it not heen for the lure of bis 
feather bed, il is doubtful is Spain would have made any reporl of the 
murder to his superior officers until even later, but the gloomy prospftcl of 
spending a night in the woods around Hazelmere on the hunt for a deSper 
ate murderer proved too much tor the head of the Westminster provincial 
police force and he returned tO his downy couch. 

The cleverness of Mr. Spain is demonstrated by the following; 

(Extract from the Bellingham Herald of Tuesday, June 23.) 
"Jenkins, who closely resembles the descriptions sent out. of the mur­

derer, was arrested at Wickershain shortly after the murder upon the In­
structions of Sheriff Williams, of Bellingham, who ordered all his deputies 
to watch out for suspicious characters. Jenkins refused to account for his 
movements on June S or 9, the day preceding and the day of the murder, 
When asked why he was wearing two undershirts and no overshirt, he snld 
he had torn up the shirt at Nooksack and thrown it away because it was 
soiled. 

"At the time Jenkins was arrested a description of him was sent to New 
Westminster. Constable Spain did not think much of the suspect, and asked 
Williams to release him. This Williams refused to do, instead having 
Jenkins sentenced to ninety days at the poor farm for vagrancy. Then he 
went to the other Bide and laid his case before Constable Spain in detail. 

"Aa a result of Sheriff Williams' persuasion, Spain, .Mr. Morrison and 
the little girl, who was with her mother at the time of the assault, went 
to Bellingham and the trill picked him ont. as the guilty party." 

Spain left yesterday morning for Blaine, presumably on the bunt for 
e evidence. His movements were as beautifully mysterious as usual.

Sereno E. Payne, the veteran representative in congress of the 
Thirty-first district of New York, was born June 26, 1843, in Hamil­
ton, N. Y. a\t an early age his family removed with him to Auburn 
and has since made that city his home. He was graduated from the 
University of Rochester and was .admitted to the bar in 1866. His 
first public office was that of city clerk of Auburn, which he filled 
from 1868 to 1S71. He subsequently was elected supervisor, district 
attorney, and member of the board of education. He was elected to 
the forty-eighth congress and has been re-elected biennially ever 
since, with the exception of one term. Mr. Payne was a member of 
the British and American joint high commission in 1S99, and as a 
member of the committee on ways and means he helped to frame 
the McKinley and the Dingley tariff bills. Since 1899 he has been 
chairman of the ways and means committee and one ofthe recognized 
Republican leaders of the House of Representatives. He is a close 
friend of Speaker Cannon and during the legislative session the two 
usually leave the capital together and stroll down Pennsylvania ave­
nue arm in arm when the day's work is done.

There Is no country where the mat­
ter of landing from American passen­
ger ships is so easy and so expeditious­
ly done as England, says the Travel 
Magazine. Of course it is a free trade 
country, the freest iu the whole world. 
There are duties levied ou tobacco aud 
spirits, but travelers are allowed a 
half pound of tobacco in any shape and 
a half pint of spirits, which also In­
cludes perfume. Sugar is dutiable, 
whether ln grain, sweets or in jam, but 
u small quantity is freely passed. In 
all cases, however, these goods must he 
the actual property of the pns.sen-jer 
and be for his use and control. Cocoa, 
coffee and tea are also dutiable, as are 
reprints of English books. Outside of 
these things, as named, passengers fau 
bring in anytfilng — motors, cycles, 
horses, but not dogs, which animals a 
not to exceed six mouths' quarantine 
awaits. Keep' dogs ou .he American 
side. The customs officials are life ap­
pointees—under the civil service—and 
will be found most obliging and help­
ful. In fact, they are a model tr> the 
customs world. Tell the truth nt all 
times to these ollirinls and you will lie 
all right. They are niarvclously keen 
on spotting the supposedly smart liar. 
Lying doesn't pay "annyhow, Hinues-
«y!" at home or abroad.
