Washington, Jan. .11—Naturaliza­
tion author i t ies here say the quest ion: 
of whether ,1apane--e subjects can be­
come cit izens of the United States al­
ready has been settled adversely by 
the circuit courts iu the United States, 
which have declared that, not being 
e i ther white persons or persons of At-
rican nativity, they are nol ent i t led ' 
to tha t privi lege 

The question, it is said, has never . 
been taken to the supreme court of 
the United States. The decisions of 
the Circuit courts in construing the 
law on thi subject have been accept­
ed by tho natural izat ion officials as 
final. 

Heretofore, ei ther through miscon­
struct ion of the law or through ignor­
ance, Japanese in some cases have 
been allow: \ to die declarat ions of in­
tent ion to become cit izens. Strict 
orders have beei given in this mat­
ter and an effort will be made to have 
tins practice stopped.
