WAR PATH TAKEN BY 
TWO INDIAN TRIBES 

Tardy News Leaks Out of a 
Battle on the Liard and 
Nelson Rivers. 

JAILED ONE WEEK FOR 
STEALING A NEWSPAPER 

Man Who Was Too Mean to Spend 

One Cent for News is Given a 

Well Deserved Lesson. 

ln the remote parts of tbe interior 
of British Columbia life Is still held 
pretty cheap, and although the white 
man is generally safe from molesta­
tion, the Indians themselves are wont 
to settle, their little troubles in time-
honored fashion, without calling upon 
the courts or the representatives of 
the government to assist them. 

The latest of these little affrays is 
mentioned in a report just received by 
the attorney-general's department from 
the headquarters of the Northwest 
mounted police, which speaks of two 
tribes having gone on the warpath, 
with the result that some ten men 
were killed and others injured. The 
reporl goes on to say thai further 
trouble is expected. 

The scene of the fight is situated in 
the northeast corner of British Colum-
•bin, and it is an object lesson of the 
immensity of the distances in this 
province and how little is known of 
the vasl Interior spaces, that this. 
foray occured in the spring of last 
year and yet the news has only just 
leaked out. The bolligrenl Indians 
were the Dog Ribs and the Slkannls, 
who are understood to be oldtime 
enemies, and the authorities are nol 
always able to prevent spasmodic- out­
breaks from time to time 

A more serious report coming from 
the same source Is that a Roman 
Catholic missionary, who was travel­
ing on the Liard river, alone in a 
aanoe, is thought to have been killed 
also. The Indian who brought the 
news stated thai while his effects had 
been found, he himself was nowhere 
to be seen. 

These events are supposed to have 
taken place near the confluence of 
the Nelson and the Liard rivers, and 
such meagre details as ai*e known 
here are to be found in ihe report re­
ferred to, the essential portions of 
which are reduced below: 

"On .lune 1 last 11. (1. Clarke of the 

Hamilton, Aug. 21.—The theft of a 
newspaper, valued at one cent, result­
ed in George Harris, a respectable 
machinist who gave bis address as 
100 King street west, being sent to jail 
this morning for one week. Harris 
pleaded guilty to tho charge of ste;il-
ing the newspaper, which belonged 
to J. R. Wells. For some time the 
police nave been receiving complaints 
about Ilie theft of newspapers from 
doorways and yesterday morning Con­
stable Bert Thompson concealed him­
self near Mr. Wells' door. He had 
not waited long when Harris came 
along and picked up the newspaper. 
H walked away and the policeman 
followed him. Harris told the officer 
that he did not have the paper, and 
then Immediately contradicted him­
self with the statement that he dU 
have it. 

At the court this morning. Harris 
said he never bad beeu in trouble 
before-. The magistrate remarked that 
the law had to be observed, an '. sent 
him to jail for one week.

Some 
of the Indians believed that he bad 
been killed also. 

"The Indian who made his statement 
to Mr Clarke loft at once to hunt back 
toward the Liard river and will reach i 
there some time m-:<1 spring.
