The Slocan Star has laid off all the 
contractors except in the east drift of 
the lower tunnel, which is being driven 
to reach an ore chute showing up in the 
creek bed some distance to the east of 
the present workings. No men have 
been hired on company time yet, but it 
is expected that this will be done in a 
few days.

Wants to Know Why Kelly Was 
Let Out. 

McPhillips has given notice in the 
legislature of motion for a return of cor­
respondence (telegrams and letters) 
which may have ; parsed between the 
Provincial Governmenty.pratiy lyjember 
thereof, and any officer ofi .the'^govern-
ment, relating to tho sending, of Cbn« 
stable Kelly from.Nelson,to Slocan, the 
arrest by Kelly of the secretary of the 
Miners' Union there, and his subse­
quent release upon bail, followed by 
Kelly's withdrawal from the Slocan 
and his (Kelly's) subsequent resigna­
tion". 

Although the alien labor Act of the 
Dominion of Canada is supposed to be 
in force against the United States, the 
Payne mine continues to import men. 
As the last batch of men arrived a day 
or so after the miners' unions had de­
cided to accept the compromise scale, 
it is probable that arrangements were 
made for the importation of the men 
before the compromise was reached. 
This being so it is not likely that any 
further breaches of the law will take 
place ; but the. district will owe it to 
the miners' union, rather than the gov­
ernment., that it is not flooded with 
cheap labor. That the labor party will 
demand an accounting with the federal 
government, for its failure to give the 
protection which the framers of the Act 
designed, seems more than likely. 
The violations of the law have been so 
flagrant and persistent enquiry is neces­
sary. When the evidence is all in it 
Will be difficult for the Liberal politici­
ans to convince the labor party that 
their interests have not been sacrificed 
by the non-enforcement of the law. It 
is not possible to fool the people all the 
time, and the labor leaders will no 
doubt come to the conclusion that it is 
idle for them to struggle to secure the 
enactment of favorable legislation, if 
whenever the opportunity presents itself 
for the enforcement of such legislation 
the government treats it as a dead 
letter. I f there were breaches of the 
customs regulations it is safe to say 
they would be handled differently from 
the breaches of the alien labor Act. 
The government would not require the 
people of Kootenay to prove their case 
before taking action ; yet this is the 
government's position with respect to 
the alien Act. 

Prentice Wants to Repeal the Eight-
Hour Late. 

Prentice, member for Lillooet in the 
legislature, has gl\en notice of a motion 
to introduce a bill to repeal the eight-
hour law. 

Prentice is one of the members who 
loses his seat by the redistribution and 
as his chances of re-election are slim in-
any event, it is probable that for these 
reasons he has been chosen by the oppo­
sition to introduce the bill.
