Mr. Ji istslce Macdonald 

concurred In these requests and ad­

journed court unt i l 10 this morning. 

It Is expected th is case will be con­

cluded by ton ight . 

Yesterday morn ing W. E. Fisher, 

counsel for the Crown, called cor­

roborat ive evidence. E. Carlson gave 

his test imony as to what took place. 

He added l i t t le or nothing new to 

tha t already in. 

Ernest Pierce, who was with Ratch­

ford on the n ight of the trouble, was 

also called. He testified that Murphy 

was stabbed by Ohara just outside 

the door. 

John Wesley, an Indian who had 

watched par t of the mix-up from the 

street was a slow witness, as his evi­

dence h.ad to be interpreted by Rev. 

W. E. Collison Into Engl ish, and then 

by the official Japanese interpreter 

Into Japanese. He added nothing 

new to the evidence already given. 

Upon resuming In the afternoon 

Dr. N. McNeill was called to testify 

to the character of the wounds. 

He testified to hav ing made a post 

niorlem examinat ion of the body of 

Pl t tman at the B. C. Undertakers. 

Among other wounds, there was one 

on the left cheek extending down 

over the left lower jaw bone, over 

the neck unti l within half an inch 

of the breast bone, nt about the cen­

tre of that bone. There were wounds 

which looked as If it had been caused 

hy a sharp ins t rument about the 

breast bone. Viens in the neck had 

been severed and also arter ies. There 

were two small wounds in the upper 

lobe of the left lung, which might 

have been caused by a shap insr t ru-

ment. Death was due to hemorrh­

age he believed. 

Asked how far a man could go 

wounded tha t way, witness said that 

a man could not likely go very far. 

He would not expect him to go more 

than 500 yards. He would th ink the 

wound was caused by one blow. 

Cross-examined by Mr. Shoebot­

ham, witness was asked to explain 

the two wounds in the heiyrt. 

The doctor said that the two 

wounds were not more than an eighth 

of an inch apart . They, were very 

similar. 

Witness said that there was noth­

ing in what he found to prompt him 

to believe the man was unhealthy. 

The man would he a strong man. 

He did not th ink the wound 

would have been made by a clever. 

Joshua Robinson, another Indian, 

gave evidence which had to be doubly 

interpreted. 

Tn his cross-examination by Mr. 

Shoebotham he testified that he did 

not see the blow struck by Ohara. 

He saw Murphy fall. 

Tho court adjourned at 4 :15, unti l 

today.

That the coal deposits near Twen­

ty Mile are to be developed in the 

near future is the news brought by 

Ar thur Skelhorne, who is spending a 

few days in t h e district, says the 

Omineca Miner, of Hazelton.

He est imates 

that the seam contains 14,000,000 

tons, and as the point for work ing is 

only 300 feet from the siding a t Sea-

ton, the proposit ion looks extremely 

favorable.

These 

are provided at the expense of the 

Canadian Government. Men who are 

discharged in Canada are ent i t led to 

like considerat ion. Every th ing pos­

sible is to be done, in shor t , to re­

store shat tered men so far as pos 

sible to the i r normal condit ion. This 

is considered to be exclusively the 

function of the Government.

Aeroplane Fight 
Paris, Dec. 8.—An official repor t 

says it has been comparatively calm 

on the front. Artillery act ions took 

place a t Ar to is in sectors of Loos and 

Givenchy between the Somme and tbe 

Oise. In face of activity on the 

par t of the enemy's art i l lery, our 

guns opened an action of g rea t viol­

ence. Observat ions made by aero­

planes enabled us to establish the ef­

ficiency of our fire. 

.Fight ing with grenades cont inues 

to the east of Butte De Souain, where 

we made progress between Argonne 

and t h i Meuse. Our bat ter ies de­

stroyed several reservoirs conta in ing 

suffocating gases. 

One of 0 u r aeroplanes giving chase 

at a height of 3,000 metres of a Ger­

man machine, approached within a 

distance of 20 metres, when it at­

tacked the German aeroplane with 

machine guns. The enemy's aero­

plane took Are and Immediately ex­

ploded, two passengers fall ing within 

our l ines. 

A Belgian offiical report says ar t i l ­

lery act ion have been qui te intense 

along the whole Belgian front. We 

counter shelled effectively the oppos­

ing bat ter ies and shat tered the en­

emy's works at Car Poesele. We dis­

persed also a convoy company on 

the road between Dixmude and Ste-

enst raete.
