Victoria, April 12.—Tlie .Work­

men's Compensation bill will prob­

ably lie introduced in the House to­

day. I t Is one of the most Important 

measures of i ts kind ever brought 

forward in the Province, and is gen­

eral ly regarded as a very advanced 

piece of proposed legislation. 

State insurance. 

Tlie bill provides for tlie adoption 

of i lie s late insurance principle, by 

which all employers of industr ia l la­

bor must contr ibute, according to 

classification to a state fund adminis­

tered by a board. In case of the in­

ju ry of any employee compensat ion 

will be paid by the board, and thus 

the employee will never be forced 

to lake action in court against the 

employer or a liabil ity company, nor 

will nn employer be forced a t any 

t ime to pay heavy sums for damages 

in !lie event of workmen being in­

jured. 

Industr ial Discuses. 

A medical fund is provided for in 

the bill, which also covers the pay­

ment of compensation for Industr ial 

diseases contracted by workmen. 

The lilll Is to come into effect at 

the flrsl of next year. 

Commissioners To Administer. 

There " i l l bo three commissioners 

on the board, appointed for eight, 

n ine and ten years respectively. The 

chai rman's salary will be live thous­

and, with four thousand for the 

oil ier two members.
