MILLIONS IN GOLD 
BROUGHT OVER 

HOW $55,000,000 WAS SHIPPED 

FROM LONDON TO NEW 

VORK 

N'othing Was Known Of Tlie Move­

ment Until It Landed On 

This Side. 

V. G. R. Vickers, Super intendent 

of the Dominion Express Company, 

has returned from Halifax to his of­

fice here with a small slip of paper 

in his wallet, says a Montreal de­

spatch. This slip was merely a dupli­

cate of a receipt he had given for 

$55,000,000, probably the largest 

single receipt ever Issued by the Do­

minion Express or any other com­

pany ln Canada. The money had 

come from England and had been 

consigned by the Hrltlsli Government 

to .Messrs. .1. P. Morgan * Co., nl New 

York, l t had been broughl to Canada 

by a British warship m Halifax, 

Prom iiiilifnx the consignment was 

sent pari of the way III New York, 

by the Dominion Express Company, 

and then transferred to the Ameri­

can Express Company, who took it 

Ihe balance of the journey, and de­

livered it at the offices of Messrs. 

Morgan & Co., without a single 

nickel of Hie fifty-five mill ions of dol­

lars being so much as disp'ace 1 

This, it was stated, was a record 

shipment of money, so far as Canada 

was concerne'i, and the qu ie . manner 

in which it was done, together wiih 

the satisfactory result of the work, 

was taken as an example of the man­

ner In whicli the Dominion Express 

Company could lend Its organization 

to high and secret mat ters of state. 

Nothing was said about this huge 

shipment until It was successfully 

delivered, for obvious reasons, since 

if the Germans had known that so 

Vancouver, Aug. 27.—Jonathan 

Rogers, Pres ident of the Board of 

Trade, has been elected president of 

a prohibit ion commit tee of one hun­

dred.
