PROV'L POLICE NEWS. 

Provincial Constable A-.C. Min­

ty tins been appointed, to act as 

a Locitl Board of Health, for the 

purpose of carrying out the pro­

visions of the Health Act in tht; 

Lillooet District. 

Constable Minty has for some 

time been investigating the re­

ports sent him about the whole­

sale slaughter of game in the 

Bridge River country by Cliilco­

tiu Indians nnd others, and tis 

the information was found re­

liable, he wrote the Superintend­

ent of Provincial Police at Vic­

toria; with the result that the 

Government has sent Mr. B. T. 

Williams, the newly appointed 

Chief Game Warden for the pro­

vince, with headquarters n' 'Van­

couver, to go <o Lillooet and 

further inquire into the illegal 

killing of game during, the close 

season as reporU.nl by Mr. Minty, 

ou whose suggestion Mr. Wil­

liams has appointed a Deputy 

in this District, Frederick John­

son, with instructions to «n to 

all the places where the game a-

houud, and if he finds any per­

son, lie he Indian or millionaire 

white man killing game out of 

season, to bring him to Lillooet 

and Imve the authorities pros­

ecute to the limit. It is the opin­

ion of the representatives of the 

provincial police that a few con­

victions, and the extreme penal­

ty of .$100 and costs or 30 days, 

or to both fine and imprison­

ment with hard labor, will be an 

introduction into the mysteries 

i»f evading the law, and a costly 

lesson, especially the imprison­

ment part of it, is the only way 

open to the police department to 

teach some men who pride them­

selves on being immune from the 

clutches of the police court, in 

regard to the new Game Act of 

1905, passed last session of the 

Legislature. 

Mr. Minty has found it necessary 

to place Frank Gott under the 

protection of the law, by serving 

ail concerned with notices that 

intoxicating liquor must not be 

furnished. The penalty is severe 

and will be enforced.
