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Broken Hill Report 
Is Very Satisfactory 

The most satisfactory report of 
the progress of developement 
of the Broken Hill mine in the 
Bridge river district was received 
by the head office of the Com­
pany in Vancouver. Mr. H. J. 
Pollard, consulting engineer, has 
just returned from the property 
and announces that the main 
ore body had been struck in No. 
2 tunnel a distance of 382 feet 
from the portal. 

The ore body on this property 
is something tremendous, accord­
ing to engineering reports calcu­
lated from the places it has been 
exposed by various workings. 
The values run as high as $30 to 
the ton in gold, silvr •", and cop­
per. A crew of men have been 
steadily at work for months, and 
the property is in such shape now 
that when transportation facil­
ities are afforded steady ship­
ments of the ore may be made to 
whichever smelter will give the 
company the best terms. 

Transportation will be obtained 
by the Pacific Great Eastern rail­
way. The nearest point will be 
Mission, on Seton Lake, which is 
about eight miles from the Brok­
en Hill property. The ore will be 
taken from the mine by a tram­
way and.then loaded on to auto­
mobiles and taken to the railroad 

The road from Seton Lake to 
the mine is one of the best in­
terior roads in the proving The 
development of this property was 
very backward at the beginning 
owing to the fact that there were 
transportation difficultses which 
the the construction of the P. G. 
E. has now overcome. 

Mr. .1. M. Williams, manager 
of McGillivray Mountain mines, 
is expected to arrive here in a 
dav or two. 

A total of 2C0 feet of tunnel 
work was clone on this property 
during the year 1914, and al­
though this has proven the con­
tinuity of the vein to a depth of 
434 feet, and there is at present 
six feet of quartz in the face on 
the drift, the later has no1, been 
extended far enough to reach the 
ore shoot which outcrops on the 
mountain above it. The mana-
ment expect to intercept this pay 
shoot in its downward course 
within the next 150 feet, which 
work is to be done during this 
year.

War Gleanings 

The effectiveness of the steel 
submarine traps which have been 
put down to guard British rivers 
and harbours, says a London 
cable to the Mail andEmpire, has 
been shown by the fact that two 
German submarines have been 
caught in the Firth of Forth. 

In addition a third has been 
sunk off the coast of Haddington­
shire, and a fourth was rammed 
last Wednesday, disabled, cap­
tured and towed into Leith, the 
crew were taken prisoners. 

A French destroyer rammed, 
and it is believed, sank a German 
submarine off Dieppe. 

Big operations will shortly take 
place in the Dardanelles. Three 
fleets and three armies will be 
engaged in the attack. 

British aviators and warships 
are making a violent attack on 
Zeebrugge, the German naval 
base. Zeppelins are reported to 
be hurrying to the aid of the 
town. 

In the east the Russians are 
holding the Germans in North 
and Central Poland, and they are 
putting forth all their strength to 
force their way through Uzosk 
and Lupkow passes, with the re­
sult that some of the heaviest and 
continuous fighting of the war is 
in grogress in the Carpathians, 
both sides laying claim to suc­
cesses. 

The Russians have already 
forced Dukla Pass and are mak­
ing their way down the Southern 
slopes of the Carpathians into 
Hungary and according to Brit­
ish critics must soon compel the 
Austrians and Germans defend­
ing the two other passes to fall 
back or be threatened with inter­
ference with their communica­
tions. 

The British have achieved a 
much more important success 
on the Suez Canal than appeared 
to be the case at first, the Turks 
having lost 3,000 men, killed, 
wounded and cuptured, in the 
recent fighting, as well as guns 
and stores.

Postage Stamp Tax 

A war tax of one cent has been 
imposed on each letter and post­
card mailed in Canada for deliv­
ery in Canada, the United States 
or Mexico, and on each letter 
mailed in Canada for delivery in 
the United Kingdom and British 
Possessions generally, and wher­
ever the two cent rate applies, to 
become effective on and from 
the 15th April, 1915. 

This war tax is to be prepaid 
by the senders by means of a 
War Stamp for sale by Postmast­
ers and other postage stamp vend­
ors. 

Whenever possible, stamps on 
which the words "War Tax have 
been printed should be used for 
prepayment of the war tax, but 
should ordinary postage stamps 
be used for this purpose, they 
will be accepted. 

This war stamp or additional 
stamp for war purposes should 
be affixed to the upper right hand 
portion of the address side of the 
envelope or post card, close to 
the regular postage so that it 
may be readily cancelled at the 
same time as the postage. 

In the event of failure on the 
part of the sender through over­
sight or negligence to prepay the 
war tax on each letter or post 
card above specified, such a let­
ter or post card will be sent im­
mediately to the nearest Branch 
Dead Letter Office. 

It is essential that postage on 
all classes of mail matter should 
be prepaid by means of ordinary 
postage stamps. The war tax 
stamp will not be accepted in any 
case for the prepayment of post­
age.
