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Graham Island Coal Lands Dispute. New Steamship Service. 

The suit pending between the Graham 
Island Collieries Company and the Ca­
nadian Development Company over the 
price to be paid for 22,800 acres of coal 
land on Graham Island was further 
aired in Vancouver Supreme Court 
Chambers a few days ago. The Cana­
dian Development Company is claiming 
$10 an acre for the land and the Graham 
Island Company is seeking to have that 
agreement set aside and a declaration 
that they are entitled to the property 
at $4.50 an acre. 

Mr. Justice Murphy some time ago 
made an order allowing the Graham 
Island Company to bring their action 
on condition that they first paid up the 
$4.50 an acre. Mr. W. J. Bird, asked 
the court for a dismissal of the order 
that the money had been paid. 

Mr. J. W. Farris for the Graham 
Island Company said he had settled with 
all shareholders except four, and two 
of these, Mr. A. A. Jones and Mr. Jas. 
Whitcomb, were president and vice-
president of the Canadian Development 
Company. Mr. Justice Murphy held 
that so long as these men were not 
parties to the suit they were entitled to 
their money like anyone else. Mr. Far­
ris was granted an adjournment to join 
them as parties to the defence.

Mr. John Gait, manager of the North­
ern Steamship Company, is reported to 
be making inquiries as to the prospects 
of establishing a direct steamship ser­
vice between Victoria and the Queen 
Charlotte Islands via the west coast of 
Vancouver Island. This Company's 
steamers have been running to the 
islands for some time, but not on a 
regular schedule. It is more than like­
ly that a semi-monthly service will be 
established and an announcement to that 
effect may be made very shortly.
