John W. Arthur, mining man of fortv 
years experience, was at Leadville 
recently, and in his opinion the giggest 
camp e has ever seen is now in the 
making. He saw concentrating and 
and solid silver-lead ore which amazed 
him with its richness and quantity. 

Patsy Clark, the Spokane mi lionaire 
mining man, will shortly operate in 
Leadvill and other camps in Princeton 
district. 

The result of the work done on the 
Slocan Star is highly gratifying. Things 
are looking up in the mining line all 
through the Silvery Slocan, and this 
latest development will add further im­
petus to a movement which is already be­
coming a legitimate mining 'boom.' 

Only a light business was dene in cop 
per last week, with steady markets. Do­
me-tic consumers have requirements well 
covered ioc the next 30 to 60 days, aud 
only small lots have been saleable even to 
the smaller smelters Large production 
and heavy smelting continue to be the I 
main features of the trade. In Europe, 
however, there has been less buying and 
apparently some decrease in consump 
tion; but not enoug to be of special inter­
est.

'The Interprovincial motor road that is 
being built from the coast through Brit­
ish Columbia is going to be a big factor 
in mining investments; the section over 
the Hope mountains is being constructed 
at the present time from both ends of the 
line; a 16 foot face is being given, and at 
only one or two points does the grade 
rise to 5 pet centr 

'The mining people are to make an ef­
fort to get Spokane auto owners to join 
with the boundary so that we may keep 
up the old business connection with our 
cars, instead of depending upon the rail. 
The Columbia Copper Co., at Princeton, 
in which Spokane people are largely in­
terested, will be able to make shipments 
by motor truck to Princeton. 

'On the B. C. Copper company's de­
velopment on the Voigt properties on 
Copper mountain nearly 100 men are em­
ployed. The results have been the 
blocking out of an ore body second to 
none in the province. 

'The Whipsaw silver lead properties are 
showing up to good advantage, and a 
wagon road is being built to allow of 
shipments the coming spring.'

MAIN LINE OF K.V.R. 
Goes Through Princeton, giv­

ing Direct Competition 
to Coast. 

V., V. & E. and Kettle Valley Lines 
Use One Roadbed, bnt Two 

Distinct Tracks. 

From a reliable source it is learned 
that the mam line of the Kettle Valley 
will run through Princeton and tha until 
it is completed down Coquihalla pass 
access to the coast will be given over the 
V.,V. & E. when completed to Coldwater 
junction next year thence over the C.P.R. 
via Merritt to the coast. 

Extending from Otter summit to My­
ron's ranch, a distance of nine miles, the 
Kettle Valley railway aud the V..V.& E. 
will use one roadbed with double track, 
each maintaining and owning its own 
line. This is part of an understanding 
regaiding construction by the Kettle 
Valley (C.P.R.) of the line through Co­
quihalla pass. The estimated cost per 
mile through the pass varies from #90,1 
000 bv the Great Northern to $100,o"o 
same distance by the C.P.R. The C.P R. 
receives a bonus of- $16,000 per mile, 
whereas, the Great Northern has never 
received aid and is not seeking any. 

J. H. Kennedy, construction engineer 
on the V..V.&E-, was in town Tuesday 
on his way to Okanagan Falls, to attend 
an interesting marital event. He had 
been at the summit of the Otter inspect­
ing the line being revised by L. M. Hale 
and party.

H. L. P. Chiene, formerly with en 
gineering staff of Great Northern here, is 
located near Portland, Ore., on a fruit 
ranch.

The 
lobby has all the conveniences for public 
and private receptions, the office being 
handily located in the ceuter with tele­
phone exchange connecting every part of 
the building, also with the public ex­
change. Next is the barroom, 21x54 
feet. finished jn the latest stvle with tile, 
flo >r and threshold.
