Chan-.es Suggested — Believes That 
Prospects are not Being Held Too 

High—Mining Notes-

J o h n Mieklejohn who is in teres ted 
in the Simi lkameen and who has had a 
long- and varied mining-experience in 
South Africa, Aus t ra l ia , Yukon and 

.elsewhere, h a s given the following - in­
terview to a press representat ive . After 
s t a t i n g t h a t h e visi ted t he principal 
cities of E n g l a n d , Scotland and eastern 
Canada las t winter he said : " I found 
an apa the t ic indifference among- min­
i n g people in the cit ies I visi ted to­
w a r d s inves t ing in Br i t i sh Columbia. 
A n u m b e r of people complained they 
had lost money a l ready in worthless 
Br i t i sh Columbia m i n i n g veutures and 
were too cynical and prejudiced to 
th ink favorably of a n y t h i n g t h a t came 
from th i s province; a ,grea t m a n y were 
i g n o r a n t of the minera l resources, and 
others , especially in eastern Canadian 
cit ies, s ta ted t h a t when the people of 
Br i t i sh Colunibia showed the i r confid-

'- ence in their own country b y inves t ing 
in the i r minera l c la ims, con t en t i ng 
themselves with profits from legiti­
m a t e m i n i n g en terpr i ses r a the r than 
from the s t a k i n g and the sale of 
c la ims, then they migh t expect to get 
more eas tern capi ta l . 

" T h e value conta ined in the ore and 
the size of, the ore bodies in th is pro­
vince compare favorably wi th tha t 
found in the o ther colonies, and I con­
sider there is indeed a g r e a t future for 
m i n i n g here* f. am of the opinion 

' however, t ha t the indusl.rj ' would have 
a much bet ter chance of progress ing 
under encpur-ig*enient from the govern­
ment ins tead of be ing hampered from 

, i ts b i r th , a s i t is a t present , by exces­
sive taxa t ion , Some of the Aus t ra l ian 
laws could easi ly be adonted to ad vant-
age . .I agree with Mr. Herschel-Cohen 

,. when he s ta tes t h a t minera l claims are 
too l igh t ly held and advocates a ihore 
s t r i n g e n t l abo r condit ion a t tached to 
all ho ld ings . If a g rea te r amoun t of 
labor had to be expended, men would 
be more careful of the real va lue of the 
ground they s taked, and it woul.i have 
the effect of forcing- development and 

\ s h o w i n g up a g r e a t amoun t of na tura l 
- ^ w e a l t h ^ t h a t ' i i o w ^ ^ 

condit ions—hidden and unknown and, 
in numerous ins tances , shepherded by 
res t ak ing from yea r to year . If con­
t inuous labor was enforced, as i t i s in 
Aus t ra l ia , exempt ion only be ing 
gran ted iu cases that jus t ly merited it , 
we would not find the •* 'wi ldcat ter ' 
among: us who goes out and s takes for 
position and then ca lmly ' spends h is 

t ime around hotel offices h a w k i n g his 
location for s a l e . " 

" D o n ' t you th ink a regulat ion of th is 
description would be a hardsh ip on the 
p rospec to r?" 

" N o t by a n y m e a n s , " Mr. Meikle-
john firmly answered; " t h e genu ine 
prospector has every- wish to devt-lop 
his ground; i t is the 'wi ldcat ter ' who 
would consider it a hardsh ip , as a 
regula t ion on th is basis would be his 
funeral knell . The Aus t ra l i an pro­
spectors are surely aga ins t the man 
who a t t empts to shepherd h i s ground 
wi thou t work ing it, and they would 
bi t ter ly oppose a change in the regul­
a t ions which "would give one person a 
monopoly of near ly 52 acres of possibly 
va luable ground under the pal t ry labor 
condition of $100 per annum expended 
on work, or the other choice of aban­
donmen t and res tak ing the cla im with-
ou t ' any work be ing done. He would 
also figure tha t the demand for labor 
would be considerably decreased unde r 
th is regula t ion . -Every claim which is 
being developed and shows up well is a 
fur ther running- adver t i sement of the 
resources of the province and the com­
m u n i t y here cannot afford to allow the 
na tu ra l wealth to lie undeveloped and 
u n k n o w n . " 

" H o w do t h e prices for good c la ims 
here correspond with w h a t is paid, in 
the colonies you have been i n ? " was 
nex t asked. : 

" N o comparison can be drawn a t al l , 
because the investor h a s it all h i s own 
way under the sys tem of bond ing t ha t 
is e x t a n t here and the prices are away 
below a n y t h i n g I have ever seen. Pos­
session is general .}-given in th is pro­
vince on long te rms for a purchaser to 
find out the value of a proper ty before 
comple t ing his purchase . . Only in a 
few ins tances have I known this k ind 
of deal to be entered into by the cla im-
holder in Aus t ra l ia or South Africa. In 
those countr ies possession or t i t le is 
ver.v seldom g-iven unt i l the purchase is 
complete, but even then the t e rms a r e 
not general ly over such a long period 
as is the common case here. A n in­
vestor can get no fairer or more reason­
able deal a s far as prices and te rms a re 
concerned in a n y pa r t of the Bri t ish 
colonies t han w h a t caii be procured in 
the , m i n i n g distr icts of this province, 
and I have no hesi ta t ion in s a y i n g in 
contradict ion to wha t Mr. Sword is 
s ta ted to have said in a la te in te rv iew 
published in the Ross land Miner, t h a t 
the sys tem of bond ing as practiced here 
toge ther with the small prices gener­
ally involved would be sufficient in­
ducement for me to invest local ly , in 
preference to a n y other pa r t I h a v e 
been in , if I were so financially s i tua t ­
ed ." he concluded.

The twen ty - fou r th a n n i v e r s a r y of 
the confederation of the provinces in to 
a Dominion of "Canada was quiet ly 
observed in Greenwood save by the 
smal l boys and " J a k e " Bar re t t . J a k e 
is a lways loyal to Greenwood and if he 
could hot keep the b ig boys' at home on 
Dominion Day, he a t least succeeded in 
g iv ing t h e l i t t le . fellows a jolly timr.j 
J a k e marshe l l ed h is a r m y of young­
s ters about n ine o'clock in the m o r n i n g 
and unti l near ly midn igh t the bea t of 
drums, t h e boom of bombs and the 
spu t t e r ing of rockets told t h a t J a k e ' s 
juven i le a r m y was abroad. T h e boys 
all voted " J a k e y " a pr ince of good 
fellows and mildly suggested that t hey 
were cosmopolites and were quite pre­
pared to celebrate the Four th of J u l y 
or a n y na t iona l hol iday of a n y 
country unde r the sun . ' 

T n e ear ly t ra in to. Grand Fo rks was 
well crowded with pleasure seekers . 
Phoen ix was practical ly deserted on 
Mondaj", near ly all of i t s i n h a b i t a n t s 
h a v i n g gone to "the Ket t le River ci ty . 
Greenwood would have made but a poor 
showing had the census enumera to r 
turned up as the major i ty of those who 
d idn ' t take in the Grand F o r k s cele­
brat ion picnicked a t Midway. AU of 
the la t te r reported an enjoyable oi i t ing. 

The Grand Fo rks celebration was a 
great- success from point pf n u m b e r s . 
T h e Kootenay t ra ins and the Boundary 
all con t r ibu t ing a large number of 
vis i tors . T h e vis i tors found them­
selves a t the H o t too tender mercy of 
an ami}- of graf te rs whb fleeced them 
at every avai lable oppor tuni ty and th is 
to a la rge extent detracted from wha t 
would otherwise have been a very 
p leasant excursion. 

T h e Grand Fo rks Dominion --Day 
celebration drew the larges t crowd 
ever seen in the Boundary . Midway, 
Phoen ix , E h o l t and Greenwood con­
t r ibuted l iberal ly , and when the ear ly 
Monday m o r n i n g ' s special, in to sect­
ions, pulled in to Grand -forks depot , 
fully 700 people entered the Gateway 
City"frony~acTos¥Tfrehiountains. I t is 
es t imated t h a t 1,500 visi tors from all 
points took«in the spor ts . 
*"" T h e hose t e a m from the Greenwood 
F i r e D ep a r tmen t covered itself wi th 
glory in w i n n i n g from Ross land the 
hub-and-hub race, n o t w i t h s t a n d i n g 
t h a t it was- heavi ly handicapped by 
reason of b e i n g forced to car ry hose. 
T h e firem.n's races , held down town, 
was a fea ture of the two-days cele­
bra t ion. Ross land sen t over a l a rge 
crowd of backers , who offered l iberal 
odds tha t the i r firemen would t a k e 
eve ry th ing in s igh t . F a t e however 
decreed otherwise for the local boys 
won handi ly in the hub-and-hub. In 
the wet test the Rosslaud teams were 
witiners, with G r a n d F o r k s a good 
second, hi the foot races Smi th of 
Rossland carried off the honors . 

The horse races at the new West-
mount park half mile t rack drew la rge 
and enthus ias t ic crowds both after­
noons. T h e prizes were l iberal and 
thanks to a good m a n a g e m e n t there 
was no a t t e m p t a t jockeying—it was 
dead s t r a igh t r a c ing iu wliich the best 
horse won. 

T h e lacrosse match Monday morn-
.ing- between P h o e n i x and Grand Forks, , 
resulted in a poor exhibi t ion, in which 
the Grand Fo rks boys made 12 s t r a i g h t 
goals to n o t h i n g . Phoen ix however 
showded them how to play football 
w i n n i n g by one to n o t h i n g in a well 
contested g a m e . -Monday's p r o g r a m m e 
was concluded a t t h e opera house b y 
a middleweight box ing contest between 
Charl ie Goff of Spokane and Bob 
Hodge of Idaho. Goff was too speedy 
for h i s opponent , pu t t i ng h im out in 
t h e second round. T h e prel i rhiuery 

I bout of e igh t rounds between Kid L e e 

and Dick Lewis (colored) lasted the 
limit, and while popular opinion gave 
the fight to the colored g e n t the referee 
decided in favor of Kid Lee . 

Most of the Greenwood delegation 
stayed the two days r e tu rn ing home on 
Tuesday evening ' s regular . As the C. 
P . R. failed to provide for the proper 
hand l ing of such a b ig crowd, over 
half were forced to journey to the 
Forks in box-cars. Coming home the 
local fire boj's and some of the i r 
" r o o t e r s " captured a box car and held 
a " s i n g - s o n g , " being met on the ar­
r iva l of the train by F i r e Chief Mc­
Kenzie and escorted to the fire hal l 
where they were felicitated oyer the i r 
victory.

ROUTE OUTLINED TOUCHES THE 

BOUNDARY CAMPS 

BEFORE REACHING REPUBLIC 

Will Bring tlie Ores to the Natural 
Smelting Point Boundary Creek. 

Where Smelter will ibe Built-

J a m e s J . Hill is essent ia l ly a r a i lway 
man. He builds railwa3 rs to secure 
business, consequently he sometimes 
does thing's' t h a t as tonish men who 
th ink thej- know it all . • Last, week' t h e 
Spokesman-Review published a m a p 
showing- the route of the Marcus-Re­
public ra i lway and Spokane men a re 
wondering- why Mr. Hill comes nor th 
into Br i t i sh terr i tory a n d south ag-ain 
in order to reach Spokane . T h e reason 
is p la in . Mr. Hi l l does t h i s because h e 
is a ra i lway man and is after bus iness . 
H e builds his rai lway where he wil l 
get the grea tes t possible business . 

In t h e dis t r ic t t raversed by 
Hil l ' s proposed ra i lway there 
mines tha t will j u s t pay and o the r 
mines and proposit ions to lean to 
tempt opera tors or investors . In order 
.to secure the grea tes t development of 
the na tu ra l resources of the distr ict , 
a development necessary to a profit­
able bus iness on the pa r t of the rai l ­
way, the ra i lways itself runs, be so 
constructed so as admit of economic as­
sembl ing of the vai ious ores at some 
centra l po in t where thej- can be t reat ­
ed a t t he lowest possible, cost. T h e 
na tura l centre for this is Bounda ry 
creek and Mr. Hil l builds his r a i lway 
accordingly. 

T h e route as outlined by the Spokes-
man-Review map shows t h a t the whol<_ 
mineral distr ict is to be tapped in t h e 
shortest possible dis tance to a n a t u r a l 
centre. After leaving- the Ket t le River 
valley and following F o u r t h of J u l y 
creek, nor thward towards S u m m i t 
camp, Wel l ington, Phoen ix and Sum-, 
mi t , camps are tapped. By continuing-
the road down Boundary creek through. 
Greenwood and towards Midway, a 
down hill haul is secured for the ores 
of the camps mentioned and those of 
L o n g Lake , Providence, Skj-lark, . 
Deadwood, Copper, Smi th ' s and Cent­
ral as well. All the camps of Bound­
ary are tapped in the shor tes t possible 
dis tance. T h e n the road continues b y 
a na tu ra l route from Midway to Re-
pi ibl ic .^ 'Bt i t ' t l - i - r i s" "no Fail"." If is the 
intent ion to cont inue the road west to 
Mj-ers creek, Canjp--McKinney' , -West ' 
Fork and Okanagan . 

I t . will be asked why Mr. Hil l does 
not build his road direct from Marcus 
to Republic and run spurs in to t h e 
Boundary camps. T h e reason is p la in . 
T h e whole road is buil t to secure t he 
easiest and cheapest communica t ion 
from all the camps to one n a t u r a l 
point for the assembling- of the ores . 

T h a t point is Boundary creek. 
T h e rai lway man is af ter bus iness 

and must go to the smel t ing po in t . 
T h e smel ter man cannot come to h im 
because ho must chose tlie. best po in t 
for assembl ing the various ores and 
.luxes required to make the mix tu res 
he desires and thr-re is no point more 
advantageous than Boundary ciec-k. * 
T h e dry ores necessary to 'make work­
able and profitable mixtures can be 
conveniently hauled from Republ ic 
nnd other points across the l ine t o 
Boundary creek to meet there the ores 
of Boundary . T h e ores of West Fork, 
and Camp McKinney can also be more 
conveniently hauled to Boundary t han 
to any other smel t ing point . As hns 
already been pointed out by the T i m e s , . 
there are points acro-s the l ine equal ly 
ns good as those on this side, bu t t h e 
smelters will not be built there . Build 
smelters immediately across the l ine to ' 
t rea t Canadian ore and immediate ly a n 
export duty is imposed by the Domin­
ion government . T h e Amet ican 
government migh t feel l ike retaliating-
aga ins t American ores coming- t o 
Canadian smelters , but they a re with­
out the power since the cons t i tu t ion 
forbids an export duty on t h e n a t u r a l 
products of the country . 

T h e pr incipal shareholders in t h e 
Dominion Copper company a re associ­
ated with Mr. Hil l in the r a i lway 
undertaking*. T h e i r smel te r exper t 
Mr. Breen will build h is sme l t e r a t 
Greenwood and the ra i lway will b e 
bui l t so tha t the ores from all p o i n t s 
may be cheaply hauled to t h e s m e l t e r .
