The book contains 114 pages, and-according to Reviewer 
Edinger, a selection of l imericks as might be anticipated, crowns 
the volume.

Most of the classics have now 
been collected and printed. Prof. Riddehough's examples hardly 
challenge the censor, bu t wil l nevertheless delight the collector. 
Such fine Canadian names as Bloor, Namu and Lillooet h a v e 
been dealt w i th authoritat ively, perhaps decisively.

A nine percent ceiling? 
The B.C. Teachers Federat ion reports an agreement in com­

mit tee has been reached between the Sur rey teachers and the 
school board which calls for an overall increase iri benefi ts of 
9.3% wi th 9 percent going to an increase in salaries. 

We point this out because usually an announcement of the 
first agreement sets the pace for the majority of other school 
districts. I t is also a subject which could come within the priori­
ties which w e r e discussed in an ed i to r ia l las t week. 

Educational costs in the main come out of taxation and sal­
a ry requirements come from the school board budget wi th some 
special grants , not large amounts, possible from the depar tment 
of education. Salaries take u p more than 70% of the budget . 

With t he Barre t t (NDP) government having deposed, the 
Bennet t (Socred) government which kept all education costs in 
a tight straight-jacket one can wonder what the Barre t t gov­
e rnment will do. The depar tment will operate under- the Ben­
n e t t system until next year 's session of the legislature b u t in a 
m o r e loose fashion than did Socred Education Minister Brothers . 

Tha t 9% increase in salaries which Surrey teachers have 
wi th in reach will most cer ta inly not be overlooked by teachers 
in other school districts. However the provincial government 
has more financial room in which to place priorities than does 
the taxpayer in our school district . It may be able to afford in­
creases. It is going to be an interesting wage agreement period. 
What teachers will get will influence wha t the union main ten­
ance staff desires when i t is the i r turn.

However, the event came off 
wi th a bang, at tended by 36 
relatives men, women and 
children, bussed in b y J e r r y 
Dixon, from the Sechelt Re­
serve, along -with as m a n y ex­
t ras as-could b e jammed into 
Molly's Reach.

Below is a listing of the 
average rainfall recorded an­
nual ly in some of the larger 
West Coast cities, followed by 
the figures for some British 
•Columbia communities.

Big shindig: doings go on for 
weeks, iriuch feasting, singing 
dancing, good ta lk and gifts 
for everyone, jus t l ike your 
Christmas but on a much b ig­
ger scale, all very skqpkurri." 

"But what 's all this about 
bear stew? Surely you didn't 
just go out and t rap a bear, 
then d u m p it into the pot, 
claws and a l l?" 

"Our ancestors great war ­
riors and very .wise men. The 
bear was a sor t of father image 
strong and fearless. That 's why 
sign of bear all over, carved 
on rocks, our totems and Coun 
cil houses. I t is so."
