ft's History Goes Back ' to "517 A.D., 
When the Bard Taliesin Presided 
Over the National Musical Gather­
ing — Reason That More Widsly 
Known Music Is Not Produced Is 
Found I n Piety of the Welsh. 

The National Eisteddfod, which is-
held annually in North or Soutli 
Wales.was held recently at Colyn Bay. 
Formerly the Eisteddfod was criticized. 
by the iinglish press rather severely 
but as its quaint ceremonies have, 
come to be better understood, more 
sympathy is shown towards the vener­
able institution. There are, of course, 
many who continue to adversely criti­
cize the "Gorsedd," or Supreme Court 
of authority; but it is feared that," 
these and others of similar opinions 
overlook the fact that the Eisteddfod 
(of wliich the Gorsedd is an adjunct) 
has, whatever its defects, helped to-
make the Welsh a music-loving moruL 
people. I t is a proud thing to be able 
to say that a nation's chief hobby i*-
music and poetry. 

I t is impossible to. say when music 
entered into the ceremonies of tha 
Druids, the founders of the Gorsedd 
and of the Eisteddfod, or "Chair" as 
it was formerly designated. There ii-
a record of an Eisteddfod held iu 
South Wales in the year 517 A.D., an-1 
it was presided over by the bard Tali«-
sin. Another was held in the year 
540, at Deganwy, or Couway, and its* 
president was Maelgwn Gwynedd. This 
person offered a reward to such of tiie-
bards and minstrels as should swim 
over the River Conway. The poor 
harpists who swam had their harps 
damaged iu the water, whilst tlie 
throats of tlie bards or singers were 
not affected, and, of course, they car­
ried off the prize or orizes. The re­
cords of early EistedOTods are rar^, 
but I will name three ,the first being 
that held iu Cardigan Castle in HOi, 
when Cadwgan ap Bleddyn, Prince ot 
Soutn Wales, invited the princes and 
chieftains of all parts of. Wales'; in­
cluding the chief bards, singers, a.id 
musicians, "and set chairs tor tiiein. 
inxa^mtntuted-contest-s-batweim.tluujLM^! 
as was the practice at. the feasts of 
King Arthur." lh 1135, at that held. ' 
in >:strad 'lywi, &c., was kept up foi 
forty days, "when all were allowed to-
depart, and the bards, musicians, anu 
learned men, and performers of evo'-y 
Sort, were honoraoly rewarded." In • 
tlie same century Prince (jruffydd np-
Cynnn held an Eisteddfod at Caerwy-:, 
North Wales, for the. purpose of regu 
luting minstrelsy. Here laws were es­
tablished ior tlie better regulation ot 
music and poetry. 

As music i s i i o w t h e principal nt-
traction of tho Eisteddfod, it is natural 
to ask wnouivr it is, being ueveioped 
thereat ou the right lines. Judgjiur 
by results—the best possible method--
tne answer is "No," Neither have tiie-
Eistcddfodic competitions in many 
eases stimulated tne poets to proauco-
thoir best work; and it may be added , 
thnt no poem or ode successful at- thn' 
Eisieddfod has guined world-wide 
lame. Of course, tne Welsh language,-
in whicn the successful poets have 
sung, bus handicapped them, though, 
it is a splendid medium for the expres­
sion of tlie poet's varied thoughts nv.ix 
emotions. Music has not been hand!-
cupped in the Eisteddfod becnuse of 
language; and ul though Miicutituy may 
be ngnl in suiting thut poetry will be* 
of lots use ns the light of knowledge 
increases, it is patent to all that music-
is over navuiiciiig.. l t is nu nrt Ui>*-
possib.lilies ol which seem inexnuust-
